The interesting and epoch-making
story of how one enterprising West
Texas town launched a modern
cheese plant and cold storage locker
unit on a co-operative basis that in
less than three months since it was
put into operation is already running
near capacity was told members of
the Merkel Lions club in their Tues-
day luncheon by a group of six in-
vited guests from the neighboring
city of Loraine.

Principal speakers in outlining the
organization and development of the

Loraine Co - Operative association

Located After 63 Ye;n's,
Man Who Escaped Jail

From a clipping from a Centre,
Ala., newspaper, dated Apr. 15, this
year, which came to J. H, Weaver,
a short while ago, the Merkel man
learned that 63 years after the death
of his father, Bud Weaver, in Chero-
kee, the man who killed his father,
named 'Fayette Weaver, who was a
cousin, had been located.

When John Weaver's father was
killed, John was not yet two years
old. LaFayette Weaver, who killed
him, got out of prison in the Centre
jail with the assistance of his sister
in the disguise of a woman, wearing
his sister’'s clothes. In the letter to
the Centre newspaper, the writer,
N. E. Weaver, proprietor of Weaver
cafe, in Waurika, Okla., stated that
'Fayette Weaver, who was a brother
of his dad, Francis Weaver, had liv-
ed in Waurika 33 years and had pas-
sed away over a year ago at the
age of 80. 'Fayette Weaver had trad-
ed with his nephew and knew him
to be his nephew, but the nephew
only suspected that the other man
was his uncle. At his death, 'Fayette
Weaver left a message to be deliver-
ed to his nephew, in which it was
stated that the nephew was the only
man who suspected who he really
was.
