Use New Process
Of Salt Water
Flooding In Area

A new process in increasing oil
flow in old wells is being used
here now with great success. Salt
water flooding is the new method
employed.

The Geochemical Surveys drilled
a deep salt water well a few
weeks ago southeast of town in the
Gibson Lime Stone Unit and the
water is being used according to
the new process. As the water is
forced into old oil wells that have
been pumping for several years it
increases production to some ex-
tent and greatly adds to their per-
manency.

This method is being used on
the Dee Moore well and on two of
W. D. Curb’s wells, as key wells,
in an effort to raise production.

Texas U. Seeks

Answer That May

Help Many Crops

What does treated-sewage irri-
gation do to soil?

University of Texas scientists
have launched a two-year re-
search project to answer that ques-
tion as a public service to the
state’s farmers, ranchers and mun-
icipalities,

Fifty-nine Texas communities
are known to be using the special
irrigation plan, which is particular-
ly vital in the state’s water-short
areas. Merkel and Abilene are
among the communities using sew-
age irrigation.

Prof. Ernest W. Steel of the
University’s civil engineering de-
partment is conducting the re-
search under a $6,000 U. S. Pub-
lic Health Service grant.

Here is how the special irriga-
tion works. Sewage is run into a
sedimentation basin where solid
particles settle through water to

The water is then run
to fields for irrigation of any crop
not to be eaten by humans.

“Such irrigation probably im-
proves the fertility and moisture-
retention properties of the soil,”
Prof. Steel said. “These possibili-
ties have received no study in the
past. With more knowledge of the
subject, sewage may be used to a
greater extent for irrigation of cer-
tain crops.”

Taking samples of sewage water
and soils from representative areas
throughout the state, the Univer-
sity researchers are running tests
to determine the facts about pos.
sible merits of such irrigation.
