Giving Warnings

Fred Starbuck, Merkel coordina-
tor of civil defense and disaster
relief, made the following an-
nouncement:

Several months ago, placards
were distributed in Merkel, show-
ing the official Air Raid instruc-
tions. These can be found in al-
most every business house and al-
s0 has been run centinuously in
this paper.

As you know we have moved the
fire siren to a more central loca-
tion in order that a greater sound
spread may be attained. It will be
by use of this siren that any ah
raid alarm will be given.

We have recently made arrange
ments to attempt to warn you of
any criticai storm center that may
be approaching. In this matter we
are asking vou to help us in the
following manner:

Because of lack of funds we are
not able to place in operation any
type of alarm system other than
the fire siren, which would be ade-
quate. In order that you may not
become confused we call your at
tention to the regular alarm for a
fire. It is the alternate on and off
signal for at least three times and
usually not more than eight or
ten.

Now then if you will check with
your air raid instructions you will
find that this signal is given in a

like manner for a full three min-

utes, It is this three minute
alarm that we will also use for any
major storm warning. Now then,
in order that you may know just
what the alarm means, we suggest
the following:

Tune in one of the Abilene Rad-
io Stations for information. Any
type of disaster will in all proba-
bility be announced over these
stations. Do not call the telephone
operator nor any of your local per-
sonnel. They will have plenty to
do with other matters.

If you are not able to learn just
what the alarm is don't take a
chance. Get in the cellar and stay
there until you are sure it is safe
to get out.

This office will endeavor to full
fill any need which arises and
over which it may have control.
Our alert information will come di-
rect from the Abilene office of the
Department of Public Safety and
we will pass this on to you as re-
ceived. We will not have any prac-
tice alarms without first giving
you advance notice of the exact
time.

Bell promised completion of
this construction by the end of
this year at a stormy session of
officials of both sides.

Lester Dorton, Merkel manager
of the Taylor County REA, said
that by providing telephone serv-
ice to Hamby, Southwestern Bell
is denying rural people all over
the six-county area telephone ser-
vice. He explained this by saving
the telephone co-op’s REA loan
was based on this area being in-
cluded. Without this area, loan of-
ficials would have to reconsider
the loan. This would require an
additional six months to a year, he
said.
