H. Latrobe Vaughan of 2372 Se-
quoia, Drive, South Gate Calif
wrote in part i

I want to tell you how much I
enjoy the Merkel Mail. which
reaches me every Monday morn-
ing. The part [ enjoy most is the
40 yeurs ago. There is occasionally
someone mentioned there [ used to
know.

If you could published a 60 years
ago column [ guess I'd know every-
body. Seventy years ago would be
better but the Merkel Mail didn't
exist then. I'm over 81 years.

In the 40 years ago this morning
[ saw the name of Dr. J. H. War-
nick. That brought back many
memories because Doc, being a
yournig physician years before, us-
ed to have me go with him to
translate when he had a Mexican
case.

I had a small photo studio and
Doc came by asking me to go with
him. He was going to amputate a
leg. [ went. Abouj-four miles due
south of Merkel found an ared
Mexican man, lying on a blanket
under a mesquite tree. His left leg
was broken below the knee and
badly infected.

Warnick decided to amputate
about four inches above the knee.
I put on the tourniquet. Doc Rush,
whom we had brought along,

knife through the flesh above the

Then Warnick got sick. It was
his first major operation. He gave
me the knife, told me what to do
and I finished the job, sawed off
the bone after cutting the under
flap, tied the arteries, put in the
drainage tube, pulled the flaps to-
gether and sewed them

From then on the Mexican was
was my patient. Warnick would
lend me his little pair of white
mules and buggy and send me out
to look after the man. For all this
Warnick got $50. Oh, yes, sure, the
man lived and came to town to see
me, using a crutch made from a
mesquite limb.

How I swiped the leg and got the
flesh off it (Doc wanted it for a
relic) is another and gruesome
story.

I was the first boy to live in Mer-
kel.
