The school bells will soon be ringing. The
children will be flocking back to school. And
telephone bells will be ringing too,

every loyal American is devoted.
It is inherent in us to defend the
freedom of religion, freedom of
speech, freedom of the press and
freedom of assembly. These are
the freedoms and the liberty
I about which we talk so much.

On the other hand, there arc
tens of millions of people in the
i world who do not care for these
{ abstract freedoms, but only want
sufficient food and a roof over
their heads. Mostly they are peo-
ple to whom these things we call
liberty have meant nothing and
have no appeal.

involved.
