SNOW BRINGS BIG BARGAINS
Better Community 
Program Mapped 
By Local Men

A definite program for the bet­
terment of the community was 
mapped out by the temporary 
chamber of comir.erce directors 
last Friday afternoon. They met 
at the Taylor Electric Coop office 
with David Gamble presiding.

The other members present 
were George Rowland. Nolan 
Palmer. V'erman Carson, Horace 
Boney, Sam Swann, Tommy 
Odum and Booth Warren.

The five-point program follows:
1—  Improve housing facilities.
2— Secure suitable industries.
3— Make survey of retail serv­

ices needed in this community 
and trade area.

4—  Encourage store moderni­
zation and community cleanup 
program.

5—  Encourage o r d e r l y  and 
sound development of city park 
and recreational area.

A committee was appointed to 
make up dues list for the mem­

bership. The committee consisted 
of Horace Boney, Herman Car- 
son and Nolan Palmer. The dues 
will be on a sliding scale, based 
on business volume.

The directors decided that 
would take a minimum budget of 
$500 a month to run the organi­
zation. It was agreed if this 
amount could not be raised that 
it would not be worthwhile to go 
ahead in forming a permanent 
chamber of commerce.

The directors will meet again 
at 1.30 p. m. today, Friday, at the 
Taylor Electric Coop when defi­
nite plans will be made to contact 
each businessman in town in re­
gard to becoming a member of 
the chamber of the commerce.

nxay be one of the most prosperous 
years the country has ever had. 
the prospects for this being true in 
practically ever>thing except agri­
culture are very good.

On the other hand, it is my per­
sonal belief that unless we have a 
strong agricultural economy, busi­
ness generally cannot be maintain­
ed at the high level predicted. 
This has always been true and 
theory is not gbing to chanpe it. 
This means that he farmer must 
have a greater opportunity to 
raise his annual income than now 
appears in prospect. Especially is 
tins true in the areas which have 
been hit so hard by the drouth.

Let me urge again that as the 
various issues before the Congress 
arise and after they are defined 
enough to have substance and 
meaning, the views of my consti­
tuents will be appreciated and 
highly resper ted.
