For Decision on 
Super-Highway Rt.

Merkel is waiting to learn what 
was accomplished at its nteeting 
with the Highway Commission in 
Austin Tuesday in regard to the 
super-highway location in Merkel.

The Merkel delegation pointed 
out that 20 per cent of the 106 pro­
fessional and business establish­
ments in Merkel derive a large 
portion of their livelihood from 
U. S. 80 traffic. They relayed to 
the Highway Commission the as­
surance of Texas ic Pacific Rail­
road that 11 additional feet of the 
railroad's right-of-way will be 
available for widening of the pres­
ent highway route. This would 
make possible four 12-foot lanes 
for moving traffic plus an eight- 
foot lane for parking on one side.

Chairman E. H. Thornton offer­
ed one glimmer of hope that the 
building of the north loop might 
be delayed. He asked whether 
Merkel citizens would be willing 
to go ahead with buying the loop 
right-of-way for future develop- 
n\ent i f  the Highway Commission 
consented to make the proposed 
improvement of the present high­
way route through town. "

To this David Gamble replied 
he believed they would if assured 
that the north loop would be delay­
ed several years.

Fred Starbuck. used maps to ex­
plain the proposed improvement 
that could be made to the present 
highway route if the T&P grants

the additional right of way width.
