Streams Lack
Basin-Wide Plan

Senator Lyndon B. Johnson said
Sunday that no basin-wide plan
of improvement has ever been
completed on any Texas river
and the result is that the State's

principal streams lack adequate
| basin-wide protection against
| floods. |

| Senator Johnson, in his weekly
| statewide radio broadeast, said
the Corps of Engineers had given
him estimates of this year's flood
damage in six Texas river basins,
as follows:

Red River bain, $11,000,000.

Sabine River basin, $2,200,000

Trinity River basin, $17,000.000

Brazos River basin, $38,000,000

Colorado River basin, $2,700,000

Guadalupe-San Antonto rive
basin, $10,300,000.

‘“Hére is part of the other side
| of the picture,” the Senator added.
“Except for the flood control pro-
jects we have built on the Trinity
River, damage in that river basin |
| would have been $£81,000,000 more
than it actually was

“Property owners in the Brazos
River basin were hard hit. But
their losses would have been $26.
000,000 greater if we had not built
some dams. The tragic thing about
this is that some $28,000,000 of
the damage would not have been
done if flood control projects
authorized but not built had been
in existence.”

Senator Johnson said he was
“working every day"” to get sur.
veys made of all Texas rivers.
“That is an important first step,”
he declared.
