Vote Only For Your Own Commissioner
A single ballot is being used throughout the 

county but no person will vote on ail the names 
listed on it.

In the Commissioner’s race people in Merkel 
will only vote on Precinct 2 Commissioner —  Rufe 
Tittle, joe Seymore or Joe Cypert.

All the county will vote on the county Demo 
chairman, choosing between Tom Webb and Tinn 
Gordon, but will vote only on their own precinct 
chairman— voting precinct 24 in this area.

John C. White 
Tells Advances 
In Farm Laws

AUSTIN, Texas — A major ad­
vance for the Texas Department 
ot Agriculture was claimed by 
Commissioner Jonii C. White thi 
week with tne announiment that 

I'lexas now stands first among 12 
¡southern states in the amount and 
jtr.foicement ol larm legislati n.
I "Since 1951, we iiavt jumped 
¡from seventh to first position in 
mtdem farm laws,”  said White. 
■’These legal provisions have en­
abled us to increase our services 
in Texas by as much at 300%. As 
a result, Texas can no longer be 
regarded as an agricultural dump  ̂
ing ground for inferior products 
frem other areas.”

The 33-year-old commissioner, 
who is seeking re-election to the 
top farm job in Texas, added that 
"ten years ago we were a con­
venient ‘garbage pail’ for the nat­
ion. Today, we can put more trust 
in our own produi-ts and know 
that farm odt shipped into the 
stale must meet certain quality 

‘ standards."
Commis.®ioner White cited his 

¡re-organization of the Department 
as a major factor in modernizing 
and increasing farm services. It 
marked the first big overhaul in 

' its previous 47-year history and 
I helped put many programs on a 
self-supporting basis.

“Our goal during my past sev­
en years in office has been to in­
crease slate services without mak­
ing cinstant demands for new tax 
money,”  White stated. "The clean-­
up of the state grain scandals, 
better seed law®, more effective 
insect controls and establishment 
of a market news services are just

a part of the accoir pUshmeats 
under this system,”  be adcUd.

The Slate Board of luaurance 
issues the following statement:

“ .\utomobile insurance rates for 
Texa.s will be raised effective 
August 1, 1958 These increases 
result directly from an increas­
ing number of automobile collts- 
i' ns. higher costs of repairs, lar­
ger medical costs, and higher 
jury awardii in actions for dam- 
ages.

‘ The average rate lncrea.se, 
state-wide for all clas.ses combin­
ed, will be approximately 19% 
for liability insurance and ap­
proximately 17% for collision in­
surance on private passenger cars. 
It is emphasized that these per­
centages are only the average in­
creases. are based on Texas ex­
perience alone, and will vary 
widclv among the different rat­
ing territories of the State and 
amf ng the different classes of in­
surers. The State Board of Insur­
ance. as required by latv, has set 
these rates after a purlic hearing 
in Austin on June 20. and after 

i careful study of statistics collect­
ed on automobile losses in Texas.

“ .After these increases become 
effective, liability rates in Texas 

'still will be below the majority 
of other states, and Texas will 
have the lowest rate among the

number of registered mot*, r veh-
