After the news is turned in. It 

has to be typed and edited to con­
form with the policies of the 
paper, and a head has to be wiit- 
ten for it. This head business is a 
mess— it not only has to make 
sense sort of, but ha* to make it

I  ^ e  typed and edited copy with 
head is then taken to the back 
shop where it is set on a com- 

meahlne—the linotype 
which has a 90 letter key board. 

'The key board has nothing to do 
with this story. 1 only put that 
in so that you w ill be impressed 
with a linotype operator.

After the copy is set in metal, 
a proof must be taken and read. 
Errors are marked (most of ’em) 
and have to be corrected on the 
linotype. I  used to think if an > ’ 
was left o ff th e ’ they could Just 
tack it on, but it isn't that easy. 
The whole line has to be set over,

A fter all the type is set, ads 

set and made up and corrections 
put in, you are ready to lay out 
the pages. Pages two, three, six 
and seven are done hrst lliesa 
four pages in metal are put on 
the press. It takes two men or 
one man and a hefty woman to 
lift them.

The entire paper starts out on 

one sheet of paper 31x44 inches 
A ll four pages are printed at one 
time with the papers coming out 
o f the proas flat, with one side 
printed and the other blank. By 
the time this **first run** is fin-

I  anppoae you think we are 

through now. Not so. Next on the 
agenda is mailing out It is usual­
ly midnight or later by this time 
and nerves ase on edge, to put it 
mildly. Names and addresses have 
to be stamped on the papers and 
the papers have to be divided 
into city sections, city deliveries, 
rural routes and cities. Each of 
these stacks have to be wrapped, 
marked properly and put into 
mail sacks. Papers that go to 
cities or towns with only one 
subscriber have to be wrapped 
and addressed individually

.Ml this to be done in time to 
make the mail before 6 a.m. 
Thursday. See why we have to 
have a Tuesday noon deadline‘s 
And I  haven't even touched on 
the things that can go wrong to 
hold up operations for hours. 
That would be a story In Itself- 
a real tear Jerker.

Our .Nation and all the nations 
ol the free world face a foe in­
tent on one goal: to degrade the 
world to reduce the relations be­
tween nations to the level of m 
suits and humiliation, and to 
Cl ;i e from our day and time the 
values of civilized men.

It IS iiiipeiative as we approach 
the ensis of Berlin that we make 
this plain to the Russians:

Once the decisions arc made, 
this is a country united behind 
the President.

It is united behind and in sup­
port of the President of the 
United States in the policy and 
doctrine the Commander-in-Chiei 
enunciates. We must have one

firm, clear voice speaking foi 
this Nation in relation to other 
nations.

We mu't look to the whole 
struggle We must seek the total 
solution—not the giving away by- 
bits and pieces of our heritage 
of integrity and freedom.

\\ e can no longer sit by and 
see our strength—military, moral 
or economic—weakened by delay, 
defeat or retreat

We must trim from the Nation’s 
waistline any bulge of wasteful 
fat. We must tighten our moral, 
spiritual, economic and military 
unity so as to squeeze out any 
waste of dollars, of manpower or 
of resources.

Thci question ii: Shall Berlin 
be remembered as the deathbed 
of deiiiocracy—or as the grave 
yard of aggression?

I say: Let us use every minute 
every second of every day to the 
best possible advantage to get thi 
Nation as strong as we can, a; 
fast as we can.

But this 
prospi-rity in most places .serves 
only to point up the hard limes 
being felt by people in some areas 
of our state.

only off their farms but out of 
the farming areas into oar major 
cities. .As a result, we have what 
the Department of Labor calls 
“sub.stantial labor surpluses’ — 
or more people than there are 
jobs for them—in cities such as 
Beaumont, Port Arthur, Houston, 

! Texarkana and others.
I am co-sponsoring a bill known 

as The Depressed Areas Redevel- 
' opment Bill which I feel goes to 
I to spot where the trouble Is—the 
mral county—to help solve the 
problem. The blil would furnish 
fund.s on a loan basis and al.so 
provide planning assistance to 
rural communities to help build 
industrial plants. New industry 
for these areas would mean new 
job.s, new payrolls, new- tax rev­
enues, and a uetter standard of 
living for everyone.
