Dove Shooting
Begins Sept. 1
In North Zone

AUSTIN — Season opens for
North Texas dove hunters Tues-
day, Sept. 1, with perhaps one of
the best crops in years, according
to the assistant secretary of the
Game and Fish Commission.

The new 195960 hunting and
fishing licenses will go on sale
after August 20, according to the
announcement. They will be ef-

fective Sept. 1, and all persons

who hunt outside their own coun-
ties are required to have a new
license. Fishing licenses also ex-
pire Aug. 31, and a new license
is necessary for fishing outside
the home county, or with any
kind of winding device.

Persons over 65 years of age
are not required to have a license.
Exemption cards are available at
the regional offices or by writing
to the Game and Fish Commission
in Austin. Such cards are issued
as a courtesy, and are not requir-
ed.

A map showing the Texas coun-
ties and their open seasons has
been prepared by the Commission.
A study of it will tell you where

it is legal to hunt in both the
North and South zone counties
The season is open Sept. 1

through Oct. 20 in the North Zone
and Oct. 1 through Nov. 19 in
the South Zone. There is an ex-

eception in the Lower Valley coun-

ties where mourning doves may

 be shot at the same time as white
‘winged doves.

In that area the
season will close three days ear-
lier.

Greer assured boat owners that
no penalties or convictions will be
involved for this delayed regis-
tration date, particularly in view
of the fact that the final boat-reg
istration date is March 1; 1960,
Other features of the act go into
effect tomorrow.

Greer explained that boat re-
gistration was a little foreign to
the ordinary function of the Texas
Highway Department, but that
the Department was already well
experieniced in handling this type
of operation.
