ed forces radio and television
CFSN-TV to an audience of
more than 30,000 viewers.
During this spine-tingling
show, Sergeant Erben demon-
strated how to “milk” a rat-
tler. He then proceded todrink
the venom (oops!) to show
that it had no effect on a per-
son if that person would be in
the process of sucking venom
from a wound and inadven-

tently swallowed some. This
part of the demonstration
caused many a stomach to
flip-flop, but proved to be one
of the highlights of the spec-
tacular.

Before his assignment to
Harmon Sergeant Erben spent
five years at Stead AFB, Nev,,
as a survival instructor. His
instruction covered edible
foods and methods of staying
alive in the tropics, Arctic and
the desert. During his tour at
Stead, Sergeant Erben had
students named Grissom, Car-
penter, Glenn and others
chosen as astronauts. They
were taught survival tech-
niques for every areas over
which they would travel dur-
ing their orbital flights—just
in case.

Sergeant Erben, a veteran
of 21 years’ service and a sen-
ior parachutist, started his
hobby of collecting snakes and
exotic (?) foods in 1948. Since
that time he has amassed one
of the most complete displays
of survival flora and fauna to
be found in the Air Force.

Called upon to give demon-
strations on snake handling
on many occasions, he has
only once been struck. During
a demonstration at Lake Ta-
hoe, a cottonmouth decided
not to follow the script and,
through an accident, slipped
a fang into Sergeant Erben's
finger. Although not a part of
the show, he treated the
wound himself by incision and
suction and then went to the
hospital for injections of anti-
venom.

In case you're interested,
here’s one of his favorite rec-
ipes: First, catch a rattlesnake
