Ihe Jaycee organization ”

"One evening in 19t5 a young 
man named Henry Gies.senbier. 
Jr. was listening to an address 
on a proposed parkway bond is­
sue. Ar he sat there, the value of 
fanning an organization for the 
punoae of Iraderahip training 
civic imprm-cinrnt ocrarred to

him.
On October 13, 191.3, thirty-two 

men (members of the Federat­
ed Dancing Club» met at the 
nmuest of Giossenbier. At this 
meeting was formed an organ­
ization called tlie Young Men’s 
Progressive Civic Association. 
The name of Ihe club was chang­
ed to Junior Citizens on August 
24. 1916. Befoiv *'ong Ihe club 
was being callel by a nickname 
derived from the initials o f its 
Junior f3tizcns. This was the 
lettes "J "  ad "C ." 1-aler on 
this was to be modified to the 
word ‘‘Jaycee," by which we 
are still known.”

In April, 191*. the St. Louis 
Chamber of Commerce extended 
an invitation to »he Junior Citi­
zens to become affiliated with the 
Chamber as the Junior Ouunber 
of Commerce. The invitation was 
accepted and the name changed

in April, 1918 Having been suc­
cessful in their first few years 
as an organization in St. I.,ouis. 
the Jaycees saw the need of sim­
ilar organizations in other cit­
ies. They distributed p;imphlets 
across the nation describing their 
club and its projects On Jan- 
uar>- 21 and 22. 19'iO. a caucus 
was held in St. I»uis. Represen­
tative? of twenty - four cities 
attended and out of it was bom 
the United States Junior Cham­
ber of Commerce.

Typical of the grovi-th of the 
U. S. Jaycees was the corres­
ponding growth of the Texas 
Junloi Chamber In October, 1918. 
T. E. Jackson, president o f the 
Dallas Clhamber o f Commerce, 
saw the vahie of an organiza­
tion such as the one in St. Louis 
and caVed a meeting for the 
purpose of starting the Dallas 
Junior Chamber. The Dallas

Jaycees were organized on De­
cember 15. 1919, becoming the 
second such org:mization in the 
nation By 1920 they h.-jd increas 
ed their membership to 18.30 
men. By 1928 three other Texis 
cities — Waco, Corpus ChristI 
and San Antonio had Jaycees, and 
in th.at same year on June 15, 
the four cities met to form the 
Texas Jaycees By 1931 the mem­
bership in the Texas Jaycees had 
riser to seventeen local organ­
izations. Ten years later, in 1941, 
the membership was 92 clubs. 
And today the membership has 
risen to over lL-300 members.

Secretary o f Defense Robert S. 
M cNam ara today (Jan 3) an­

may be before or a fter this 
date,”  the Defense spokesman 
said, “ depending upon the ac­
tion that the Congress takes in 
the m atter.”

In  summ arizing the raise 
which he w ill propose to the 
legislators, the Defense spokes­
man said the average increase 
w ill be about 14 4 per cent for 
those on active duty. The in­
crease fo r retired personnel 
w ill be about five  per cent, he 
said.

Secretary McNam ara said 
that his proposal has the ap­
proval o f the President.

Objectives o f Plan
Secretary McNamara said 

m ajor objectives o f the pay 
proposid are to:

"1. Provide fa ir rates o f 
pay fo r service members.

"2. Im prove the present 
pay system by correcting 

certain  inequities.
"3. P r o v i d e  incentives 

which w ill help solve our 
m anning problems a n d  
thereby Increase operational 
effectiveness.

“ 4. Establish a m o r e  
equitable basis fo r adjust­
ment o f retired pay for ser­
vice members a fte r retire­
ment.

"5. Provide for an annual 
review o f the compensation 
o f members o f the Armed 
Forces.

“ The estim ated average 
annual cost o f the pay in- 
cre:#,es to become e ffective 
in 1963, including the S285 
m illion increase in quarters 
allowance authorized by the 
last Congress, is over $1.7 
billion. .Although the pro­
posed increase is large, I be­
lieve it to be fu lly justified.

“ To  achieve the pay objec­
tives I  mentioned, the pro­
posed legislation to be sub­
m itted to Congress w ill in­
clude these six main pro­
visions :

“ 1. Provide increases in 
rates o f basic pay averaging 
14 4 per cent fo r o fficers and 
enlisted members.

"2. Provide an increase 
in the basic allowance for 
subsistence for officers from  
$47.88 a m onth to $77.10 a 
month, the rate currently in 
e ffe c t  for enlisted men when 
rations in kind are not avail­
able.

“ 3. Authorize up to  three 
years o f constructive credit 
for both prom otion a n d  
basic pay purposes for per­
sons appointed as commis­
sioned o fficers who at the 
tim e o f in itia l appointm ent 
hold postgraduate degrees 
in fields specified by the 
Service Secretary concerned.

