Accidents Usually Have
Thing In Commen -- Man

5%78th Missile Safety Officer

A missile being exercised in
f practice countdown experi-
ences a minor port failure.
Someone suggests a quick fix
that's not in the book, When
the repair is attempted, all of
the liguid oxygen In the mis-
sile tank spills to the bottom
of the silo.

A civilian specialist working
in a missile ligquid oxygen tank
finishes his job and tells the
men on top to pull him out of
the tank. As he nears the top,
a pair of pliers slip from his
tool kit and puncture the bulk-
head that separates the fuel
and oxygen tanks.

A maintenance man work-
ing on a very high pressure
nitrogen line checked the shut
off valve and thought it was
closed. He started to open the
line, it ruptured and knocked
him fifty feet to the cencrete
floor of the silo. He lived but
lost one leg in the accident.

These accidents and almost
every other missile accident
have one thing in commeon,
they were caused by people.
People doing the wrong thing
at the wrong time.

Common Excuse

The most common excuse
heard after an accident is I
didn’t think it would happen.”

Naturally not many people
deliberately cause an accident.

Another frequent statement is
“I thought it would be quicker
to do it my way.” How much
time do we save when a mis-
sile is out of commission for
weeks while accidental dam-
&ge is repaired?

Accident Prevention through
the use of safe procedures is
cheap. It costs nothing to fol-
low the book and do the job
right. We cannot afford to
operate in any other way. The
loss of combat potential, hu-
man life and dollars does not
allow us to violate safe pro-
cedures. A missile out of com-
mission due to an accident is
one that a potential enemy
does not worry about.

Safety in the missile busi-
ness must be a way of life,
1t is the only way that we can

meet our obligation to provide
2 ready combat force for the
defersse of our country.

Omaha, Neb. (AFNS) —
Praising ‘“today's military

wan” for vision and dedica-
tien, Air Force Secretary Eu-
pene M. Zuckert told an audi-
ence- at the Omaha Chamber
of Cammerce Military Affairs

Committee annual dinner this
week that leadership in the
Air Force particularly insures
that the United States will
never have to “rely on the
weapons of the last war W
fight the next one.”

The Secretary recalled that
“even before Wopld War ‘II
ended, the Army Air Forces
began to work on guided mis-
siles’ and after the war, the
rew United States Air Force
started work on ballistic mis-
siles “but had to cancel the
program in 1947 for lack:of
funds.

He. told the group that in
1951, “before tHé thermonu-
clear breakthrough” the fol-
lowing year, the Air Force let
“a contract that led to work
cn the Atlas ICBM.” Military
men during this period deve-
loped the weapon system con-
cept and the concept of con-
currency, managing simul-

He cited Gen. Edwin W. Rawl-
ings, the Air Force’s first com
ptroller, who in 1948 “provided
the leadership to bring in the
first compiter fo be uséd in
defense programming.”

Mr. Zuckert singled out“for
particular praise Air Force
Chief of Staff Gen. Curtis E.
LeMay and Strategic Air Com-
mand’'s Gen. Thomas S. Pow-
er, both of whom are well
known to his Omaha audience.
Both men “exemplify the fin-
est qualities of the United
States military man,” he saia.
He added that the two gen-
erals were “experienced, ver-
satile, practical, responsible,
dedicated and far-seeing, Their
experience, knowledge and
calm resolution contribute the
kind of strength we need in
these trying times,” he said.

Describes Man

The Secretary described the
American military man of the
1960s as “shaped by our in-
stitutions and controlled by
his understanding of these in-
stitutions, by our government-
al checks and balances, by
our free press and by the Con-
gress.

“Some of these military men
you know,” he said, “are air
crew members and support
personnel working 70 to 80
hours a week — sometimes
even longer.”

He noted the separations of
military families “for long
periods of time” in Strategic
and Tactical Air Commands
and the Military Air Trans-
port ‘Servlce.

FCS Course

Four airmen at Dyess have
completed an 11 - week course
in the duties of the defensive fire
control system technician offer-
ed by the 417C Field Training De.
tachment (ATC) in support of
the B-32 weapon system.

TSgt. Donald E. White, in-
structor throughout the entire
period was high in his praise of
the four men for their extra ef-
fort and desire tolearn this
more complex defensive fire
control system than the sys-
tem used in the B-47. “Nor-

.mally this course is taught

to personnel who have
attended formal schoding on the
system,” Sergeant White stated,
“but with no previous knowledge
of the MD-9 FCS these men were
able to complete the entire
course with no drop - outs and
no failures. As offered at Low-
ery AFB, Colo., the course re.
