TWO MERKEL BOYS MEET NEAR-DISASTER
Two .Merkel boys, David Pur- 

sley and JeiTy McCloud, were 
among the 31 on board the DC-3 
that was forced into a crash 
landing at Fkirksdale Air Force 
Base early .Sunday morning.

Twenty - Five M<’Murry foot- 
Ndl players, ihr«e roaches and 
three airline offirials made up 
the 31 on board the p<ane.

The McMurry team had just 
met an 8-7 defeat by Northeast 
State College in Monroe. l.a., and 
were enroute to Abilene when 
the plan«' developed elevator 
trouble during its takeoff about 
12 .30 a m.

When the plane left the ground 
its elevator rxvntrots apparently 
IcX'ked and it was unable to 
gain altitude.

Line coach HershnI Klmbrell 
said the pilot. W. R. Smith of 
Hurst, tried twice to land at 
Monroe. On the second attempt

a tire blew out and he flew to 
Barksdale and a larger ninway 

'We flew at a really low alti­
tude all the way." Klmbrell said 

"As we came into Shr«'veport, 
they had everyNidy tied diiwn.” 

Beeause the [«lane's elevator 
«■ontrols were jammed, it was 
almost impossible for the pilot 
to get the tail section down The 
three MeMurry coaches volun- 
ti'ered to lie in the tail section 
to give the plane better bal ince 
and weight dowTv that section.

One of the Mc.Murry players, 
Joe Coulson from Fort Worth, 
said. "The coaches went to the 
ba«-k of the plane, where thent. 
were no seat belts, to weicht 
down the tail section. 'They knew 
if the rJanr broke up what might 
happen to them. Ove of the boys 
wanted to take their place, but 
the coaches sent him back to 
his seat."

The coacN's were Mead Co.ach 
Grant Teaff and assistants Her- 
shel FCimhrell and Buddy F’ornes 
All are manied and h.ive fami­
lies.

The pilivf had to bring the 
plane in at a faster than nor­
mal rale of speed, (aN)ilt 100 
miles pt'r Nvun.

"When the plane first landrxl 
at Barksdale AF'B it houndt'd 
about 10 feet in the air" Kim- 
bieil said, slightly injuring Kim- 
brell and Teaff

Just before the plane came in. 
Kimhrcll said Teaff l«xl the team 
in pr.iyer

"He was trying to ralm every­
one down," Kimhrell said.

"FN-erybody was scared, prob­
ably worse than they've ever 
been in their lives. But everybody 
was real calm They conducted 
themwlvrs real well.

"The first thing we did when 
vve got off the pl.ine. everyone 
km-elod in pr.-iyer." Kimbrell 
said.

It w.is 1:0.5 a m. when the 
plane hit the runway at Barks­
dale

When the plane jolted to a 
stop amidst flying sparks, a fire 
broke out in one of the engines.

The engine was quickly cov­
ered with foam and after the 
footNvll team Md. the entire 
craft was «xivered as a precau­
tionary mea.sure.

The fire chief said. "They 
were (-ertainly fortunate Real 
lucky Most planes landing like 
that rate fire all over."

Only one member of the team 
was treated at the base hospital. 
Halfback James Maddox of Fort 
Worth was treated (or slMck and 
released shortly afterwards.
