COLLEGF: s t a t io n  -  As a 
farm or ranch operator, would 
you like to join as a sek>ct group 
of cooperators with the Texas 
Agricultural F'xlension Service in 
a mail in record keeping project?

The Serv ice’s farm management 
specialists, with Rex Kennedy as 
coordinator, have issued a call for 
.300 volunteers who would like to 
participate in the year - long proj­
ect. Kennedy says for the past 
two years about 50 cooperators 
have been under the program and 
that results have been good The 
program utilizes the electronic 
computers at Texas A4M Univer- 
specialists to do a faster and 
sity and makes it posible for the 
more thorough job.

Kennedy points out that the 
results of the past two years 
clearly indicate weakness in man­
agement operations; especially as 
they relate to costs, yields, mo- 
chinery and labor utilization He 
adds that the past experience 
has caused the speciali.sts to 
strongly recommend enterprise 
accounting, although it is not 
mandatory for the new cooimt- 
ators.

Here’s what the new coopt'rators 
will furnish the specialists at Tex­
as .A&M — a lieginning inventory, 
monthly expenses and income rec­
ords mailed in each month >, and 
an ending inventory At the end 
of the year, the specialists will 
supply the cooperalor with a de­
tailed analysis of the year’s rec­
ord This analysis wil he prov id­
l'd in lime for use in connection 
with tax reporting. Kenm>dy said

The material submitted by the 
cooperalors will l>e treafi'd as 
confidential information and only 
summaries or averages without 
identification of individuals will 
be used by the specialists in their 
work Summaries of the records 
will be available on request any 
time during the year, says Ken­
nedy.
