The winning touchdown climax­
ed p 15-Dlay drive that covered 
61 yards after a 43 yard quick 
kick by Merkel's Weldon Tittle, 
a tough 195 • pounder who ac- 
''ounted for all but 11 of the 
loser’s 72 vards rushing, lug­
ging the pigskin 21 times.

Key play in the drive came at 
midfield when the Wolves, fac­
ing a fourth and one situation, 
sent fullback Roger Proctor blast­
ing up the middle for three yards 
and the first down that kept the 
drive alive.

Proctor, the game’s leading 
rusher with 83 yards in 19 car­
ries. and halfback Donnie Lind­
sey, who logged 78 yards in 19 
trips, followed good blocking to 
grind out the yardage and take 
the ball down into .scoring range.
