‘ "Tlie damage was the worst 
since I've lH>en in business." saici 
Boney. "It far exceeds the 1951 
damage when we had the tor­
nado Hardly any 'uiildii.g wa.s 
left untouched and it was just 
as bad on one side of town as 
on the other."

Cyrus Pee said he had over 
250 claims and the hail damage 
r'-'.K’hed as far as fifteen miles 
routh of .Merkel, wi'.i almost all 
roofs suffering heavy damage

Booth Warren, president of 
P^armers & .Merchants National 
Bank, said he believed the dam­
age was greater than people rea­
lize. “ There was some damage 
to crops, roofs and buildings in 
rural areas" said Warren. There 
was extensive damage to small 
grain crons such as wheat and 
oats, with the hail hitting in 
patches here and there, not the 
usual pattern for hail such as a 
mile wide and five or six miles 
long." •

"Mulberry Canyon had some 
small grain damage." .said War­
ren. "However, it is difficult to 
estimate hail damage until har­

vest. Some wheat will be readv 
for harvest as soon as there's 
Itecn some sunshine and it has 
time to dry out. and the ground 
tan 'upport com bin»«"

Warren went on to say that 
not many crops have been in­
sured and hail is always a risk 
at this time of year. Oats in this 
ana iiffercd some damage Ilo.v- 
ever, the rains have been a 
great advantage to cotton p'ant- 
ters this year.
