On a state-wide basis,
Parmer County is still polit-
ically in the embryo stage,

This is true for a variety
of reasons, One of the most
important reasons is probably
the overall lack of political in-
terest among Parmer citizens,
Oh, yeah, we holler as loud as
anybody and louder than most
if the farm program doesn’t just
fit our individual needs, but
there's a small amount of ac-
tual, participating political in-
terest,

Those remarks are taking the
county as a whole, The politi-
cal hotbed of the -county,
strangely enough, isn't Bovina,
Friona or Farwell,

It's Lazbuddie,

Those folks on the eastern
side of the county playthe game
of politics the way it was evi-
dently meant to be played --
hard and rough. :

They take an active interest
in both the Democrat and Re-
publican parties and support
them with their time, energy
and finances,

When there's a county-wide
political meeting involving a
state-wide political personal-
ity, you'll find, invariably, some
fine Lazbuddie citizen in charge
of affairs. Usually there’ll be
more than one, And as we said,
it doesn't matter which side of
the political fence thecandidate
is on, he'll have some strong
supporters from Lazbuddie or
he more than likely won't be in
Parmer County,

We admire the community of
Lazbuddie for its healthy atti-
tude in regard to politics,

At these aforementioned
county meetings, which are
. often. as not held somewhere
other than Lazbuddie, you'll
find other Parmer Countians
playing lesser roles, but it ap-
pears to us that the largest
amount of the important part
of the leadership comes from
the eastern side of the county,

If all of Parmer’s commun-
ities had the political interest
that Lazbuddie does, our county
would be more important on the
state political map, in spite of
the fact that the population (and
vote total) isn't as great as
some others,

From our observances, it
seems that the Lazbuddie voting
precinct is fairly evenly divided
between Democrats and Repub-
licans and a hard fight is fought
by both sides to see which will
carry that particular ballot box
in a general election,

In the county’s three major
towns, political arguments are
held to a minimum because the
business people are oftenafraid
they will offend a favorite custo-
mer by expressing views, At
Lazbuddie, we suspect, a manis
better thought of for positioning
himself on one side of the fence
or the other so that all his ac-
quaintances and neighbors will
know whether he’s ‘‘friend or
foe' and therefore how to con-
verse with him politically,

Lazbuddie's leadership of
county politics could have come
about by the fact that Bovina,
Farwell and Friona have kept
passing the burden and obliga-
tion of political responsibility
back and forth like a hot po-
tato until the strong back-boned
folks from the eastern side of
the county fell heir to it and
were more than glad to accept,
At the same time they were
willing to accept it, they were
also probably wishing that they
could count on more support,
physically and financially, from
other parts of the county, Up
to now, though, they’ve had to
work to get same and then it
has been only half-hearted in
too, too many cases,

Let us say again that we're
proud of the political interest
at Lazbuddie displayed by both
Demos and Repubs,

Taxpayers Vote

On 3 Issues

Bovina voters will decide Saturday on a $100,000 bond election
which, if it carries, will provide water system improvements,
more paved streets, and long-term financing for major city
facilities and equipment,

The polls will be in American Legion Hall, They will be open
from 8 a.m, until 7 p.m, L, M, Crissom will be election judge,

A majority of the bonds -- $60,000 -- will be of the water
and sewer revenue type, This money will be used to provide addi-
tional water storage for the cityandtoimprove the present water
system in general, The bonds will be paid off with revenue from
water and sewer services, Taxes will, in no way, be affected by
this portion of the bond election,

The second portion of the three-part election will be for
$20,000 in tax bonds to pay the city's portion of a proposed payv-
ing program. This money will be used only if and when it is
needed, city officials point out, and the bonds won’t be sold until
the time when funds are to be used, Property owners will con-
tinue to pay most of the cost of paving, curbs and gutters around
their property as has been the policy during previous paving
programs,

