The 13 per cent increa e in
Social Security monthly benefits
that was effective for Feb—iary
1968 brought the total for the fif-
teen county Abilene district to a
record high of $2,970,094 paid to
the 40,524 beneficiaries for that
month, according to R. R. Tuley
Jr., district manager.
