Baggett Fund 
Is Now Over $400

’The Mack Baggett Fund, which 
was started approximately three 
week.s ago. has gone over the 
Ŝ oo mark, according to .Mr>. 
Ray Peel

Contributions are being made 
at the Glamour Bar where Mrs. 
Peel works and where the fund 
started, and also at the Fanners 
and Merchants National Bank.

"W e are very pleased with the 
amount of money tnat has been 
given for this cause”  said Mrs. 
Peel, "and people mey still con­
tribute if the wish to do so”

In a telephone conservation with 
Mrs. Baggett Monday evening, 
she said that "Mack would have 
to remain in the hospital for at 
least three more weeks ’ ’

"W e are most grateful for all 
the wronderful things that have 
been done for us." said Mrs. Bag­
gett. ".And it is amazing to fi:ii 
out the number of friends >ou 
have in times like these ”

In an interview this week with 
members of the Merkel Hospital 
restrict board, members di.scus.s- 
ed the hospital progress and bonds 
in relation to the 196« tax state­
ments that were mailed recently.

“ It is most important that area 
people get the word that work 
is being done toward securing 
a hospital'for this area, and that 
progress is noted.”  said Max Mur­
rell, president of the Hospital 
Board.

Murrell explained that “ the de­
lay in getting something started 
on our ho.spital has been caused 
as a result of our efforts to se­
cure additional financing to sup­
plement those funds which would 
be available through the sale of 
our general obligation bonds, au­
thorized at the time the hospital 
district was created”

Although I53S.000.00 in bonds 
were authorized, the hospital dis­
trict evaluation coupled with the 
current interest rate, "has limit­
ed these available funds to ap­
proximately $350.000 00.”

The first hospital plans called 
for a medical facility of thirty 
beds, which had an estimated 
cost of $460.000.00, plus a cost of 
equipment

“ Our efforts to secure addition­
al funds have not been success­

ful," said board vice president. 
Dr, Don Warren. "At the pres­
ent time, a new set of nlans. re­
ducing the size of the hospital to 
20 beds, are currently in .Austin, 
being reviewed l.v the State 
Health Department”

Fstimated cost for this new 
facility is approximately $300.- 
000 00 which will leave an addi­
tional $30.000.00 for the purchas­
ing of equipment, "and there is 
a likelihood that some equipment 
may be leased”

Members revealed that current 
plans arc for the hospital bonds 
to be offered for sale sometime 
during December of this year, and 
bid invitations for construction 
of the hospital "should be ready 
sometime in January ”

Because of the limited funds 
available, the Merkel Hospital 
District Board of directors fek 
it necessary to "allow the 1968 
tax statements to be mailed with 
the permissible tax levied."

“ The board felt this action would 
provide additional money for both 
contingencies and future hospital 
operating expenses." said Mrs. 
John Hardesty, secretary-treasor- 
er.

At least half a dozen Democrat­
ic nominees for statewide office 
are receiving an unusually sharp 
attack from Republican challen­
gers this year.

Taking no chances. Democratic 
gubernatorial candidate Preston 
Smith. Ben Barnes, candidate for 
lieutenant governor, and Atty. 
Gen Crawford Martin have re­
turned to full • time campaign 
status

Their Republican challengers 
are Paul Eggers. Douglas De- 
Cluitt and Sproesser Wynn.

Republican Manny Sanchez of 
Brownsville al.so has campaigned 
actively for state treasurer 
against veteran incumbent Jes.se 
James. GOPer E. H Schuhart 
of Dalhart is running hard for 
agriculture commissioner against 
John White and Millard Neptune 
of New Ulm is running a serious 
race to beat Land Commissioner
