Hogan stressed the fact that
with the critical problems ‘‘fac-
ing us it's going to take everything
we can do to get the farm legis-
lation we want — to Kkeep the
farmers on the farm.”

Hogan was still referring to Yar-
borough’'s talk concerning ‘‘the
one . man, one - vote rule.’”
