Merkel residents were advised
this week that a scheduled pick-
up on limbs, brush and trash will
be set for once each month by
the City Refuse Department,

Robert Leo Harris, city
superintendent  said Wednesday
that this pickup is “‘included in
the trash hauling and that there
is no extra charge.”

“We have had serveral calls
made to City Hall,”" said Harris,
“and we just, want to let people
know that there is a schedule
for trash pickup.”

Harris asked that persons hav-
ing trash to be picked up to cut
limbs into four foot lengths and
bundle if possible,

Other trash such as leaves and
grass need to be in plastic bags
or containers,” he said.
