they always feel tired —  or de­
velop a backache —  when they’re 
cooking. But with a little work 
these symptoms can disappear.

First, make sure your kitchen 
is a bright, cheery color. Second, 
rearrange your cabinets to suit 
your present needs. I f  your 
everyday utensils are tucked 
away in hard-to-reach placea, o f 
course you’ll develop a backache. 
Third, make sure you have ade­
quate lighting. Your lighting is 
inadequate if: 1) You can’t see 
what’s in the top cabinet. 2 ) You 
constantly trim your linger 
along with the carrots. 3) You 
don’t realize the meat has 
browned until it ’s black.

Proper lighting —  both gen­
eral and local —  is the answer. 
General lighting should provide 
diffuse, over-all illumination. 
The moat economical is an over­
head fixture containing incan­
descent bulbs. Two Sylvania 75 
w att Soft White bulbs shielded 
with ceramic or plastic cut-down 
on glare and provide proper il­
lumination. I^ca l lighting at 
often-used work areas is just as 
important. Place bulbs near 
sink, stove, countertop. Remem­
ber that light must fa ll in front 
o f you, or you’ll be working in 
your own shadow.

Thinking o f redecorating? 
Choose walls and work areas in 
light colors; dark colors wast': 
ight by absorbing it.
