Tradition is "a body of beliefs and usages handed  
down from generation to generation.” It can be 
good or bad depending on w hat is handed down. 
H ow ever, tradition is dangerous w hen the b eliefs  
and usages of a previous generation are accepted  
w ithout reference to their content. It is seem ingly  
inevitable that w e are more likely to be in fluenc­
ed by the form than the content of religious prac­
tice. The reason for a practice is more likely  to be 
forgotten  than the form of the practice. W hat one 
generation struggles to understand, another gen ­
eration m ight w ell accept w ithout thorough un­
drstanding or investigation, and in this w ay prac­
tice becom es ritual and teaching becom es a creed. 
And tradition can make us prejudiced w ithout 
being aw are of it as w ell as cause us to reject oth ­
ers just because their tradition is d ifferent.

know  a river cannot rise above its source. 
W hen w e are content to lim it ourselves to tradition  
received from our forefathers we are lim iting our 
attainm ents to theirs. The appeal of tradition is 
that it is so easy to let som eone else  do our th ink­
ing for us, and it w ill not require any change w ith ­
in ourselves that study o f the Word o f God m ight 
•■®*|uire. This is not to say we should never consult 
the work of the “pioneers” but sim ply that w e 
must not be content w ith that unless w e are sure 
that they were correct and know all the truth of 
G od’s W ord.

A — No. VA does not count 
any income against comp<‘nsa- 
tion for service-connected disa­
bilities, including Social Security 
payments. Income s a factor 
for pensions for non-servic’e con­
nected disabilities, however.

Q — Do VA pensioners over 72 
years of age have to file annual 
i n c o m e  questionnaires any­
more?

A — No, they do not have to 
file. A recent law excludes p«-n- 
sioners 72 years old and older 
who draw benc'fits during two 
comsecutive years fnvn filing 
annual Income questionnaires. 
However, they still must repr>rt 
changes in income

Q — What should I do if my 
VA benefit check does not ar­
rive on time—

A — Two things, (a) Wait long 
enough to tie sure the mails 
have cleared, (b) Write to the 
VA regional office which has 
your claim file, including your 
name if you’re a veteran or the 
deceased veteran’s name if it is 
number. Never write the Treas­
ury Department, as this will 
only prolong the delay in receiv­
ing your chec-k.

WASHINGTON — There is
now some pretty good evidence 
that students in our schools are 
not hopeless slobs, probably up 
to no good, and that trusting the 
fate of the Nation to their witless 
hands will be a final distrous 
downfall.

A new world-wide study shows 
that American school students 
are right up there with the best 
of them. In spite of the fact 
that this Country’s classrooms 
are k e p t  open for at least 
twelve years to all wanting to 
attend, elsewhere in the world 
they would have been shunted 
out at an early age.

The director of the Internat­
ional Association for the Eval­
uation of Achievements, Dr. Tor­
sten Husen of the University of 
Stockholm, has warned that the 
study might be a sort of an 
"Intellectual Olympics" but 
nevertheless there is more than 
a grain of satisfaction in the 
study. It embraced nineteen na­
tions and revealed what has 
been noted before — that home 
atmosphere is more important 
than an>lhing else in producing 
scholastic excellence. The report 
also referred, as often has been 
done, to the presence of reading 
materials in the home as hav­
ing a very great influence. 
School efficiency does make a 
difference, according to the 
findings, in the quahty of pub­
lic school education. This is 
in contradiction to the conclu­
sions reached by Harvard’s 
Christopher Jencks who main- 
t a ^  that schools make little 
or no difference in, for instance, 
social inequality.

2n some countries. West Ger- 
ifiany being the best example, 
young.sters are weeded out of 
t|ie acado.'nic program starting 
around the age of ten. 'This tends 
1> make t h o s e  remaining in 
•chool an "elitist’’ bunch with

similar backgrounds and cuts 
fore they have developed enough 
to show their capabilities.

