Hypertension or high blood 
pressure Is the largest con­
tributing cause of death in 
the Umted States today. Most 
of the 24 million Americans 
who have hypertension don’t 
know that they have it. And 
those who know it, too often 
neglect IL

Everyone has blood pres­
sure. B l ood  pressure is  
simply the pressure exerted 
against the walls of the artery 
by the blood ls It flows to 
all parts of the body.

Bl ood  pressure varies 
from day to day and fiom 
minute to minute. It goes 
up when we get excited and 
It goes down when we rest 
or sleep. These changes are 
perfectly normal. They take 
place in people with high blood 
pressure, low blood pressure 
and in those whose blood 
pressure Is in between. There 
IS a considerable range of 
normal pressure from 90/ 60 
up to 140/90. But when pres­
sure goes much above that 
and remains elevated, a per­
son IS considered to have high 
blood pressure o r  hyper­
tension.

Hypertension puts an extra 
share of work on tlie heart 
and arteries. The heart must 
pump with increased force 
and the arteries must carry 
blood that IS moving undei 
increased pressure. When 
high blood pressure is pre­
sent for long periods, ttie 
heart enlarges. Eventually, 
under the continued strain, 
the heart weakens, loses ef­
ficiency, and pumps less 
blood wi t h  each beau The 
kidneys, unable to function 
properly due to reduced blood 
flow, fall to excrete enough 
fluids, and tissues become 
Water logged, ad d i n g  still 
more to the burden of the 
heart.

The arteries of the body, 
including the heart and brain 
become injured by the ex­
cessive pouiidiiigof high blood 
pressure. When arteries be- 
comedamaged, there isan in- 
creased rate of development 
of fatty-cholesterol deposits

within th e  walls of the  
arteries. These arteries be­
come clogged by the fatty de­
posits and choke off blood 
supply to the heart, brain or 
kidneys, leading to heart at­
tack, stroke or kidney failure.

How can you tell if you have 
hypertension? You cigi’t. 
Many people wi t h  hyperten­
sion have no symptoms at 
It IS simple fur a physic 
to detect but nut for the p- 
son to know he has it 
people w e r e  aware of 
dangers of high bloixi pr> 
sure, It wouldn't be so .1: 
flcult to g e t them to have 
r e g u l a r  blood pressure 
check-ups.

D e s p l t  e t h e  s e r i o u  
dangers of hypertension, not 
everyone with a slight eleva­
tion of blood pressure needs 
immediate medication. SucI 
a condition may call only foi 
Increased watchfulness, aia 
often can  be overcome by 
weight reduction or reductioi 
of salt intake.

If you know you have hyper« 
tension, h e r e  are s o m 
general rules to follow:

to him. "Hey. inisterl How’s 
everything wi th Uie cows 
and horses?"

In good humor, he drawled 
a reply. "Lady, 1 wouldn't 
know anythi ng about any cows. 
And 1 don’t evei. own ahorse. 
But I'll tell you one thing: 
my stool at tn e  drugstore 
shore it kept shiny I"

With the exception of four 
years of his life, Waymuii 
Adcock, born in 1919, has al­
ways lived witliin two blocks 
of the house where he was 
born. Born at South Ninth 
Street and Locust, he now 
lives at 1211 South Tenth.

He has been a member of 
the Church of Christ here 
since 1930. And for 17 years, 
his wife taught preschoolers 
in the Sunday School at the 
church.

It was in 1933 that Adcock 
Joined the Merkel Volunteer 
F ire Department, of which he 
has been chief since 1954, 
Serving with the fire depart­
ment, he said, is "Something 
I really like to do. It gets 
In y our blood.”

He was trying to figure up 
the number of hours he has 
spent with the fire depart­
ment over the past almost 
40 years, and came up wiU. 
a figure upwards of 20,00C 
hours.

B u t  .Mrs. Adcock in- 
terjeited giving him a side­
long glance, "Now that’s how 
many hours he SAID that’s 
what he was dcing. At least 
he left on the fire truck and 
came back on itl"

.More seriously, Adcock 
gave his reasons for devot­
ing so much of his life to the 
fire department.

"It gi' >< you a chance to 
save 1 '«IS and property an. 
to serve your community. You 
get to enjoy i t ,"  he said.

Only three lives have been 
lost in hres, to his recol­
lection, since he took over 
as chief in 1954.

Born Johnnie Chadwick, In 
the Stith community, Mrs. 
Adcock was the daughter of 
prizefighter John Chadwick. 
He was killed in July when 
she was to be born that Sep­
tember in an incident at the 
o ld  Cozy Theater, located 
where the present fire house 
is. She lived at Noodle be­
fore moving to Merkel. Her 
husband is a lifelong Mer­
kel resident, and both are 
graduates of Merkel High 
School

Adcock’s fatlier bought a 
cleaning business (or him and 
his brother. Waymon tookthe 
business over, at its present 
location, in 1940. They have 
run the business since then, 
with the exception of four 
years, from 1942-46, whan 
W aymon waa first in the Navy' 
in World War II and then 
a resident of Fort Worth.

W ash and wear fabrics de­
tracted from the business ot 
all dry cleaners, and the 
Adcocks were no exception. 
When business fell off with 
the advent of pei manent press 
clothing, they decided to 
b r a n c h  off into s e l l i n g

Western wear, beginning In 
April 1968.

They have opened a branch 
of their Western wear store 
In Westgate mall, and three 
y e a r s  ago expanded t h e i r  
Merkel shop Into the build­
ing next door, making room 
for their extensive stock of 
children’s, ladies and mens 
W estern and standard cloth­
ing which ranges inaizefrom 
1 to 46.

They do much of the dry 
cleamng and alterations work 
in the shop themselves, and 
at all hours of the day one 
or both of them can be found 
hard at work In the back of 
the cleamng plant, pressing, 
sewing, and cleamng on the 
many items of clothing that 
:ome their way.

Take a look at the rainfall totals for various crop 
reporting d istricts in Texas and you can understand why 
many of the state's farmers are worried about lack of

moisture.
More than half of the crop reporting districts report 

rainfall at half o f normal for the last three months of 1975. 
And according to statistics for the first half of January in 
the state, on ly the east Texas area hat had as much as a half 
irKh.

Only the southern half of the Low  P la in t and the 
Upper Coastal Bend section of the state reported above 
normal rainfall during the late fall and w inter months. The 
far west Texas area had only a th ird of normal rain durirtg 
that period.

Due to lack o f rain, wficat on the High arsd Low  P la in t 
it furnishing very little  grazing with the exception of 
irrigated stands. Oats are also at a standstill in many areas 
o f the state due to lack o f rain.

A lthough crop producers can wait awhile yet for rain, 
the livestock producer and dairyman are find ing lack o f rain 
"a tough row  to hoe."

TH IS M IG H T  B R IN G  T E A R S  TO  Y O U R  E Y E S  later 
this year. The Texas C rop artd Livestock Reporting Service 
notes that the state's spring on ion crop is estimated at 
23,500 acres. This would be 38 per cent larger than the 
1975 harvest and the largest projected acreage since 1964.

If good weather prevails now and through February, 
harvest of early fields can begin by m id-February and 
general harvest w ill be underway in early March.

A P R IL  15 IS IN CO M E T A X  D E A D L IN E  for most 
Texans, and it also is important for agriculture producers. 
That is the date of the next prospective plantings report. 
Survey inform ation for the report w ill be gathered around 
April 1, which w ill perm it producers to report their plans 
just prior to the major planting period for spring crops.

It w ill contain inform ation for corn, sorghum, cotton, 
oats, barley, soybeans, wheat, rice, peanuts and other crops.
