When the normal tax is com=
puted, thetaxpayeristhenen-
titled to subtract $30from the
total tax liability for each
personal exemption claimed
on the return., For example,
a married couple with two
children would claim four
personal exemptions on a
joint return and come up with
a certain amount of tax due.
They would then subtract
$120, or $30 for each ex-
emption, from the tax due,

““A deduction, such as the
personal exemption, is a re-
duction of theincome on which
tax is figured,”” the tax of-
ficial said. ‘‘A tax credit, on
the other hand, is a dollar
for dollar reduction of the
actual amount of tax due,”’

He also pointed out that,
while extra exemptions are
allowed for blind taxpayers
and those over 65, these
people do not receive extrz
tax credits,
