P e c a n  casebearer spray 
dates will run Uirough batur- 
day. The dates are later this 
year due to a cool spniig- 
especially cold nights which 
have slowed the emergence of 
Uie insects.

This insect is the most 
damaging nisei t of pecans 
as Uiey bore into the small 
nutlets causing them to drop 
from Uie trees. The case- 
bearers emerge in late May 
or early June, pupate, then 
turn into small moths less 
than a half inch in length. 
The nioUis lay their eggs on 
Uie nutlets. The eggs hatch 
into small larvae or worms 
in about three days and begin 
Uieir feeding process, ruimng 
the nuts. The best time for 
controlling the insect is a 
few days immediately follow­
ing hatching as laterthev will

stay in the nutlets where they 
are safe from pesticide ap- 
pUcaUons.

Cold compresses or an ice 
tvag will have a numbing effect 
and give some relief from 
pain where they are applied. 
.Neither cold or heat appli­
c a t i o n s  can improve your 
..rUiriUs or rheumatism, tiut 
twith may give you temporary 
relief from aches and pains.

Therapeutic e x e r c i s e  is 
designed to maintain or ob­
t a i n  as n e a r l y  normal 
s t r e n g t h ,  einlurance, and 
range of motion in affected 
joints and muscles as it is 
possitile to oUain.

o r d i n a r y  daily activities 
rarely serve as a suitable
