Merkel residents had s 
couple of hours of excite» 
ment Monday night as a huge 
thunderstorm blasted through 
the area bringing flooding 
sad a tornado scare.

Store than 3.30 inches of 
rain was recorded in Merkel 

*with Noodle getting 2-3 Inches 
end Trent getting 3.30 to 4 
Inches during the short period 
of time.

Interstate 20 and roads In 
Trent were closed for a time 
by the heavy rainfall.

However, Tuesday damage 
from the storm appeared 
slight in the downtown areas.

The only tornado confirmed 
was Indicated on radar by the 

. National Vteather S e r v i c e  
four miles south of Merkel 
at 10 p.m.

Still, there was a report 
of a sighting ot a tornado 
in the Merkel Country Club

Initial school hudget $87,517.73 h^ er
“ This is the first go 

round. Take it with a grain 
of salt. We are just getting 
started here.”

With these words of cau­
tion, School Superintend­
ent Travis Davis explained 
the initial draft of the 1976- 
77 budget fo r  M erke l 
School District.

The bottom line is that 
this in it ia l budget as 
drawn up by Davis and ac-

countant Jim Lawless if 
$67,517.73 more than last 
year's budget.

However, Davis pointed 
out that this amounts to 
little more than 6 per cent 
while inflation has been 
climbing at an 11 per cent 
rate.

Too, this initial presenta­
tion was for expanses only 
and there were no figures 
available for proposed in­

come for the year. Davis 
said a good idea of the to­
tal proposed income for 
the year can be compiled 
and presented to the Board 
in August.

Last year’s budget was 
$1,046,126.77 and this 
year’s budget as proposed 
is $1,133,644.50.
Consolidated application 

($62,579) and special edu­
cation ($359,326.59) were

added to the proposal to 
bring the total package to 
$1,550,050.09. However, the 
consolidated application 
and spec ia l education  
funds are not paid out of 
Merkel school funds but 
are completely paid from 
state and federal funds. 
Lawless pointed out as the 
reason for not including it 
in the regular budget.

Presenting the financial 
report for the period end-

ing June 30 w ith tw o 
months to go. Lawless 
shows $504,890.73 collected 
in local taxes. $796,453.62 
in state and federal money 
for a total of $1,301,344.35.

Projected income for 
July and August which is 
state and federal funds 
only is expected to be 
$87,417.76 to give a total 
projected revenue total for 
the year of $1,388,762.11.

Expenditures through 
June 30 are $1,119,681.97 
and the average projected 
expenditures for July and 
August are $220,254.06 for 
a total of $1.339,936.03 leav­
ing a balance of $48,826.08.

However, actual and pro­
jected encumbrances of 
$5,886.17 was deducted 
from this leaving a pro­
jected reserve increase for 
the year of $42,939.91.

The projected encum­
brances Davis pointed out 
could vary (probably up; 
wards) and thus changé 
the final reserve figure.

This figure is for the cur­
rent school year only and 
does not include the re­
serve left from last year.

This year's figure also in­
cludes the use o f the 
$207,528.76 in certificates 
of deposit

School budgets are fig­
ured on each year only and 
the reserve from a pre­
vious year is not included 
in a current year's budget.

Back to the budget work­
sheet analysis as pre­
sented to the Board.

Under general operating 
fund, payroll costs show an 
increase of $65,616.17.

Instructor payrolls will 
rise  by $29,514.29 and 
school ad m in is tra tiv e  
c o s t s  w i l l  r i s e  by 
$21,473.30.
However, included in the 

administrative expense is 
ihe addition of a princi­
pal's salary of $11,660 for 
.Merkel Elementary School 
and $7,160 for a secretary 
which was disallowed un­
der federal funds.

The general adminis­
trative payroll is expected 
to go from  $50,800 to 
$59.169.36 or an increase of 
$8,369.36. This includes sal­
aries for the Superintend­
ent and his staff.

Maintenance payroll is 
due to be in c r e a s e d  
$5,300.66 and other payroll 
costs will increase $958.06.

Of course all of these 
budget items are subject 
to the approval of the 
Sch(X)l Board. Davis at­
tempted to set up a work­
shop to study a m ore 
detailed report on the 
budget but no date was set 
by the Board Thursday 
night.

Under purchases and 
contracted services there 
is a $7053.70 decrease. The 
proposed budget is $78.996.

Also, a decrease in sup­
plies and materials is pro­
p osed . The p ro p o sed  
$47,533 expense is ex ­
pected to be $2.368.24 less 
next year.

Other operating expenses 
are expected to be $32,077 
for $8.909 increase and for 
capital outlay $26,846 is 
proposed which is $1,053 
decrease

Total operating fund pro­
posal is $916.073.17 for 
$64,070.23 increase.

