May or Lou David Allen said all seven 
have .igreed to serve on the Board.

The .Mayor also read a letter he is 
sending to Governor Dolph Brlscoeout- 
bning the formation and reason behind 
naming the new Authority.

Ken Martin of Veatts and Decker, 
Inc. of Aluleiie presented the final plans 
tor the $30,400 water line project and 
annuuiiced his firm is ready to seek 
bids.

Hids will be accepted until December 
10 at 2 p.m. when the City Council 
has agreed to meet to open bids.

•Martin said his firm has estimated 
the rust at $26,500.

Dun Adair has requested the closing 
of a city street between blocks C and 
N Huice addition.

•approved a motion to advertise in re­
gards to closing the sireet--aprocedu re 
required beforefinalactioncsnbetaken.

Crenshaw and seven other property 
• owners are requesting a city water line 

for property north of the Wylie Truck 
Stop. The eight are putting up $12,000 
for the coat of construction of the 
water lines and will include 18 m eters. 
There wuuld be no cost to the city.

The p r o p e r t y  owners would then 
charge $500 for each new meter In the 
area which would be paid to the city 
and In turn the property owners would 
be reimbursed to the extent of their 
$12,000 Investment.

T h e  Council authorized Ci t y  Co­
ordinator J .  A. Sadler to work upacon­
tract, iiicorporaung changes In the one 
submitted by Crenshaw and to bring the 
Issue back to the City Council at Its 
.November 22 meeting.

The Council elected to meet No­
vember 22 at 7 a.m. instead of No- 
vemlier 26 because of Thanksgiving holi­
days.

Sadler pointed out the water rates 
would be the same for the new area 
as for all other areas outside the city.

After the $12,000 is  recovered (or 
.ifter 10 years as will be proposed in 
th e  cuiitractj all other connection 
charges would revert to the city.

The city would maintain the lines after

they are Installed. It has been proposed 
that 4-inch lines t>e used. Water pres­
sure In the area was also discussed. 
Water pressure isn 't expected to be 
too strung, the Council was told.

.Moving to the public hearing, there 
was no ne present to present their 
views un using proposed HI D funds for 
next year. Public hearings (this was 
th e  secundj are required before the 
Council can act on requesting funds.

An area In the southwest part of Mer­
kel was discussed as meeting lequlre- 
ments for such funds. Improvement of 
the Tri-Clty park and paving in the 
surrounding area to eliminate flooding 
were discussed.

The City Council alsodlscussed other 
area of the city where possible use of 
such funds may meet with HL'D ap­
proval.

And, It was noted that it would sure 
be a boon to get some form of recrea­
tion facilities—such as tennis courts and 
a swimming pool—for use during the 
sunimer by the youth of the community.

.Merkel has to make application for 
next y ear 's  funds in January.

The Council alsu advised Sadler to 
discuss the matter with the HL'D of­
ficial when he comes to Merkel Thurs­
day.

On the request for a lower rate for 
the sewer charge for the Cook laundry, 
Sadler provided the Council with vary­
ing rates used by other cities from an 
official publication he secured while In 
Austin last w eek.

The rates vaned from much lower to 
much higher than those charged by 
M erkel«-30 cents per 1,000 gallons of 
water.

Mayor Allen. Using a formula he had 
worked out recommended a possible 10 
per cent reduction in her Mil.

However, some of the Councilmen 
were nut in favor of starting to give any 
Individual or firm special treatment,

.No action was taken on the Mayor's 
request or on the Cook request.

Accounts were then approved. Sadler 
pointed out that a $299.04 cost in the 
administration budget was for the pur­
chase of check books.

And, It was noted that $359.69 was 
spent With Western Auto by the Police 
Department. This was for three CB 
units as approved by the Council at Its 
l a s t  meeting.

publication showing advice given in 1934 is Just as good 
today. Ths article:

Dus aflemoon there ca me Into my office a young man 
who had just finished an agricultural short course, writes 
Glenn Frank, president of the University of Wisconsin. 
He wss, he said, plaiming to spend his life on the farm, 
and he wanted me to say what I thought he stvaild keep 
before him as s guide to his thinking as a farmer.

Here are the 10 things I told him.
1. Dont begin your career as a farmer in a defeaust 

mood.
2. Don't be deluded into thinking there la su<-h a thing 

as "the farm problem" that can be solved by a single 
remedy.

