Resource Class achievements

Robert Eastus has an-
nounced a program with
extraordinary results in
which handicapped chil-
dren use calculators. This
is how it all began: Mr.
Eastus said he was told by
Texas Instruments that
one out of every three
children in the United
States has access to a
calculator-either in the
classroom or at home.
they also say that scores
of elementary schools
throughout the country
are using small calcula-
tors with specially de-
signed games and printed
worksheets to teach math.
They also told him that a
noted psychiatrist in Dal
las is already working
math with the handicap-
ped and will be ready to
promote their program in
the late spring.

Mr. Eastus said, “‘After
experimenting with my
own calculator and realiz-
ing that almost any math-
ematical problem could be
solved, I took the idea to
Lee Presswood, Merkel
High School Principal.
While talking to him I
tried to encourage their
use in the high school
math program. After
Presswood talked to
several teachers he re-
orted that they would
ave to hold off for a while
there, but challenged me
to try the program with
my handicapped
students.”” Mr. Eastus
said at this point he was
electrified with the re-
sults. He shared his suc-
cess with Phillip Pursley,
vocations teacher (M. O.
C.) Mr. Pursley im
mediately became enthu-
siastic and stated, ‘‘Keep-
ing the calculator from
every school child would
be like requiring all young
farmers to start farming
with a span of mules and a
plow."”

When hearing of the
excellent results the chil-
dren were having with the
calculator, Lee Presswood
presented the instruments
to every child with his
name engraved on it.

The Resource Class stu-
dents are now on their way
tp great achievements
with these calculators.
For example: One of the
19 year old students who
was working math on a 1st
and second grade level
could immediately work
problems on a 10th grade
level. Mr. Eastus said,
“‘We refused to take a year
to properly evaluate the
results before announcing
the program.”

Presswood said, "I be-
lieve that before ten years
has , $3.00 calcu-
lators will be in the pocket
of every student of our
public schools. They will
carry them as they now
carry a pencil. We will
throw out all present
fractions and use only
decimal fractions.”

Presswood further stat-
ed, ‘‘Calculators can be
used to great advantage to
increase all students' in-
terest while reducing
tedious arithmetic paper
work. The math program
will be so easy for the
student that much time
now spent on it will then
be spent on poetry, the
arts and things that make
life more beautiful'!”

Mr. Eastus said that in
researching the subject
they found that Texas
Tech University now uses
only the calculator in its
engineering program. He
also found that the Na-
tional Council of teachers
of Mathematics, in en-
dorsing the use of calcu-
lators in the classroom,
suggests that they be used
to reinforce learning. For
example, after a student
has computed a problem

with pencil and paper, he
should then be encouraged
to check his answer on a
calculator. He also stated
that the Conference Board
of Mathematical Sciences
recommends that begin-
ning in the eighth grade, a
calculator should be avail-
able to every student.

Mr. Eastus said he
would like to take this
particular time to thank
Miss Sherelyn Maynard,
