G o o d  S e l f  Confidence, 
Poise and Self Esteem. 
Students always work bet­
ter with compliments ra­
ther than critisism. 7. 
Decisional Skills.

D r. Faulkner s a id .  
“ Don’t give up on the bao 
ones! Spend some time 
with the shy ones.”

Dear Editor:

Public School educatioQ 
finance in Texas is a 
confusing maze of formu­
las. allotments, equaliza­
tion aid ratios, quality 
education demands, bus­
ing, racial balance, teach­
er-scholastic balance, lo­
cal fund assignments and 
average daily attendance, 
commonly called A D A  

The A D A  is, however, 
one of the most crucial

firovision of the school 
inance problem Upon its 

base, nearly all of the 
aspects of public school 
education administrabon 
IS generated

16 151 of the Texas 
Education Code is identi­
fied as “ Operating Cost 
Allotment”  and provides 
for the following directive. 
"Each school di^tnct shall 
be allotted $110 00 for each 
student in average daily 
attendance (A.D.A.) dur­
ing the 1977-1978 school 
year and $115 00 for each 
student in average daily 
attendance each school 
year thereafter ”

This part of the Code 
was made law by the First 
Called Session of t h e  
Sixty - Fifth Legislature 
which met in July of 1977.

Other parts of the Texas 
Education Code speaks to 
the number of teachers 
allowed a school district 
also based ultimately on 
the student A.D A 

Certainly the money a 
district gets from the State 
IS based directly on A D A 
In some recent statements 
made in the press by local 
officials of Taylor County 
an estimate of 1.000 boys 
and girls of compulsory 
school age were not en­
rolled in any public school 
The $110 00 times 1,000 
potential students devel- 
opes a t i d y  s u m  of 
$110,000 00 per year A.D A 
money that some Taylor 
County School District is 
not getting'

Our individual and col­
lective pocketbooks are 
being hit as a result in the 
form of school taxes to 
make up the $110,000 00 
per day loss 

We have also read in 
recent days about truancy 
and the need for Truant 
Officers or visiting teach­
ers who would seek out the 
child who was not in 
school

I submit that the best 
and moat responsible and 
effective “ Truant Officer" 
of any community is or 
should be the mother or 
father-the parent or the 
guardian Responsible cit­
izenship here is being 
focused upon and the 
responsibility m u s t be 
shared by the school child 
as well as by the parent 

I am persuaded to be­
lieve, however, that many 
parents have not been 
made fully aware of the 
meaning or the application 
of A.D A Much is being 
advanced today a b o u t

equality Now I submit, 
equality is at hand! The 
$110 00 that my child 
contributes to the local 
school's A D A  is exactly 
equal to the $110.00 your 
child contributes w h e n  
they are both in daily 
attendance

How else can a child, 
acting in concert with the 
family, contribute such a 
great gift to the equality 
and quality of education 
than through daily atten­
dance in tlw school of his 
proper assignment! * 

Aside from the dire need 
for responsible citizenship 
and equality of education, 
the A D A determines the 
taxes we pay to finance 
the School Distncts' Local 
Fund Assignment That'is 
the money we tax payers 
must raise locally, usually 
from advalorem taxation 
Since each day that my oc 
your child is out of school 
for any reason, that ab­
sence serves to decrease 
the total dollars the school 
district can draw from the 
State Now, we all pay the 
advalorem tax, either di­
rectly or indirectly, so in 
the final analysis, A D A 
is of prime importance to 
us all.

Let us all, as residents 
of any given School Dis­
trict, become more a f­
firmative in our attitudes 
toward lending a helping 
hand to encourage as near 
100 percent daily atten­
dance of our children in 
their proper school 

The end product, of 
course, is a better educat­
ed community-a more re­
sponsive society
