To make sure that your
first social security check
is on time, file your claim
two to three months before
you plan to retire, accord-
ing to Glyn Hammons of
the Abilene office. “This
allows the people at your
social securityoffice
enough time to do the
necessary paper work and
get your check to you
when you are ready for
it,”” Hammons said.

You, yourself, can pre-
vent delays in handling
your claim by bringing all
the necessary evidence
with you when you file.
The minimum evidence
you should have with you
is your social security
card, evidence of your age
(preferably a birth certifi-
cate or baptismal record
made at or shortly after
birth), and your Form W-2
for last year or a copy of
your last Federal Income
Tax Return, if you are
self-employed.

“However, don't delay
applying because you
don't have all these
things,”” Hammons said.
The people in your social
security office can tell you
about other kinds of evi-
dence that may be used.
