Superintendent Dr. Raymond Etheridge asked 
the board for permission to use money in the 
Merkel ISD Construction account to pay off some 
of the debts from the demolition of old facilities 
as well as bills for architectural work, soil 
samples and financial advice. The board
unanimously approved a motion giving the 
superintendent uuit authoauthority.

Dr. Etheridge also inform^ the board that a 
drawing was held for placement poeition on the 
ballot in the upcoming school board election 
Barbara Kotrlik will tre in position one on the 
ballot in the place two race between Mrs. Kotrlik 
and James Boyd. In place one Vicki Spur's name 
will appear first on the ballot in her race against 
Dink Whisenhunt

Dr. Ethendge also discussed tentative plans to 
turn large room being used for storage into a 
special education-special reading room Ethe­
ridge said the change would free three acedemic 
classrooms at Tye Elementary to allow for future 
growth.
