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Stenholm testifies before House 
Agriculture Committee

The following is an excerpt from testimony before 
an Agriculture Subcommittee in which Congressman 
Charles W. Stenholm questioned Dr. George R. Hall, 
Commissioner of the Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission, concerning the current fuel situation.

Mr Stenholm Since the Natural Gas Policy Act of 
1978 passed, the complicated nature of the law is 
causing in my district a terrific decline in drilling 
activities; because those who we need to depend on 
to get out and find more oil and gas are diminishing.
I think we need to spend a lot more time on that. We 
need to find a way to encourage production in the 
belief that is the only way we are going to have 
supplies of fuel for our agricultural producers at a 
price we can afford. Honestly, we are having 
hundreds of wells in my S t r i c t  being shut-in today. 
These are oil and gas wells that could be producing 
today. This is because of the rules that you people 
are spending so much time and effort putting 
together which are so complicated that our oil and 
gas producers cannot understand them. My question 
is: Are you devoting any time to making it a little 
simpler for those people we are depending on in this 
country to produce the oil and gas?

Mr Hall I thank you for that question. I bring up 
an area that greatly concerns me. One way that we 
have been trying to deal with the problem was to 
produce some manuals in sort of simplified how-to-it 
type explanations. I also have been part of a gn^p 
that has been going around the country, including 
Texas and elsew here, trying to explain the 
regulations We have been setting up hot lines at the 
Commission to try and answer questions and try to 
clarify the nature of the regulations. Nonetheless, 
they are complex. This is due in part, I believe, to 
the fact that the complex nature stems from the law 
itself which is complex. In this connection, I was 
interested in this recently. I shared a platform with 
Senator Bennett Johnston. There were a lot of 
questions being asked. There were a lot of 
complaints about the large number of catMories in 
the Bill Senator Johnston stood up and said that he 
was not going to entertain those kinds of comments

and that he had put in several of the categories 
himself and he had done that deliberately to the point 
of trying to limit the authority of the FERC  not to 
treat certain kinds of gas in ways that Congress 
wanted it treated. So, I think there is a point to 
spelling things our so that they are not uncertain. 
Congress, Senator Johnston pointed out, put fairly 
complex requirements on the FERC because they 
wanted things handled certain ways and they did not 
want any uncertainty about how it was going to be 
done. I guess what I am trying to say is this. One 
way to reduce uncertainty is to be specific and then, 
of course, it becomes complex.

Mr. Stenholm Do you believe you are making 
some progress with the industry in overcoming this 
problem that has literally caused them to shut down 
their rigs?

Mr. Hall I would say that I think we are making 
some progress in simplifying our regulations. We are 
reducing the number of forms. I would note that it is 
listed as one of the major goals that this Commission 
lu^ announced to C on fess for this coming year. I 
think that we are making progress in reducing some 
of the forms. We have tried to simplify some of the 
regulations. And, as we work with the I^w and as we 
get some experience with it, we see ways that we can 
reduce the reporting burdens and simplify things. I 
think we can go a long way toward this.

Mr. Stenholm. I was not here last year, but I will 
say that, if we in Congress have made your job a 
little tougher, I would appreciate your coming back 
with recommendations as to how we could simplifiy 
the Act to make your job easier.

Mr. Hall I appreciate your concern.
Mr. Stenholm Sometimes it is a little hard for the 

farmers in my district to see. We as farm ers have a 
hard tim e understanding this com plex energy 
matter. It is hard to see our natural gas going to t&  
East at a price that sometimes it has t ^ n  getting 
and seeing coal coming back to us at a price that is 
continuing to go up. I want to close by emphasizing 
this. I h o ^  we are going to look at the simplification 
so that we can get on with producing more.

The Starr Nursing Home of Merkel has obtained 
approval of an Orientation and Training program for 
its staff of employees from the Texas Department of 
Health

Brenda J .  Quinn, Administrator of the 45 bed 
long-term care facility announced today that a 
Training Coordinator has been designated and that 
orientation, iob specific training and on going 
in-service training of personnel began on March 28, 
1979. “ E^ch employee who has any contact with 
residents of the facility is enrolled in the training 
cla sses. This includes nurses aides, dietary 
personnel, social service staff, maintenance and 
laundry em ployees” she said. The designated 
coordinator for training the staff is Sharon Allen, 
R.N. who bolds the required degree or license and 
experience to qualify as instructor. A total of 30 
parionnel of the various day and night shifts at the 
facility are receiving the training.

“ Knowing that our staff is specially trained for. 
their duties gives them more prestige with patients 
and their families, and, we will all feel more 
competent in our Jobs,” said Brenda Quinn. "Our 
goal is to serve the individual resident’s psychologi­
cal, physiological, and social needs to the best of our 
ability."

The required hours of training in the basic 
program varies according to the staff position held. 
Nurse aides, for examole. must develop the required 
competencies by successfully completing five hours 
of orientation and 35 hours of job specific tfaining. 
All aides are then required to receive a minimum of 
3 hours of continuing education each 3 months 
thereafter. Records of each employee’s training 
hours are kept by the facility.

Approval of the program by the Texas Department 
of Health verifies its compliance with requirements 
of Senate Bill 9 passed in 1977.

