MISD superintendent resigns

In a prepared statement. Dr. Etheridge said “ I 
feel my term with the school district has been 
fruitful and I have enjoyed working with the board. I 
will make myself avaialable to the board on a short 
term basis to help out with any transitional 
problems.

The Board decided to accept his resignation and 
then voted to retain his services through January 31, 
1961 as a consultant to the district and the new 
superintendent.

The resignation came after a series of closed door 
board meetings which started in May.

In other action, board members decided to split 
into three classes kindergarten students at Mcsitel 
Elementary. At least 69 students are attending two 
classes and a kindergarten teacher told the board 
that 34 students in one class and 35 in a n o t^  was 
too much to handle.

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A U S T IN - S in c e  1945. 
Texas State law has provided 
for creation and regulation of 
Perpetual Care Cemeteries. 
As the name would indicate, 
the id ea  beh in d  such 
provisions is that those 
cemeteries would be cared for 
forever and the consumer 
would not have to worry about 
the cemetery becoming run­
down after a loved one had 
already been buried there.

As a consumer in the market 
for a burial space, one should 
not be misled to believe that 
the perpetual care status 
automatically means that the 
cemetery will always be kept 
beautiful. The only real 
requirements provided for by 
State law of a perpetual care 
cemetery is that a certain 
amount of money per square 
foot of land sold must be put 
into a perpetual care trust 
fund and that the income from 
that fund must be used 
exclusively for the main­
tenance of the Perpetual Care 
Cemetery.

There is no e ffec tive  
enforcement tool provided for 
under the Act to insure that 
the cemeterian will put forth 
the e f fo r t  necessary to 
effeciently spend the income 
from the trust fund in such a 
way as to properly maintain 
the cemetery. Therefore, one 
should carefully consider the 
reliability of the cemetery 
owner and make an evaluation 
as to the probability that the

owner will properly maintain 
the cemetery.

Another potential problem 
which not only exists in the 
Perpetual Care Cemetery but 
in any p riva te ly  owned 
cemetery which is run for 
profit is that the only real 
financial incentive to keep the 
cemetery looking presentable 
is to help the cemeterian sell 
additional lots. Once all the 
ava ilab le  lots are sold, 
therefore, there is no financial 
incentive to perform the

difficult task of maintaining 
the cemetery. One great 
advantage of the Perpetual 
Care Cemetery has over other 
privately owned cemeteries 
run for profit is that even 
when ail the lots are sold, there 
is at least income from the 
perpetual care trust fund 
which is available to the 
cem eterian  to continue 
maintaining the cemetery.

Some consumers have also 
had disappointing exper­
iences w th regard to markers 
purchased from the cemetery 
One should be careful to make 
sure that the marker placed at 
the burial space is of the type 
and quality that he ordered 
and paid for Also, as a general 
rule, the consumer should not 
be forced to buy a marker 
from the cemetery, but should 
be able to purcha.se a marker 
wherever he desires a.s long as 
certain minimum standards 
set by the cemetery are met.

Even though there is no

specific maintenance require- 
menu other than mainuining 
a trust fund and using the 
in com e th e r e fr o m  fo r  
maintenance. If you are aware 
of a Perpetual Care Cemetery 
which is in noticeab le  
disrepair, there is a good 
chance that those funds are not 
being properly spent and some 
in ves tiga tion  m ight be 
necessary. If any consumer 
should have a complaint 
concerning the condition of a 
perpetual care cemetery, he

Congressional Comment
W A SH IN G TO N . D.C. — 

The p rob lem » revo lv in g  
around illegal alien» in this 
country continue to mount, 
but nothing is gained by bury­
ing our heads in the sand and 
pretending that those problems 
or the aliens themselves don't 
exist

Such was the case in the 
U S. House o f Representatives 
recently, when an amendment 
was considered and passed 
which would prohibit the use 
o f the 1980 census for the reap- 
portionment o f Congressional 
districts because the count 
allegedly included illegal aliens. 
Supporters o f this amendment 
contended that the estimated 
20 million illegal aliens — 5 
million legally registered and 
an estimated 15 million un­
documented — should not be 
included in the census.

I opposed this amendment 
on two basic grounds, one 
practical and the other Con­
stitutional

We are in the concluding 
stages o f the decennial census 
o f the U.S. and have spent 
over SI billion to arrive at this 
enumeration o f our people. By 
barring the use o f the census 
for the reapportionment of 
Congressional districts, this 
amendment will prevent the 
most effective use o f the cen­
sus. We will be repudiating an 
expensive e ffo rt that has

already taken over one year 
and IS not completed.

