Silent C a rs  thoughts on The Decleration
Editors Noto: Calvin Coolldge 

was tha only president to have 
been born on the 4th of July. His 
reputation as “ Silent Cal“  is 
undeserved; he was, according to 
historian Charles Beard “  a facile 
and versatile speaker and writer." 
In this speech, delivered In the 
midst of VNtorld \Msr I. Coolldge 
reflects on the principles announc­
ed In the Decleration, principles 
which are the foundation of 
constitutional government.

History is revelation. It Is the 
manifestation in numan aTHairs of 
a "power not ourselves that makes 
for righteousness.”  (Savages have 
no history. I t  is the mark of 
civilization, i nis New bngiano ur 
Ours slumbered from the dawn of 
creation until the beginning of the 
17th century, not unpeopled, but 
with no record of hurnan events 
worthy of a name. Different races 
came, and lived, and vanished, but 
the story of their existence has 
little more of interest for us than 
the story the naturalist tells of the 
animal kingdom, or the geologist 
relates to the formation of the 
crust of the earth.)
, It taxes men of larger and 
higher vision and inspiration, with 
a power to Imoart a larger vision 
ana a nigher inaolration. to the 
people, to make historv. it is not a 
negative, out a positive achieve­
ment. ( It is unconcerned with 
Idolatry or depotism or treason or 
rebellion or betrayal, but bows In 
reverence before Moses or Hamp­
den or NMsshlngton, or Lincoln or 
the Light that shone on Calvary.)

July 4,1776, was a day of history 
,ln Its high and true significance. 
Not because the underlying prin­
ciples set out In the Decleration of 
Indeoenaerfce were new: they are 
Older tnan the tjnristian religion, 
or Greek philosophy, nor was It 
history because history is made by 
such a decleration; history Is only 
made by action. But it was a 
historical day because the repre­
sentatives of three million people 
ware vocalized In Concord, Lexin­
gton and Bunker Hill, which gave 
notice to the world that they were

acting, and proposed to act, and to 
find an Independent nation, on the 
theory that “ all men are created, 
equal;”  that TTiey'are endowed by 
their Creator with certain Ina­
lienable rights; that among these 
are life, liberty, ar>d the pursuit of 
happiness."

The wonder and glory of the 
American people is not the ringing 
decleration of that day, but the 
action, then already begun, and in 
the process of being carried out 
In spite of every obstacle that war 
could Interpose, making the theory 
of freedom and equality a reality. 
We revere that day because it 
marks the beginnings of Inde­
pendence, the beginnings of a 
constitution that was finally to 
give universal freedom and equal­
ity to all American citizens, the 
beginnings of a government that 
was to recognize beyond all others 
t̂ he power and worth of the 
dignity of man. There oegan me 
first of governments to acknow­
ledge that it was founded on the 
soverignity of the people. There 
the world first behold the revela­
tion Of mooern Democracy.Dem­
ocracy Is not a tearing down; It is 
a building up. It Is not a denial of 

,the divine right of kings; it 
supplements that claim with the 
assertion of the divine right of all 
men. It does not destroy; it fulfills, 
i t  Is the consumatiun ot ail 
iheorias of government, to the, 
spirit of which all nations on earth' 
must yield. It is a great con­
structive force of the aoes. It Is the 
alpha ana omega of man's rela- 
tiortship to man. the beginning of 
the 'ertd. There is and can be no 
more doubt of the triumph of 
gravitation in the phyclal world; 
the only question Is how and when. 
Its foundation lays hold upon 
eternity.

These thoughts are overpower­
ing. But let us beware of the fate 
and destiny. Barbarians have 
decreased, but barbarism s till 
exists. Rome boasted the name of 
the Eternal City. It was but eight 
hundred years from the sack of 
the city by or>e tribe of barbarians 
to the sack of the city by another 
tribe Ob barbarians. Between lay 
something akin of a democratic 
commonwealth. Then games, the 
bribes for the populace, w ith 
dictators and Ceasers, while later

the Preetorlan Guard sold the 
royal purple to the highest bidder. 
After which came A laric, the 
Goth, and night. Since when 
democracy lay dormant for some 
15 centuries.

Ws may claim with reason that 
our Nation has had the guidance of 
Providence; we may know that 
our form of government must 
ultimately prevail upon earth; but 
what guarantee have we that it 
shall be maintained here? V\Aat 
proof that some unlineal hand, 
some barbarism, without or with­
in, shall not wrench the sceptre of 
democracy from our grasp? The 
rule of princess, the privlllge of 
birth, has come down through the 
ages; the rule of people has not yet 
marked a century and a half. 
There is no absolute proof, no 
positive guaranty, but there is 
hooe and high expectation, and the 
path IS not uncharteid.

