P urs ley ’s form er ACU room­
mate Tim B righ t, who is a 
mem bet of Team pSA as a 
decathelete, picked up Pursley’s 
Olympic uniforms Monday while 
Brad was in Canada competing.

Their current plans are to clean 
up the site In the next three weeks, 
wfien a new metal building will be 
delivered and then they plan to 
re-open a convenience store with a 
deli inside.

(R IO G RANO EVALLEY)- 
The freere that devastated 
much of the Valley's citrus 
and winter vegetable crop— 
and left thousands of farm­
workers jobless—has had 
deeper and more wide- 
ranging consequences than 
previously thought.

A recent survey o f the 
major citrus organizations in 
the R io Grande Valley by 
Texas Department of Agri­
culture Marketing Specialist 
Ann Smith indicates that 
everyone concerned agrees 
that there will be virtually no 
oranges and grapefruits 
available for the 1984-65 
season.

“ It looks like the number of 
trees lost to the freeze is higher 
than originally reported, 
especially now that some of 
the growers are experiencing 
dieback on trees already 
pruned back,- Smith said.

Based upon her survey. 
Smith said, “as much as 40 to 
50 percent of last year's 69.000 
citrus acres could be lost, 
instead of the one-third 
previously reported."

Though many of the 
growers intend to replant. 
Smith says, the freeze took 
much of the available nursery 
stock with it. "The growers 
could possibly plant another 
crop and then decide whether 
to go back to citrus when the 
stock becomes available." she 
said, adding that there is a 
possibility that the industry 
will never again reach last 
year's level of 69.000 acres 
planted.

Some o f the groves may 
succumb to expansion, 
whether they survived the 
freeze or not. Smith said that

growth and development are 
raising property values, 
especially along Highway 8.1, 
an area where many of the 
groves could be bulldozed.

As dark as the outlook 
appears. Smith says that all 
the major citrus organizations 
have indicated to her that a 
new grapefruit variety, and 
better maintenance and grove 
planting methods will allow 
for increased production on 
the groves that do remain 
Small-acreage producers

The outlook is as bleak for 
the small-acreage citrus

freeze to be devastating. The 
trees are tender and puttmg 
out a lot ot new growth." 
1 humpson said “ 1 his ty pe of 
wood on the trees doesn’t 
have much resistance because 
it's so tender and suceuteni ”

But the ramifications of the 
freeze extend far beyond the 
lack of citrus fruit in grocery 
store bins

Thousands have been

thrown out ot work and most 
citrus-related businesses will 
not be able to return to full 
employment for several years, 
thereby freezing workers and 
the Valley economy into a 
holding pattern.

Bill Thompson, a citrus 
grower whose only income 
came from his groves, agrees 
that the damage done to the 
citrus trees has turned out to 
be worse than expected

“ This year, we'll have 
basically no citrus. Next year, 
that is. in the 85-86 fruit year, 
we’ll have enough to supply 
our gift and fund-raising 
efforts, our specialty markets, 
but not a whole lot of 
commercial fruit." Thompson 
said

Thompson predicted the 
state's citrus industry could 
come back strong in a few 
years, barring any more 
freezes.

“ If there aren’t any freezes. 
I would imagine it would be 
five or six years until we could 
get back to where we could 
keep Texas and most of our 
old markets supplied in fruit." 
Thompson said.

The trees, though, are 
tender and still vulnerable to 
even the slightest freeze.

Their establishment is located at 
1412 N. 1st in Merkel.

Stephen tells me that his father 
and grandfather were both long­
time residents of Merkel. Stephen 
attended Merkel schools and 
graduated by going to Adult 
Education classes in Abilene to 
receive his GED. His immediate 
previous experience had been 
working in re fr ig e ra tion  w ith 
Franklin Heating and Air Con­
ditioning in Abilene.

Is slow getting 
started but the response has been 
fa irly good. Stephen feels he has a 
lot to offer Merkelites, especially 
the way the economy is now.

He has recently purchased a 
distributorship in Conkiin Com­
pany. A few of those items he has 
are rapid roof roofing systems, 
motor oil, all purpose cleaners, 
laundry detergent, lubricants and 
conditioner for fa rm - Industry- 
and home; add itives for fuel 
systems, seed germination aids 
and ag chemicals.

He told us of a mixture called 
WEX that can be sprayed on 
plants that cause the plant to 
absorb any m ixture in the air or 
ground and send it to the root 
system in 45 seconds.
