Local governments get 
bank franchise checks

The cities of Merkel and Trent, 
as well as school districts located 
in each city, received checks last 
week from the state fn ■« epectai 
allocation of the state franchise 
tax on banks.

State Comptroller Bob Bullock, 
said in a news release, the special 
allocation reflected final adjust­
ments of the new tax as it involved 
some 1,976 banks and 2,119 local 
taxing jurisdictions.

The Texas Legislature in 1964 
brought banks under the franchise 
tax for the first time and allocated 
receipts from the tax to cities, 
counties, school districts and 
other local taxing u n i^  where

banks are located
Banks are taxed at the same 

rate as other Texas corporations. 
Previously, bank stocks were 
subject to local property taxes. 
The Legislature exempted the 
stocks from property taxes, sub­
stituting the new bank franchise 
tax. Collections are prorated 
among local taxing units based on 
their tax rates.

The city of Merkel received 
$1,834.37; the City of Trent 
received $256.02; Merkel ISO 
received $6,030.86 and Trent 
received $1,069.16.

$96,455.90

Council recently took an alcohol 
survey at Merkel High School It 
was taken during SMI L E week . an 
alcohol awareness week The 
results were as follows 68 06 
percent considered alcohol an 
addictive drug, yet over half of 
those that took me survey said 
»hey drank alcoholic beverages 
(55 37 percent). 33 88 percent of 
the 87 71 percent of the student 
body that responded, reported 
they never dranx 47 23 percent 
said occasionally. 4 23 percent 
said once a month 12 37 percent 
said once a week or more 
frequently, and 3 58 percent said 
more than once a week The 
majority of the students respond­
ed that they usually drink alcoho­
lic beverages at fnends houses 
(29 96 percent; or parties (38 43 
percent) And 19 54 percent said 
they drink in cars. 54 07 percent of 
those that responded said they 
have friends that have a drinking 
problem The majority reported 
that they would go to Alcoholics 
Anonymous (AA) for help if they 
or a friend had a drinking 
problem 36 48 percent of the 
students admitted that they or 
other students are under stress 
because of their parents drinking 
The survey also showed that many 
under-age youths are able to buy 
alcoholic beverages And many of 
the students (76 87 percent) 
thought the school should provide 
alcohol and drug education.

Ever>- day thousands of TVxas con­
sumers receive flyers and mailers pro­
claiming a “specitil sale" on one or 
many items. .Newspapers are full of 
"spring specials" on everything from 
lawn and garden equipment to Easter 
dresses.

And many of these sales are adver­
tised something like this: "Buy one for 
$10, get the second one for half price" 
or “normally sells for $59.99, our sale 
price now $39.99."

C o m p a r is o n  H y p e

These are price comparison adver­
tisements. my Consumer I’mtection at­
torneys say. tmd they are a widely 
used, effective means of promoting a 
product.

In price comparison advertising, 
current prices for goods or services of­
fered for sale to consumers are com­
pared with previous prices, with future 
prices or with other stated values. This 
is to show price reductions, cost sav­
ings or sales, and is a common form of 
advertising.

Price comparisons based on in­
flated or arbitrarx prices can be 
misleading, and my lawyers say, could 
constitute violations of the Deceptive 
TVade Practices-Consumer Protection 
Act, which prohibits "false or 
misleading statements of fact concern­
ing the reasons for. existence of, or 
amount of price reductions."

They say tha t while most 
businessmen use price comparisons to 
advertise legitimate cost reductions, 
there are a few unscrupulous mer­
chants who treat both cqnsumers and 
their competitors unfairly by misusing 
price comparison advertising.

For example, they may raise the 
price of an attractive item, then later 
offer “an inrreciih/e price reduction on 
our most popular line of power tools." 
Our lawyers say it's misleading and il­
legal if the seller raised his price on an 
item a short period before a sale, since 
the previous price must have been in 
effect for a reasonable period of time 
and must have been sold regularly at 
the price before the sale.

Other phrases such as "rectucea 
from manufacturer's suggested retail 
price" can also be misleading if a 
manufacturer customarily lists an 
unrealistically high "suggested price" 
so retailers can offer what seems to be 
a good buy.

And offering merchandise at "fac­
tory price.” "dealer costs" or 
"wholesale" can be deceptive if the 
merchant’s definition of “dealer cost" 
means what an item cost a dealer, plus 
his overhead, advertising costs. <ales 
commissions and other expenses.
