| attended MISD's budget work-
shop Saturday in Abilene, and
friends, if you are concerned about
the future of schools in Texas, ask
MISD superintendent Bill Everett,
he seems to be able to predict the
school business future.

He has correctly predicted
increased student enroliment at
MISD and the problems that
growth would bring and has also
been telling MISD taxpayers for
the past three years that the State
is placing the financial burden of
educating children back to the
local school districts.

All of you know those pre-
dictions have come true.

Now he has started a couple of
more predictions that are very
similar to the ones mentioned.

Talk to him now and he will tell
you we need additional space and
we cannot afford that space
through local construction of
additional classrooms from budget
surplus funds. In other words, he
is saying that MISD needs a
rennovation bond of about $1
million and we need it soon,

He is also saying that local taxes
will keep inching up because the
state is trying to shift the financial
burden of education back to the
local school districts.

And if you have been keeping an
eye on MISD, you see those two
predictions becoming more true
each day.

The trustees are currently l00k-
ing at a budget that calls for a
$1.00 tax rate, which, believe it or
not, is a decrease of what MISD
could charge to raise the same

amount of money it
year.

According to the Central Appra-
isal District, MISD would have to
charge $1.04 to generate what we
spent last year and the proposed
tax is 4 cents less than that.

We all know that can't keep up
because it means surplus funds,
that three month insurance policy
all schools need to be financially
sound, will become smaller and
smaller each year until you reach
deficit financing.

And we all know what kinds of
problems deficit financing creates
when we listen to people in
Washington who are unable to
cope with that type of budgetary
pressure.

When increased, state madated
costs are coupled with declining
revenues from state aid and
declining property values, it
doesn’t take a genius to figure out
where revenues for education will
come.

MISD looking at 1.00 tax

rate for 85-86 school year

MISD's proposed 1985-86 school
budget calls for the district to
spend $4 333 000 and use a tax rate
of $1.00

Those figures were presented by
MISD Business Manager Peggy
Gibson at a special meeting of the
boa:d held Saturday in Abilene.

MISD superintendent Bill Ev-
erett told board members ‘‘The
first time Peggy and | put a pencil
10 the budget, we were $150,000 in
the red but we believe we can live
with the proposed budget."

When presenting the proposed
budget, Mrs. Gibson said ‘‘This is
todays educated guess because |
keep receiving different policies
from the state.” She added
salaries were the largest line item
incraase in the budget and those
changes were state mandated.

Income for MISD comes from
three sources. The 8586 budget
calls for $1,486,953 in local reve-
nues; $2537,025 in revenues from
the State and $117,000 in Federal
revenue

MISD also has a good chance of
picking up additional revenue by
increased average daily atten-
dance (ADA). The state pays a

minimum ot. 51,350 per ADA and,
for the past two years, MISD has
experienced a 100 plus increase in
ADA

Based on the Central Appraisal
District’'s figures, MISD would
have to charge a $1.04 tax rate to
generate the same amount of
money spent last year. The budget
currently being considered is
based on taxes of $1.00 and
Everett said he couldn't foresee
that rate going higher than $1.02
MISD could raise the rate to $1.08
under state laws without holding
public hearings or notices in The
Mail concerning a prop@sed tax
increase.

Everett said ‘It looks like to me
local taxes will keep going up
because the State will be sending
us less and less money. The only
reason were are not in a financial
jam now is because we have a
three months operating cost cash
reserve. The problem we are
facing, since we were so soundly
defeated on the bond issue, is we
can’'t keep spending $200,000 per
year on additions to our buildings.
We will have to come up with a
rennovation bond for about $1

million. Like Cloy said in the
paper, our additions aren’t pro-
viding any additional space, we
are just holding our own with
growth. '

Everett told board members he
though the district was getting an
excellent deal on the addition to
Merkel Elementary. MISD main-
tenenace crews performed most of
the labor and the building will be
completed for about $107,000. He
sald Hawley just let construction
bids on a metal building and it will
cost about $220,000.¢

Everett was asked by a board
member when he thought we
would have to build additional
classrooms and Everett replied
““It could be the first day of school.
If we pick up many -additional
students at Tye Elementary, we
will be in need of space there."”

MISD is doing better than
average on collection of taxes
with 92 percent of 1984-85 taxes
already collected.

The board will meet again
August 20th at 7 p.m. for the public
budget hearing. Their regular
session will start at 8 p.m. and will
be held in the high school library.
