The Merkel City Council met 
Monday night in regular session at 
the Merkel Emergency Medical 
Service building and were asked to 
provide water to a new subdivision 
here.

Councilmen also hear various 
reports from merkel City Manager 
J. A. Sadler.

All plats for subdivisions in the 
county must first be approved by 
the Taylor County Commissioners 
Court. The city manager rec- 
comended to council to wait until 
the commisioners approve the 
plat, and then to ask the city of 
Abilene's permission to make the 
15 water taps. If all of that is 
approved, council will make the 
edcision. The city already has a 
water line near the proposed 
subdivision, which is North of 
Allsup's Store here on FM 1235.

Sadler also asked courtcil's 
permission to post sigr^ at the new 
city park because of abuse of the

tennis courts there.
Sadler told councilmen people 

had been suing skateboards on the 
tennis surface, and he wanted to 
put some signs up to ask people to 
use the tennis court as it is 
intended to be used.

Also, council learned it would 
hear a proposal at it ’s next session 
from a private contractor to take 
Over the pick-up of city garbage.

Council wanted to make sure the 
city manager had time to meet 
with the contractors before hear­
ing the proposal.

Councilman also discussed plans 
for a new City Hall and recent 
improvements at the city water 
treatment plant.

Merkel Police Chief Ray Pack 
was at the State Fair participating 
In the Cattle Show and was not 
able to read his monthly police 
report.

Merkel Police worked a total of 
103 cases in September. Police

worked two cases of criminal 
mischief, two cases of criminal 
damage and destruction, a case of 
trespassing, three telephone har- 
assments, investigated four bur­
glar alarms and investigated 
seven accidents.

Police also investigated five 
cases of prowlers or window 
peepers, issued 27 traffic citations, 
investigated seven cases of bur­
glary and theft, two cases of hit 
and run and a public intoxication 
case. Police also worked one case 
of robbery, answered seven dog 
calls and picked up five dogs, 
made three arrests for posession 
of marijuana, investigated five 
cases of family disturbances.

Police also made an arrest for 
an unlawful weapon, made an 
arrest for Class A assault, inves­
tigated two sexual assaults, had 
one case of assault on a police 
officer, four cases of aggravated 
assault, a dog bite, one escape and 
four cases of disorderly conduct.

In October. 1929, on a Friday, 
the financial marKets on Wall St , 
New VorK went into a ftystencal 
wave of panic selling and ftie 
Great Depression of the United 
States was born Su years later, 
the Senior Class of 1935 Merkel 
High School, graduated The Great 
Depression was to last until 1941, 
SIX years after that graduation 
The Class of 1936 can be consider­
ed The Mid Depression Class" 
and we of that era have vivid 
memories of the economic times 
m which we strived and managed 
to survive

The academic courses and 
school activities at Merkel High 
School were quite different then 
than now The High School 
Principal was also the football 
coach and taught Spanish The 
Superintendent taught Civics, Eco­
nomics and Trig He also exerted 
a course of strong discipline m 
which we defmately were enrolled 
School activities were adequate 
for Our times for we did not know 
much about other pursuits and if 
we did neither the school nor the 
student had the money to afford 
them Football was played on a 
hard pan, dirt-gravel field in an 
area where the gymnasium is now 
located The basketball outdoor 
court was between the north

boundry Of the football field and 
the high school building The floor 
was dirt-gravel variety and bas­
ketballs did not last very long m 
such abrasive environment All 
dribbling and basket shots had to 
be corrected for windage and 
blowing sand There was an active 
pep squad but no band, a host of 
boosters and spectators, but no 
stands There were always a good 
number on the football squad, but 
no field house, save for minimum 
facilities for dressing for the 
games There were out of town 
games and activities but no buses 

Our school annual in 1935 was 
SIX (6) loose leaf pages of pictures 
of the 30 girls and 20 bOys One of 
the SIX pages pictured the Superin­
tendent. the Principle and the five 
(5) teachers Economic times 
were m extreme distress and the 
average wage for a man with a 
family was $i 00 per day The 
work day began at sun up and 
lasted until sundown Monday 
through Saturday Picture show 
admission was 25 cents for adults 
and if yOu were yOung enough it 
was a dime Senior Citizens were 
not known as such yet and 
everyone worked, if work could be 
found The school lunch program 
was not yet even dreamed of and 
the working man along with school 
kids carried their lunch Some 
were wrapped m old newspapers.

