The M erke l C ity council denied 
WTU s 23 9 percent ra te  increase 
Monday night du ring  the ir regu la r 
m e e tin g  he ld  a t the  M e rk e l 
Em ergency M edical Service b u il­
ding

Councilm an also approved the 
advertisem ent for bids on a state- 
funded housing reh a b ilita tio n  pro­
gram  here

L o c a l W TU m a n a g e r G lenn  
Teaff read a prepared statem ent 
from  the WTU company WTU 
f ile d  w ith  a rea  c it ie s  a ra te  
increase, them firs t in three years, 
that w ill generate an add itiona l 
S50 m illio n  in revenues The new 
rates, if approved by the Pub lic  
U tility  Commission in Austin , w ill 
go in to  e ffect la te th is year 

In the statem ent read by Teaff, 
WTU says the ra te  increase w ill 
alm ost be offset by lower fuel 
prices and the ra te  increase was 
necessary because it is the only 
way the company can recover the 
costs of the new Oklaunion power 
station

The company also said they 
have to ld its customers " t im e  and 
tim e  a g a in " a ra te  increase would 
be necessary when the Oklaunion 
power station was brought on-line 

WTU owns 54 percent of the 
O klaunion p lant.

Teaff told council m em bers they 
had four options concerning the 
ra te  in c re a s e  C ounc il had a 
choice of (1) denying the increase 
(2) d e n y in g  and send ing  the  
reques t to the  P u b lic  U t i l i t y  
C o m m iss io n  (3) a p p ro v in g  the  
reques t or (4) suspend ing  the 
request for 90 days 

In the ra te  increase request, 
WTU IS proposing to raise m u n ic i­
pal street ligh t rates 12 percent 
and add an additional 34 percent 
to water pumping costs 

C ity  m anager j  A S ad le r 
received a le tter from  the C ity of 
Abilene last week asking M erke l

to jo in  in an e ffo rt to have W TU 's 
fra n c h is e  tax ra is e d  fro m  tw o  
percent of power sales to four 
p e rc e n t, to he lp  o ffse t h ig h e r 
m un ic ipa l power costs The le tter 
said WTU IS paying four percent 
to some c ities  they serve and tha t 
Lone Star Gas pays a four percent 
franch ise  tax in the com m unities 
they serve

M erke l m ayor Kent Setter white 
reccomended the council deny the 
request and tha t reccom endation 
passed unanim ously

The courK ii did give approval 
for the c ity  to advertise  fo r bids on 
SIX homes to be re furb ished under 
a state housing p rogram . Much 
like  a federa l program  tha t ended 
two recen tly , the program  w ill 
pay for the re fu rb ish ing  of local 
homes as long as the owners meet 
q u a li f ic a t io n  c r i t e r ia  The p ro ­
gram  IS under the auspicies of 
tyhe State D epartm ent of Com­
m u n ity  A f fa ir s  and th e re  a re  
enough funds to re fu rb ish  approx­
im a te ly  26 local homes U n like  the 
federal p rog ram , homes do not 
have to be In a ce rta in  location In 
town to qua lify

The c ity  has a lready received 2f 
a p p lic a t io n s  fro m  lo ca l hom e- 
owners
