A computerized automatic d ia l­
ing machine, called Contei's " In ­
formation Channel," is now being 
used to notify customers about 
four work assignments.

Mickey M aritan, telephone ser­
vice manager, explains, "A  pre­
programmed taped message w ill 
notify customers who have re­
ported a p rob lem  w ith  the ir 
telephone that their phone is now 
w ork ing  p ro p e rly  And, if  a

customer requests new service, 
the automatic d ia ling service w ill 
let him know when the installation 
has been completed ”

M aritan continues. "Occasional­
ly, a technician w ill go out on a 
service call and not be able to 
complete repairs, moves or chan­
ges In such cases, the technician 
w ill need to  re tu rn  to the 
customer's business or residence 
to continue the work assignment 
The tape recording w ill ask the 
customer to leave his name and a 
tim e and telephone number where 
he can be reached to arrange 
another premises visit

"F in a lly , our construction de­

partment may be working in a 
particu la r area, which may ex­
perience a tem po ra ry  serv ice  
in terruption The automatic d ia l­
ing equ ipm ent w ill n o tify  the 
customer a day in advance that 
this outage may occur "

A ll taped announcements except 
the co ns tru c tio n  notice  allow 
customers to leave a message at 
the end of the recording

M a rita n  concludes. "W e are 
providing this state-of-the-art co­
mmunications technology so that 
we can keep our custom ers 
promptly informed of the status of 
their telephone service "

The U S D epartm en t of 

A g r ic u ltu re  s C onserva tion  R e­
serve  P ro g ra m  may be the 
fa rm e r’s best bet to make a profit 
on highly erodib le cropland and 
d e fra y  som e of the cost of 
conservation

“ A c co rd in g  to USDA ru les , 
com pliance w ith  the conservation 
p ro v is io n s  of the 1985 Food 
S ecu rity  A ct re q u ire s  fa rm e rs  
who p lan  to c u lt iv a te  h ig h ly  
erodible cropland after Jan l,  
1990, to develop a conservation 
plan by 1900,'' said Ken Cash, 
d is t r ic t  c o n s e rv a tio n is t tor the 
USDA Soil Conservation Service 
at Abilene ’ ’They must also pro­
tect the ir land against soil erosion 
w ith  applied conservation p rac tic ­
es by 1995 if they want to 
partic ipa te  in USDA programs. 
These p ra c tic e s  may inc lude  
conservation tillage  systems, te r­
races, grassed waterways, s tr ip ­

cropping, or other practices ’ ’ 
CRP offers farm ers cost sharing 

and annual rental payments to 
convert this highly erodible crop­
land to permanent vegetation, and 
a chance to bypass expensive  
conse rva tio n  tre a tm e n t, re ta in  
e l ig ib i l i ty  fo r USDA p ro g ram s 
and ensure a re turn  to this land

’ ’Most land fittin g  the highly 
e ro d ib le  c r i te r ia  is not only 
d ifficu lt to protect against erosion, 
but o ften  p roduced poor crop  
y ie lds  and has a low p ro fit  
p o te n t ia l. ’ ’ sa id  Cash “ Most 
times, payments provided under 
the C onse rva tion  Reserve P ro ­
gram offers fa rm ers greater rates 
of return to this land ’ ’

Under the CRP, farm ers receive 
cost sharing to establish grass, 
trees or w ild l i fe  p la n tin g s  on 
h ig h ly  e ro d ib le  c ro p la n d  Cost

sharing is p iuviueu tor 50 percent 
of e lig ib le costs of establishment 
Annual rental payments are bid 
by the farm er and extend for 10 
years, the leng th  of the CRP 
co n tra c t The perm anen t vege­
tation must be maintained during 
this time, and harvesting w ill not 
be perm itted

The C onserva tion  R eserve  is 
authorized by Congress to con­
tinue until 1990, a total of five 
years, as long as funds are 
approprated C urrently, f u n d s  
have been appropriated through 
September of this year

In the last four signups, farm ers 
submitted bids on a total of 2 3 
m illion  acres in Texas 

A fifth  CRP signup period has 
been announced by the Secretary 
to begin July 20lh and end Ju ly 31. 
1987 Signup w ill be at the ASCS 
office located in Abilene

Conservation tillage practice
Conservation tillage  is gaining 

g ra d u a l accep tance  by Texas 
fa rm ers, w ith about 14 percent of 
the state s cu ltiva ted  land under 
this practice, according to Dr 
B illy  H arris

H arris , a soils specialist w ith 
the Texas A gricu ltu ra l Extension 
S e rv ice , The Texas A S M  
U niversity System, said that the 
trend toward conservation tillage  
in Texas is up

He addresses about 165 p ro ­
duce rs , re se a rche rs . E x tens ion  
specialists and soil conservation­
ists a tte n d in g  the 10th annual 
Southern Regional No-Till Con­
ference in College Station July 1-2 
Partic ipants registered from 11 
states

There are abou* 30 m illion acres 
under cu ltiva tion  m Texas this 
year and 86 percent of that is 
under conventiunal tillage m eth­

ods. he noted
In 1974. only a lit t le  over a 

m illion  acres were farmed with 
conse rva tio n  t i l la g e , but tha t 
amount has risen to four m illion  
acres. H arris  said

Conservation tillage has great 
potential for areas in Texas with 
wind and water erosion problems, 
he pointed out

Researchers and farm ers have 
been e x p e rim e n tin g  w ith  the 
practice and found that is does 
work well in gra in  sorghum, corn, 
cotton, soybeans and even pea­
nuts Some vegetable production 
in the state's Rio Grande Valley 
reg ion  is under co nse rva tion  
tillage. H a m s  said 

There are some drawbacks to 
the practice

Specialized planting equipment 
IS required and some crops don’t 
grow well under this practice, 
since tim ing is im portant

weeo control is another problem 
that researchers are having to 
tackle, H arris  said Weeds can 
m u lt ip ly  eas ily  in some fie ld s  
under conse rva tio n  t i l la g e  and 
herbicide effectiveness varies 
with the region of the state and 
weather conditions, he said.

Attitudes toward this fa ir ly  new 
p ra c tice  a lso have to change 
before It finds acceptance. H arris 
added Landowners may not want 
to see their leased land under 
conservation tillage and bankers 
a re  cau tious about a p ra c tic e  
they feel is not proven.

A d d it io n a lly , it  is a lm o s t a 
re lig ion w ith farm ers to have rows 
clean and free of stubble in the 
fields he noted

The Texas A g r ic u ltu ra l E x ­
periment Station along w ith  the 
E xtension  S erv ice  and va rio u s  
soil and water conservation agen­
cies and organizations cooperated 
in hosting the conference