"5. Provide authority fo r 
a new system o f variable 
career incentive payments 
for enlisted members keyed 
to critical skills. Th is propo.s- 
ed system would u ltim ately 
replace the present reenllst- 
m ent bonus system.

“ 6. Provide fo r  future 
automatic adjustments in 
retirem ent pay fo r retired 
service members based on 
increases in the cost-of-liv­
ing.
4 1/2 Years Since Last Hike 
“ Four and a ha lf years have 

elapsed since the last pay ad­
justm ent fo r members o f the 
uniformed services. In  the in ­
terim  some erosion has taken 
place in the real value o f the ir 
compensation and there has 
been a substantial loss relative 
to the wage and salary gains 
o f wage earners in the civ ilian  
economy. A lthough the pro­
posed changes w ill increase 
m ilitary pay by an average o f 
14 4 per cent the increases w ill 
be on a selective basis.

“ For exam ple, in both o f f i ­
cer and enlisted compensation 
the largest percentage increas­
es in our pay proposals are at 
the point where men are nor­
m ally com pleting the ir first 
term  o f service. Substantial 
percentage increases fo r  the 
grades norm ally held at this 
tim e should m ateria lly help to  
meet retention problems in all 
the Services.

“ I would like to emphasize 
that I believe that m ilita ry 
compensation should be kept 
abreast o f productivity and 
price changes in our national 
economy. I  consider the estab­
lishment o f an adm in istrative

procedure fo r  annual review  o f 
such compensation as one o f 
the most im portant actions to  
be undertaken by the D epart­
m ent o f Defense. T h e  im m ed­

iate responsibility fo r  conduct­
ing the annual review  o f m ili­
ta ry  compensation w ill be th a t 
o f the Assistant Secretary o f  
Defense (M an pow er).”

New C-130 ‘Hercules’
To Arrive at Dyess Soon

The ne'wst version of the C-130 
aircraft, the “ F"’ model, will 
K(x>n b<‘ arriving at Dyess Air 
F’orce Bas<* for u.s«« by the ,516th 
Troop Camer Wing, activated 
Tue.sday. F'ormerly in use by the 
64th Troop Carrier Wing, which 
was simultaneously inactivated, 
were C-130^ modtLs and the ski- 
equipped "D ’s.”

Col. Burl W. McLaughlin, com­
mander of the Tactical A ir  Co. 
mmand’s wing at Dvess, today 
pointed out the significant sim­
ilarities and differences in the 
various models of the famous 
I.ockht'ed turbo - prop trans- 
Ijort u.se.l by the wing.

The C-130 Hercules is designed 
specifically for the transport of 
troops, supplies, and supporting 
equipment. Powered by four A l­
lison prop jet engines, which

transform the power of the jet 
engine into high sptnxl prop<‘ller 
revolution, the C-1.30 can quick­
ly  transport 92 biittle n*ady 
troops to any hot spot in the 
world. It can also take off from 
land on short, rough fields, a 
significant capability for military 
u.se.

The versatility of the Hercules 
is dramatically demonstrated by 
it.«: easy transition from high 
spt'ed, high altitude flights to 
low altitude slow speed drop 
missions. Sixty - four fully 
equipped paratroopers can ball 
r>ut of the twin exit doors in less 
than a minute, or a heavy 
equipment load can be extract­
ed from the mammoth rear car­
go door by a series of chutes 
and gentfy lowered to the ground.

The original “ A”  model of the

aircraft is built by Lockheed 
Aircraft Corporation. Since the 
original model apijeared, 15 
versions ol the C IM have been 
built and more than a half mil­
lion flight hours have been log­
ged by the prop jet fle<*t. The 
aircraft is Ix-ing used not only 
by the Air F'orce, but by the 
Navy, Coast Guard and foreign 
countries as well.

The addition o f over 6000 
pounds of Teflon coaled skis to 
the C-130 enables it to operate 
o ff of ice or snow The 17th 
Troop Carrier Squadron at Dy­
ess AFTl, whose primary mis­
sion is the support of Distant 
Flarly Warning sites on the des­
olate ice cap of Greer/and, is 
constantly rotating crews to and 
from Sonefrestrom. Greenland, 
where the ski - equipped air­
craft find their greatest use.

The C-1.30E, newest model of 
the Lockheed aircraft, incorpor­
ates many medem features not 
found on the ‘ A.”

The crew for the C-130 is the 
same for all models. However,

because of the many different 
features of the new “E ” , crews 
from the 516th are  attending  
school at Sew art AF'B, Tenn., to 
be ready for the new “Here” 
when it arrives.

lATien the first C-130E arrives 
at Dyess for the new 516th Troop 
Carrier Wing, it will join an il- 
lustrious fleet of powerful air­
craft designed to give Tactical 
Air Command world - wide air­
lift capabilities.