The third question on the ballot will be for $20,000 in tax
bonds, also. This money will be used to pay indebtedness on
the new fire station, which was completed last year, the new
fire ruck and street sweeper, At present, these are financed
with short-term loans which make for high monthly payments
by the city -- approximately $700 per month, By voting the bond
money for this purpose, the city will have a longer period of
time to pay off the indebtedness and the monthly payments
will be considerably less, This will put the city in a better
condition financially, according to Mayor Boyd Gilreath,

The three issues will be voted on separately, There is no
connection between the three, Any one or all may carry or be
defeated without affect on the others,

Bob Estes, president of First State Bank of Bovina, is serving
as bondsman for the city, He will handle the sale of the bonds if
the election carries,

The city council expects no increase in taxes to be caused by
issuing of the proposed bonds, The water improvement bonds
will be paid back from water and sewer reyenue and will in no
way aliBur taxes, as previously pointed out, '

Natural growth of the community is expected to be enough to
retire the remaining $40,000 in bonds without a tax increase,

The city’s present tax rate is $1,15 per $100 valuation, The
assessed tax value is 25 per cent of actual value, Compared to
other cities in the area, this is considered low.

While all three questions on the ballot are considered import-
ant by the city council, the water improvement is considered
the most pressing,

The town is in serious need of more water storage, Gil-
reath points out, The supply of water was dangerously low dur-
ing a dry spell last summer, he says, The situation is expected
to be worse this year unless additional storage is provided,

The proposed water system improvements are designed to
provide an adequate water supply and distribution system until
approximately 1970, according to Ralph Douglas of Muleshoe,
city engineer, This is based on the “‘normal projected growth
of the town and the minimum requirements necessary to which
the citizens are entitled,"’

The city is presently being penalized by the state fire insur-
ance commission because of deficiencies which exist in storage
facilities and water main distribution system, The planned im-
provements could result in a lower fire insurancerate as well as
providing a better water supply, Douglas points out,

In regard to the paving program, the city engineer explains,
‘““‘Considerable interest has been evidenced by the citizens of
Bovina for a paving program, This is particularly true in areas
of recent development which did not exist when the last paving
program was done in '62, Immediately after the last paving
program and through the last few years, the council has had
numerous requests from areas which were not included in the
program of '62,"’

Plans call for residential streets to be paved to a width ade-
quate for parking cars on each side with space remaining for
two lanes of maffic, -

Property owners within tne areas of the street improvement
program will share in the cost of the paving, curbs and gutters,
Property owners may pay for their part of the paving in four
installments -- 25 per cent when the program is completed and
the remainder in three annual payments,

Absentee voting for the election continues through today (Vved-
nesday).

Eligible to vote in the election are all taxpaying citizens of
the city who are otherwise qualified voters, It is not necessary
that taxpayers own real estate, but voters in the election must
pay city taxes, A last year's poll tax is also necessary.

THE FIRST PAPER MACHINE

A plece of machinery that
revolutionized the papermak-
ing Industry was invented by
Nicholas - Louis Robert, a
Frenchman, the American Pa-
per Institute observes, His
idea? To form paper on anend-
less screen,

Robert's first efforts were
unsuccessful but finally he se-
cured a patent for a machine
on September 9, 1798, It con-
sisted of a movable wire screen
(mounted over a vat)upon Which
was thrown liquid pulp, The fi-
bers forming on the screen
travelled through rollers and
were then cut into lengths and
hung out to dry.

Later, Henry and Sealy Four-
drinier, London stationers,
spent 60,000 pounds ($168,000)
on the construction of a ma-
chine similar to that designed

by Robert, Stangely enough, |

neither Robert or the Fourdrin-
fer Brothers made much money
on the development or manu-
facture of the first papermak-
ing machine,

Today, one type of modern
paper machine, costing from
$10 to $50 million, incorp-
orates many of the basic princ-
iples conceived in the 18th Cen-
tury, It is called a Fourdrinier,