One might think that these 
pruned "elitists” would swamp 
the American pupil in the later 
reaches of their scholastic train­
ing but it doesn’t work out that 
way, according to the study. In 
the final overall comparison of 
the top groups’ ability, the 
United States’ schools still had 
on our rolls some 14 per cent 
of what is called "lower class” 
starters who could still go on 
to better things because they 
hung in there and kept trying. 
This compares to only 1 per 
cent from such beginnings stiU 
in German schools.

It can be assumed that just 
about anything can be improved 
but in the process some things 
have been ruined. There are de­
ficiencies, of course, in our 
secondary educational system 
and, while this study referred

to may not be all gospel, it 
shows by comparison that our 
teachers, our school facilities, 
and the end product — the 
student — in fact the entire 
system deserves commendation.

Dolph Briscoe declim*d to agree.

According to Texas Hesearch 
Li.*ague, state spending from 
key funds is expectetl to in- 
crea.se by $5.50 million in 1976-77, 
and the increa.se could run as 
high as $850 million to $1 bil­
lion.

Itevenues, meanwhile, are due 
to ri.so $550 million to $625 mil­
lion over the present biennium.

However, THL cautions these 
factors must also be considered;

—Federal revenue sharing 
funds (which accounted for $316 
million of 1974-75 income) will 
drop by at lea.st $100 million, 
bt*cau.se Texas received a three- 
year allcKration to spend in a 
two-year period for the current 
budget.

—An estimated $156 million 
suiplus at the beginning of the 
next biennium will decrease 
from $75 million-to-$100 million 
depending on bills signed by 
Governor Briscoe.

"With the highest projected 
spending increase ($1.050 billion) 
the 1975 Legislature apparently 
would find itself faced .. with 
the net*d to find $600-$700 mil­
lion in additional biennial rev­
enues," said a new TUL report. 
"Even (an $850 million spend­
ing hike), means projecting a 
biennial revenue need of $400- 
$.500 million.”

DIM VIEW OF CONSTITU­
TION CH.\NGE — County of­
ficials are getting together to 
fight any constitutional change 
which would drastically alter 
county government, according 
to .Judge Robert W. Calvert, 
chairman of the Texas Con­
stitutional Revision Commis­
sion.

Following hearings in Corpus 
Christi, Calvert said he .sees 
"an incipient opposition to any 
suggested changes in county 
government.”
"He cited three letters from 
county officials expressing a 
dim view toward tampering with 
their jobs. Calvert said the Com­
mission is committed to no 
course on the subject.

The 37-member body is 
concluding its hearings over 
the state and will make 
recommendations to the legis­
lature next November. Law­
makers will sit as a constitu­
tional convention next year. Cal- 
makers will sit as a cumstitu- 
vert urged legislators to attend 
the hearing in eight cities this 
month. Committees will begin 
drafts on conclusion of the pubic 
discussions.

AG OPINIONS — County com- 
mi.ssioners can spend county 
funds t l  provide for parking 
and a service building for 
county-owned vehicles and park­
ing for the public having busi­
ness in the couHhouse, Atty. 
Gen. John Hill held.

In other recent opinions. Hill 
concluded;

—In an election contest, on 
notice of appeal, di.strict clerks 
should prepare a tran.script and 
forward it to the court of civil 
appeals clerk before delivering 
it to attorneys for the appellant.

—The Board of Chiropractic 
Examiners can adopt rules 
limiting the size of newspaper 
advertisements by chiroprac­
tors

—County clerks are not auth­
orized to set filing fees for dis­
covery proceedings if an action 
is still pending on the docket at 
the time the proceedings are in- 
.stituted. If no action is pending, 
clerks are entitled to a fee of 
$3 for each instrument issued 
but not for filing instruments 
prepared by others.

Unemployment in Texas remain­
ed at 2.8 per cent during Apnl.

Texas Elmployment Commis­
sion said the jobless rate has 
remained the same for three 
straight months — the first time 
that has happened.

The 1972 rate for the same 
time of year was 3.3 per cent.

About 139,500 Texans were job 
hunting in mid-April. Lubbock 
and Austin had the lowest rates 
of unemployment — 1.7 per 
cent and 1.8 per cent.