The transportation fund 
is increased to $71,841.20 
for $2.996.20 more. This in­
cludes $21,200 for two 
s ch oo l buses and a 
$3,770.20 increase in sala­
ries.

The interest and sinking 
fund will be $33,900 under 
the proposal for $635 in­
crease.

School lunchroom fund is 
expected to be $78,708.13 
fo r  an in c r e a s e  o f 
$16,099.77. This includes 
$11,599.77 more in salaries 
and $2,500 in equipment

The athletic fund pro­
poses a budget of $33,122 
for $3,716.53 increase Pay­
roll costs are up $40 to 
$800. purchases and con­
tracturai services are up 
from $500 to $1,835 for a 
$1,335 increase and sup­
plies and materials are 
down from $21,054.47 to 
$19,854 proposed for a de­
crease of $1,200.47 and 
other operating expenses 
are up from  $7,091 to 
$10,633 for a $3,542 in-
crease.

Davis and Lawless told 
Board secretary Jacky 
Reynolds in answer to his 
question that all depart­
ment heads and principals 
had been consulted in pre- 
p a r in g  the p ro p o sed  
budget.
Again. Davis and Presi­

d en t C h a r le s  J a co b s  
pointed out that this initial 
budget is just an initial 
step tow ard  the fin a l 
budget and that work still 
needs to be done.

Davis said he is real 
pleased with the proposals 
and that by breakhig R 
down to each school unit 
the increase isn’t “ be­
lieved to be excessive.”

Assignment of itinerant in­
structional personnel will 
be assessed on a prorated 
basis.

Walker explained that 
this was done last year but 
it was not until this year 
that  the B o a r d  has 
changed the policies.

They deleated the idea of 
a common school calendar 
because the participating

schools could not agree on 
a common calendar.

A role description of the 
special education teacher 
and instructional aide has 
been added to the policies.

And, concerning sick 
leave it was ruled that 
each instructional aide 
employed by the Coopera­
tive is entitled to five days 
sick leave each school 
year. It will not be accu­
mulative.

Merkel is just the han­
dling agent for the Cooper­
ative and all money for 
salaries and expenses are 
paid by state and federal 
funds.

"1 also said: Granted, we 
need low cost housing for the 
elderly and the sick and lame 
but nine bmes out of 10 
they are not the ones who re­
ceive these benefits.”

Heady, admitbng he had no 
beef to pick over HVD hous­
ing in parbcular andthesub­
ject was a very minor part 
of his reason for being at the 
Council meebng, said in the

’Bums’ speak
Dear Mr, Dmgler;

W e aresomeuf the 'turns’ ' 
that Mr. Heady referred to 
that live in MerkeL Us so 
called "bums'* work very 
hard fur what we get on the 
saLarys we make. If the "B ig  
ghots”  paid the common labor 
person what they should, they 
would be living in Govern­
ment housing also. People 
who have low income need ad­
equate housing just as bad as 
the elderly. U e don't get 
gocial Security, (Jld age Pen­
sion benefits, no welfare, or 
medicare and we don't havea 
resthome to go to.

It is a well known fact there 
aren’t any reiit houses in 
Merkel, ^ m e  of us were 
renbng and had the house 
sold out from under us. We 
had no choice but to get one 
of these houses.

Mr, Heady, do you know 
where a low income person 
can get enough cash to pay 
for a home other than one 
of these Government houses? 
If you can, please let us know. 
.Now undersUnd we live from 
pay day to pay day and 
don’ t have such a thing 
a Savings accuu.it and it takes 
every dime we make to Lve. 

No matter what kind

Tiiesday interview, " I f  we 
need low cost housing then 
make It for the people in the 
city of Merkel who really need 
It. Don’ t make it for the out­
siders."

He added, "I 'm  not calling 
the people who live in low 
cost housing in Merkel bums. 
I ’ m calling people who will 
come here if we get a lot 
of low cost housing bums 
because most of them won't 
even be working.

"And, If those few who are 
working have to travel to 
another city to work they will 
be spending mure in trans- 
portabon than they would be 
making if they would live in 
the city where they are work­
ing. So, no matter how you 
look at It the people of Merkel 
are going to bare the brunt 
of the expenses.”

Heady admitted he is bred 
of helping to pay the cost 
through h i g h e r  and higher 
taxes.

He then presented an ex­

ample, in his upimon. "hay 
you have Hl'D go In and get 
low housing. Yuu.gst a bunch 
of families and they all hsva 
children. Ihe ciuldren go to 
school Who IS supporbng 
the schools?

"They are living In low cost 
homes and pay little or no 
school taxes whatsoever, but,

"Vke are not only paying 
for their educabon but for 
their homes."

He added, “ If 1 go out here 
and buy a $30,000 home, who 
IS paying for it? 1 do,$70,000 
or more when it Is paid for.