3. Dont trust too much to politics for a solution of 
currant agricultural dlfficulUes.

4. Dont think that farm logislabon is the only législa­
tion that affects the farm, for the farm is s iisrt of the 
whole economic and social order, and any legislauon 
that affects the social and scooomic order affects the 
farm.

5. Dont think of the farmer as a grower of foodstuffs 
only , but as s  producer of industrial raw materials as 
well.

6. Dont cling to any obsolete IndivtduaUsm, but reellre 
Ulst there must be developed a new individualism, safe­
guarded by the protecting wall at cooperative action.

7. IhM't lose Interest in the problems of producUon 
Just because the problems of distnbuUo« happen to be the 
mors pressing at the moment.

8. Dont let anything keep you out of the cooperative 
movement.

9. Don't let your interest in the one cooperative vou 
are ihterested in bUnd y-uu to the larger Intereeu of'the 
cooperative movement as a whole, but remember that the 
cooperative movement may be killed by rooperauves 
that do non know how to cooperate with other cooperatives.

IRi Dont fail to follow Uiroughout your life the largest 
resu ^  et rssearch la your psrtlcuUr field. FisaUy, the

Cotton prices
Local market cotton prices 

ranged from 35 to 37 cents 
over Government loan rates 
during the week ending No­
vember 11, according to B .B . 
Manly of the USDA Cotton 
Classing Office In  Abilene. 
P rices were stable and were 
m<JStly 36 cents over loan 
rates for all available quali­
ties. Grade 42, staple 31 cot­
ton that miked within the 3.5 
to 4.9 range brought from 
68 1 2 to 70 1. 2 cents per 
pound. Premium mlcronaire 
grade 41, staple 32 cotton 
brought from 70 1 2 to 72 1 2 
c e n t  a per pound. Forward 
contracts were offered at 35 
and at 36 cents over loan 
rates, but very few acres 
were contracted. Producers 
received from 96 to 102 dol­
lars per ton for cottonseed 
at the gin.

Cotton quality was high In 
comparison to that of the pre­
vious season with m lcronaire 
being the quality factor most 
improved. About 86 percent 
miked within the desirable 
3.5 to 4.9 range. Ten percent 
was low mike and 4 percent 
was high mike. Grade 42 was 
the predominant grade at 24 
percent. Grade 32 accounted 
for 21 percent and grade 41 
accounted f o r  14 percent. 
Staple lengths were 44 per­
cent staple 31, 27 percent 
staple Ca, and 23 percent 
staple 30. Tnirty-four per­
cent of the samples classed 
were reduced in grade be­
cause of bark or grass con­
tent.

A total of 12,300 samples 
were classed in Abilene dur­
ing the week ending November 
11, wh i c h  brought t h e  
seasonal total to 41,231.

Of course Hillie, a few 
adults came, and looked in on 
us for a few tim es, then de­
cided t he y  weren't really 
needed, and left. Not one 
parent, nor group of adults 
offered thetr services.

The committee I mentioned 
would have continued work­
ing, It was really a pleasure, 
even though we left our own 
families at home, but: various 
people began complaimng to 
their church about it, why I 
will never know , because not 
one child was ever rude, 
never drunk, never out at 
order, as to conduct. They 
just had fun.

Soon, t he y  were talvoig 
about It from the pu'p't of the 
churches. Don't blame the 
Preachers, it c a m e  from 
their flock such as you and 
1!

Soon the "youth ce n te r" 
b e c a m e  the "community 
ce n te r ."

B illie  were you one of the 
girls that came by my house 
one night, after you heard the 
center was closed and asked 
me, please, open it just one 
more time, becauseyoudidn't 
have any other place to go, 
and just have a good time. 
Remember Billie, 1 got the 
keys, opened the buildine •'■e 
we went in.

My mat tl me, the juke box, 
the Cuke machine, and other 
things were gone. What an 
ugly, dismal old room that 
was. No one running to get 
a partner for a game, no 
laughter, no nothing.

You are not the only one 
who cn ed  that lught. I did 
t oo,  and the rest of th e  
"Ladies of the Committee" 
w e r e  saddened, because we 
saw the death of a beauti­
ful dream.

When you reach my age, 
BllUe, It la sweet to re­
member such an occassion, a 
room full of happy boys and 
g irls, and their laughter.

Thank you for writing your 
" le tte r  to the Editor" and 
for remembering me, It made 
my day, a good day.