Sten holm named to post
Congressman Charles 

W. Stenholm was re ­
cently elected Treasurer 
of the Balanced Budget 
Caucus i n the U.S. 
House of R epresenta­
tives. In his position of 
leadership on this panel 
the Congressman plans 
to explore ways to limit 
the growth of govern­
ment spending a i^  work 
toward a balanced bud­
get. He believes that 
deficit spending must be 
eliminated if we are to 
maintain the fiscal in­
tegrity of this Country. 
He i s sponsoring a 
constitutional amend­
ment to accomplish this 
goal

For years Congress 
has succumbed to the 
temptation for spending 
to solve our nation’s 
problems. As additional 
demands have been 
made on the Federal 
bureaucracy, it has be­
come inefficient, expen­
sive. and unwieldv. We 

.are now finally begin­
ning to realize that 
many of our social 
problem s cannot be 
solved b y throwing 

at them.money

Congressman Sten­
holm plans to look close­
ly at the total cost of the 
Federal government 
and not ^ t  at the often 
superficial figures pre­
sented in the budget. 
The cost of our regula­
tory agencies is about 95 
billion a year and yet 
their regulatians require 
9150 billion in com ­
pliance coots for busi­
ness. A’ l s o  C on fess 
throughout the years 
has routinely voted in­
creased benefits without 
considering the costs. 
As a result future Con­
gresses will be required 
to pay for our present 
obligations. It has be­
come vital for legisla­
tors to consider the 
effect their decisions 
will have on the total 
cost of running our 
society.

It is time to more 
carefully analyze the 
expenditures of the pub­
lic sector and eliminate 
those outlays that are 
unproductive. Mr. Sten­
holm believes society 
should rely more on 
individual initiative and 
less 0 n government 
handouts.

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W* havM 'i alwayt harf • problem in this country with over­
regulation by government. But we ture have one today.

The first regulatory law wasn’t enacted by Congress until 
1887, the lOOth anniversary of our Constitution—and 111 
years after the Declaration of Independence was signed.

That law, the Act to Regulate 
Commerce, created the Inter­
state  Commerce Commission 
which was the first and for 27 
years the only independent regu­
latory agency in the Federal 
Government.

The Federal Trade Commission 
was nett, established in 1914.
Then came other regulatory 
agencies: the Federal Power 
Commission, 1920; the Food and 
Drug Administratkm, 1930; the Securities and Exchange 
Commission, 1934; the Federal Communications Commis­
sion. 1934; the Civil Aeronautics Board. 1938.

For more than 80 years, from the time of the first federal 
regulatory law in 1M7 until this decade, government was 
concerned primarily whh emnemlr regulation.

Most of the mechanism for economic regulation was in 
place by the beginning of World War II.

But a wholly new type of government regulation came 
with the beginning of the 1970s; anrlaJ regulation. Establish­
ment of such agencies as the Environmental Protection 
Agency, 1970; the Consumer Product Safety Commission, 
1972; and the Occupational Safety and Health Administra­
tion, 1973. have made it a whole new ballgame.

The CAB, for example, has jurisdiction over a few hundred 
firms. The ICC over a few thousand. But EPA, CPSC and 
OSHA have an impact on hundreds of thousands of firms, 
non-profit organizations and state and local governments.

Iwt me show yon the impact of this new field of regulation.
The Federal Register is the book in which new government 

regulations are published.
In 1955 some 10 thousand pages were published each year 

in the Federal Register. By 1970, 15 years later, that num­
ber had grown to 20,000. But by 1977, following the advent of 
social regulation, the number of pages in the Federal Reg­
ister had mushroomed to 70,000.

There is, indeed, reason for genuine concern about ex­
cessive and growing regulation of our lives by government.

Earlier this year, as Vice Chairman of the Joint Economic 
Committee, I held hearings on government regulation.

As a resuh of the hearings I recently introduced legisla­
tion that speaks to some aspects of over-regulatwn. And I 
intend to introduce further legislation in the months ahead.

A study conducted for my hearings revealed that govern­
ment regulation will cost business, taxpayers and consumers 
SI02.7 billion in fiscal 1979.

I have introduced a bill requiring the President to submit 
to Congress each year recommendations for reducing the 
cost of regulation by up to 5 percent. These cost-cutting 
recommendations will go into effect within bO days unless 
they are disapproved or modified by Congress, and their ef­
fectiveness will be audited by the General Accounting Office.

Witnesses testified at my hearings that conflicting federal 
regulations often put them in impossible situations. The

owner of a sauaage company testified: “ In our plant, USOA 
(U.S. Department of Agnculture) requires that our sauaage 
kitchen floors be washed repeatedly for sanitary purposes, 
yet OSHA «Occupational Safety and Health Administration) 
rules that floors must be dry. What ia a man to d o?"

1 have Introduced a bill that would have the President seek 
out federal regulations that work at croas-purposesandduninatr 
the one which makes the least sense.

I am alto going after some of the speafic paperwork and rod 
tape that accompany regulation. For example, the Federal 
Houaing Adnunistration. the Veterans Administration and the 
Farmers Home Adnunistration each have their own individual 
mortgage and note forms I've introduced a bill to require them to 
adopt u universal form.

I have formed a Joint Economic Committee staff task force to 
search out further regulation reducing initiatives. In future 
months I expect to offer additional legislation in my effort to cut 
the government's regulatory giant down to size.

Explaining , K eller 
said, “The dty sales tax 
is voted on by citizens of 
a local munidpality but 
it is promulgated, ad­
m inistered a n d  dis­
persed by the State. My 
bill calls for redistribu­
ting this money on the 
basis 0 f population 
rather than wbo^ it is 
collected, under present 
law. Now, when some­
one shops outside his 
home town, the 1 per­
cent portion of the tax

does not return to the 
dtizen in the form of 
serv ices. It goes to 
another city  for se r­
vices, means the shop­
per is footing the bill for 
another dty and repre­
sents blatant taxation 
without representation

attorney, but it was the 
consensus of the group 
that this money would 
indirectly benefit the 
students.

I would hope that in 
the future when people 
make such statements 
they would check the 
facts and figures.