There was no question but 
that the Census Bureau did not 
check on a person's "a lien”  or 
"c itizen" status while conduc­
ting this count and therefore 
they could not possibly identify 
how many aliens have been 
counted or where those per­
sons are, short o f some type of 
"administrative adjustment”  
which is nothing more than 
manipulation o f the figures to 
fit someone’s predetermined 
beliefs.

A  further point centers 
around the recent Federal 
Court opinion that a school 
district may not deny illegal 
alien children an equal educa­
tional opportunity. While 1 
have reservations as to the pro­
priety o f that decision. I think 
it forces us to take a hard look 
at how best to live in the world 
as it is and not as we wished it 
were. '

This is not to say that we 
can't continue trying to change 
the world, but the census will 
be used this year to allocate 
some S50 million in federal 
funds, or over $2fW per person. 
That money is needed to assist 
localities impacted by that 
Federal Court mandate.

Food prices may 
go up betvyeen 
10-12% in 1980
Marketing costs, led by labor, continue to boost 

food prices, which may be up 10 to 12 percent by late 
1980 compared to a year ago.

“ Labor’s share of the retail food dollar will be 
more than that of the farmer in I960," points out Dr. 
Richard A. Eldwards, economist in marketing and 
food distribution with the Texas Agricmtural 
Extension Service, Texas A AM University System 
“ Our estimates show that 32 cents of every dollar 
spent for food items this year will go to labor costs 
while only 30 cents will go to the farmer, the 
producer of those items."

Labor makes up a big part of the marketing bill or 
food price spread-the difference between the retail 
price and the farm value of the commodity, notes 
Edwards. Other items contributing to the ma^eting 
bill are packaging, transportation, pretax profits and 
costs such as taxes, depreciation, rent, energy and 
interest.

"About 9 cents of every food dollar goes for 
packaging, a nickle goes for transportation, almost 
amother nickel goes for pretax profits, and 20 cents 
covers other costs,”  says the economist.

While the farmer's share of the food dollar in 1900 
will be below that of a year ago and pretax profits 
are also expected to drop slightly, other parts of the 
marketing bill should show sharp gains. Eldwards 
estimates that labor costs will be up 10 to 12 percent, 
packaging costs up 12 to 14 percent, transportation 
up another 14 percent, and other costs up about 20 
percent, ^ e  mainly to skyrocketing utility costs.

“ A major reason that the marketing share of the 
food dollar continues to increase is the increasing 
popularity of convenience foods,”  points out 
Edwards. “ The time and work involved in 
manufacturing these products is shifted to the 
manufacturer from the consumer, a service which 
means higher prices."

What does the food picture look like in the months 
ahead?

“ Generally, supplies of most food products will be 
tighter throu^ the remainder of the year due to 
drouth conditions which have lowered production,”  
notes the economist. “ This means that such products 
as poultry and eggs, beef, pork, milk and vegetables 
will cost consumers mm%. However, beef may be the 
exception for a short while due to increased 
marketings caused by the chouth, which could build 
supplies. In the long run, though, beef supplies will 
be tight due to reduced cattle feeding and low cattle 
numbers.”

Although both pork and beef production is down, 
stre^then i^  com and sorghum prices along with a 
continued high rate of inflation will likely hold down 
production expansion until farm prices clearly 
indicate that operations will be profitable, says 
Edwards.

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Economist soys 
income rising

Contrary to opular belief, incomes of people 
living in rural ias are increasing at a faster rate 
than those of ir city cousins.

For the 1 41-7S period, personal income in 
non-m«tropoUun counties increased 25 percent 
faster than in metro counties, points out Jack Jones, 
community development specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. Texas AAM Univer­

sity System. Jones bases this information on a 
recently released U S. Department of Agnculture 
released report, “ Income Growth in Non-Metro 
America 1968-75 ”

Average per capita income, in dollars of constant 
purchasing power, increased 1920 in rural counties 
during 1968-75 compared to $692 in urban counties, 
says Jones. Consequently, the income gap between 
city dwellers and those in rural areas sluink from 
$1,651 in 1968 to $1,042 in 1975 Among non-metro 
counties, per capita gams were greater in those 
located far from urban areas

What caused this spurt in rural incomes dunng tlie 
seven-year period? Increases, in transfer payments, 
such as pensions and social secunty payments, and a 
stronger demand and price situation for food and 
energy, which boosted earmngs in agnculture and 
mimng. were mainly responsible.

Rural counties far removed from metropolitan 
areas showed more growth from property income 
(dividends, interests, m ital and royalties) and 
earmngs from industry (agnculture, mining and 
manufactunng) than close-in counties, adds Jones.
He speculates that income in counties isolated from 
urban influence is spent largely within the area, 
thereby boosting local traw  and services. In 
contrast, non-metro residents near large cities tend 
to spend most of their income in nearby metro areas