Men of every clim e have 
lavished much admiration upon 
the first part of the Decleration of
Independence, and rightly ao, for 

of new forcesIt marked the entry 
end new ideals Into hujrian 
affairs. Its admirers have M>me- 
llmes failed In their attempts to 
;llve by it, but none have succesa- 
fully disputed its truth. It is the 
realization of tne true glory and 
worth of man, which, when once 
admitted, wrought vent changes 
tnaf have marked ail history since 
its day.

All this relates to natural rights, 
fascinating to dwell upon, but not 
sufficient to live by. The signers 
knew that well; more important 
s till, the people whom they 
represented knew it. So they did 
not stop there. After asserting that* 
man was to stand out in the 
universe with a r>ew and supreme 
Importance, and that governments 
were Instituted to insure Ilfs, 
liberty, and the pursuit of happi­
ness, they did not shrink from the 
logical conclusion of this doctrine. 
They knew that the duty between 
the citizen and the State was 
reciprocal. They knew that the 
State called on Its citizens for their 
property and their lives; they laid 
down the preposition that govern­
ment was to protect the citizen In 
his life, liberty, and the pursuit of 
happiness.

At some expertse?
Yes.
At cost of life?

^ i l e  they required all, they 
gave II. Let us read their 
conclusion In their own words, and 
mark its simplicity and majeaty: 
“ And for the suppport of this 
Decleration. with a firm reliance 
on tne protection ot me Divine 
Provlder>ca, we mutually pledge to 
each other our lives, our fortunes, 
and our sacred honor." There Is r>o 
cringing reservation here, no 
alternative and no delay. Here is 
the voice of plain men of 
Middlesex, promising Yorktown, 
promising Appomattox.

The doctrine of the Declaration 
.of I ndeper>dence, predicated upon 
the glory of man, and the 
corresponding duty of society. Is 
that the rights of cltizer^s are to be 
protected with every power and 
resource of the State, and a 
government that does any lass Is 
false to the teachings of that greet 
document, of the rtama American. 
Beyond this, the principle that It is 
the obligation of the people to rise 
and overthrow government which 
falls in these respects. But above 
all, the call to duty, the pledge of 
fortune and of life, nobility of 
character through nobility of 
action; this is Amerlcansim.

"Woe for us If we forget, we that 
hold by these.”

Give poor hay a boost
VMth the prospect of 

poor qua lity  hay this 
year due to dry con- 
d itiions, hay ammoni­
ation might be a worth­
while project.

Hay ammoniation in­
volves covering hay bai­
rn with black plastic and 
treating them with an­
hydrous ammonia, ex­
plains Dr. David Blade, 
forage specialist w ith 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Te­
xas A & M University 
System.

"Hay ammoniation 
has a number of bene­
f i ts , "  Bade says. " I t  
increases crude protein, 
digestibility and animal 
intake, all of which lead 
to irKrease animal per­
formance."

"Crude protein in hay 
can be Increased 3 to S 
per cent by am moni­
ation while digestibility 
can be increased from 3 
to 23 percen t," Bade 
points out. ‘ '^eealng 
tr ia ls  have shown an 
IrKrease in animal In­
take of 20 to 70 percent."

In feeding studies, 
steers fed ammoniated 
nay gained one-naif 
pound more a day than 
thoee on the same type 
of hay but untreated.

Coet vanes from S8 to 
S14 a ton, about S3 66 for 
the plastic and S4 40 to 
S7 50 for 60 pounds of 
anhydrous ammonia (or 
about 3 percent of the 
weight of the hay). And 
the payoff is an IrKrease 
in the hay’s feeding 
value of S22 to S25 per 
ton. So, i t ’ s a good 
Investment contends 
Bade

"Low quality hay Is a 
prime candidate for a- 
mmoniation," empha- 
si2es Bade. " I f  hay has 
a crude protein of less 
than 8 percent, ammo­
niation will pay."

Bade notes that a 
check of hay samples 
along the Upper Texas 
Coast last year showed 
that about 75 percent of 
the hay baled would 
have benefited from a- 
mmoniation.

However, Bade caut­
ions against ammonia- 
tir>g sorghum type hays 
because of a potential 
problem in ca ttle  fed 
such hay. Studies have 
found that the ammonia 
reacts w ith  sugars in 
sorghum hays to some­
times cause wild behav­
ior In cattle.

Treated hay should 
remain covered for at 
least three weeks before 
feeding, recommends