some carried m metal lunch pails, 
some in syrup buckets and some in 
paper sacks Paper sacks were a 
luxury and when the lunch was 
consumed on Monday noon, the 
sack was folded, carried back 
home and reused for lunches 
Tuesday-F riday A paper sack 
Ignch indicated that the family 
had found enough money to make 
a trip to the grocery store and lay 
m a fresh stock of groceries. 
Families, where they had the 
opportunity, bartered for food and 
subsistenance On an occasion, | 
recall, my daddy and a family 
friend managed for a bushel of 
wheat and a bushel of shelled 
corn They took it to a grist mill 
somewhere in the Jones County 
area and had it ground Some of 
the wheat was very coarsely 
ground and Mother cooked it as a 
hot cereal for breakfast I was 
eating '•Ralston' long before 
General Mills had discovered it. 
The farmer produced three major 
grain crops, wheat, oats and 
maize Wheat sold for up to 50 
cents per bushel, oats for 25-35 
cents and maize for $6 50 a ton. 

The maize was of the hooked 
stalk type and was headed by 
hand Heavy pocket knives were 
used primarily, but some workers 
had a special cutting devise for the 
job, yet others used old straight

Cotton was picked at 50 cents per 
l(X) pounds Pulled cotton, bole dirt 
and all. was 25 cents per hundred 
I worked the cotton fields after 
school and on Saturdays.

During the Summers of 1933 and 
1934 I worked on the Largent 
ranch The work day began at 4:00 
am and lasted until 8:30-9:00 
p m The pay was $25 00 per month 
plus a bunk and board. Saturday 
nights after 8: 00 p.m. was the only 
free time to come to town. There 
was a bakery in Merkel that made 
pecan pies and candy. A 9 inch 
pecan pie cost 25 cents and a 
dimes worth of ice cream covered 
the pie For 35 cents the best pie a 
la mode in the country could be 
had Usually a 25 cent picture 
show was next on the weekly trip 
to town, so for 60 cents a Saturday 
Night was spent. By the time the 
show was over, it was too late to 
do any other activity. Besides, 
4 00 a m. was but a few hours 
away from Sunday morning was 
no exception to the start of the 
work day People did any honor­
able work. Some who had extra 
funos invested, some speculated, 
then as now, in farm products.

There was a friend of our family 
who worked in a retail trade. He 
speculated in grain. Later he 
m0\ed from Merkel, but would 
return to find a grain speculation 
dea The local banker was his 
friend and he would visit with him. 
He toid me about one visit along 
about 1935 He told the banker that 
he knew of a field of oats he could 
hardest on the halves. He would 
have to bear the expense of the 
hardest however. The banker told 
h.m that he had just that morning, 
made a loan to a farmer for the 
purchase of binder twine and other 
minor expenses. The banker ad­
vised my friend that it would be a 
miracle if the borrower even 
broke, even on the deal. He further 
advised that oats could be pur- 
ctiased already harvested cheaper 
than my friend could bear the cost 
of the harvest. In 50 years, farm 
economics have not changed very
much

Our Senior Class rings cost 
SlO 00 and that was more than 
of an average months salary. 
Gasoline was 10 cents per gallon 
and a barrel of crude oil sold for 10 
cents. The barbers in Merkel

started a 'price war' and at one 
shop a shave or haircut, either or 
both, was 5 cents 

But in spite of the economic 
depression, Merkel business esta­
blishments were more numerous 
then than now. There were two 
banks and at one time three, three 
drug stores, six cotton gins, six 
grocery stores, two meat markets, 
several cafes, two hardware stor­
es, two or three blacksmith shops, 
three dry good stores with womens 
and men apparel, three or more 
barbershops, a large General 
Mercantile business and numerous 
other retail arid service outlets. 
People came to town Saturday 
afternoons and night and did not 
go back home until midnight and

later in the fall of the year. The 
streets were a solid mass of people 
and an empty parking place was 
rare The Retail dollar changed 
hands many times, and the 
economy thus was stimulated 

These are some of the econo­
mics and living conditions which 
come to mind during the time of 
our Class of 1935 at Merkel High 
School.

I trust that as we, the mid- 
depression ciass ot 35 come 
together again, Nov. 1-2, after 50 
years, that each will have an 
interesting contribution of how 
they and their family managed 
and survived.