Vacation time Is a happy 
time, but it also can be a time 
for tragedy, says the Texas 
State Department of Health.

Spring and .summer weather 
go hand in hand with recreation 
in Texas which has something 
to offer for everyone — from 
seashores and lakes to forests 
and rugged mountains.

In most cases, recreation is 
as.s(Kiated with water fer .swim­
ming, boating and fishing. While 
great for recreation, water po- 
.s<*s a serious threat to the safety 
of young and old alike.

La.st year, for example, 601 
pirsons lost their lives in wa­
ter-related accidents in Texas.

.Not all of the.se drownings in- 
volvi*d swimmers and boaters. 
In far too many cases individu­
als fell from a place of pre- 
sumiHl .safety — say a dock or 
river bank — into the water and 
were drowned. Children are 
most susceptible to this type 
incident. A gfiod safety rule is to 
put a life jacket on a child play­
ing near the water — just in 
case of a sudden, unplanned dip.

Two children drowned this 
year in the Colorado River near 
Austin after being warned of the 
treacherous nature of the river 
bank on which they played.

What can you do to make your 
vacation or a weekend trip a 
happy, safe one? The State 
Health Department and Texas 
Safety .Assficiation have some 
life-saving pointers.

First, make swimmers out of 
all children and adults. The Red 
Cross throughout Texas offo-s 
i’ree sw.tnming instruction. Or, 
you may enroll for swimming 
lessons with a private instruc­
tor. Being able to swim is your 
best insurance for coming out of 
an accidental dunking alive.

Always swim in marked 
areas if po.ssibIe, and never 
swim alone. If you get into trou­

ble, your companion could toss 
you a life jacket or rope or ex­
tend you a pole to help you 
reach safety. Never swim wh(*n 
chilled, over-tired or overheat­
ed. Stay out or off the water if a 
thunderstorm threatens. Rough 
water and lightning take their 
toll.

Always supervi.se small chil­
dren constantly. They need your 
protetiion.

Boaters should make certain 
their Iwats are in perfect shape 
and meet safety and state regu­
lations — which include having 
a Coast Guard approved flota­
tion device on board for each 
person. Many of these devices 
are cushions — which c-ould 
float away if a boat overturns 
If there are c hildren aboard, 
make them wear a life jacket or 
ski belt. If you're on the water 
at night, you must have running 
lights.

Certain regulations apply only 
to larger boats, so don’t get 
caught short, says the State 
Health Department.

Rough weather and overload­
ing are particular hazards for 
boaters. If you’re on the water 
when a storm threatens, head 
for the dock immediately. Even 
the best of boaters and swim­
mers have perished in foul 
weather. If your boat should 
capsize, stick with it — chances 
are that it will stay afloat.

When pulling skiers, boat driv­
ers should be aware of swim­
mers, other boats and obstacles 
above and below water. Don’t be 
a showoff on the water. Life is 
too previous to lose.

Skiers have safety rules, too, 
including the wearing of a flota­
tion device Even good swim­
mers can be dazed by a hard 
full while skiing.

A good procedure is to have

at least two persons in the ski 
boat — one to drive and the 
other to watch the skier. Learn 
the arm signals prepared specif­
ically for skiers — and use 
them. It’s hard to hear above 
the noise of a m^or, but a hand 
signal can ge" the message 
across. For instance, a skier 
who falls should raise an arm to 
signal he’s okay.

When a person Is entering the 
water, being picked up or hav­
ing a towrope moved into posi­
tion to grab, the motor should 
be in neutral. Whirling propeller 
blades kill several peo^e every 
year.

If you’re in the water, be on 
the lookout for other boats. If 
one approaches, raise a ski into 
the air as a signal. It’s vnuch 
easier to see this signal than 
the head of person bobbing in 
the water. Sumer in a time for 
fun and there’s enough recrea­
tion pursuits for anyone. So when 
you’re planning your outing, the 
State Health Department says, 
put a little thought and planning 
into safety.
