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MISD trustees adopt 1987
budget that calls for two cent
tax decrease, adopts scales

The Merkel school board met
Tuesday night and decided to
lower local property taxes here
two cents

Trustees set the local mainten-
ance rate at 95 cents and set the
local debt service rate at 10 cents
The $105 total tax rate is two
cents lower than the 1986 rate of
$1.07

There were a few changes made
in the preliminary budget board
members looked at earlier this
month. The district adopted a new
salary schedule for aides, cus-
todians, cafeteria employees, me-
chanics and maintenance person-
nel Board members also added
$5000 for two ice machines at
Merkel and one in the Tye
cafeterias. That figure also in.
cluded glasses so the cafeterias
could begin serving iced tea

The budget was also changed to
allow more money to be spent on

teaching supplies. Merkel High
received an additional $4,000,
Merkel Middle School $4,000,

Merkel Elementary $5,000 and
Tye Elementary $3.000

The budget also allows for $2,000
to be spent on new girls basketball
uniforms and included additional
funds in curriculum for achieve-
ment tests at each grade level.
The budget also maintained the
present salary schedule and bene-
fits for all MISD teachers but did
not include funding any pay steps
beyond state maximums

MISD is budgeted to spend
$4 579, 608 this year. Of that,
$1.252. 475 will come from local

taxes, $2943.250 will come from
state funds, $214.0561 from federal
tunds, $60.000 from other sources
(lunch room, ticket sales, etc) and
$109.832 from debt service reve-
nue

MISD has a surplus of $1,067,032
as of August 31, 1987 and expects
to have a surplus of $1,095521
August 31, 1988

The only trouble the board had
agreeing on the budget was in the
amount ot pay raises tor gepart-
ment supervisors. Board member
David Seymore made a motion,
that died for a lack of a second

Last year, trustees in the 1,061
local school districts adopted
budgets totaling $12 2 billion and
levied local property taxes total-
ing $5 billion to pay for it The
state provided $4.8 billion of
foundation aid, and the remainder
was funded by school lunches and
other fees, tederal aid, bond sales,
and other revenue

Locally, Trent ISD's tax levy
last year was up by 13 percent
for 1986-87 as compared to a 8.2
percent increase for the average
school district in Texas

The figures came from the
latest issue of Bench Marks for
1987-88 School District Budgets in

Texas an annual publication of the
Texas Research League, an Aus-
tin-based, educational corporation
engaged in governmental re-
search

School budgets adopted last
year called for spending an
average of $3,088 per students for
current operations plus $281 for
interest and repayment of debt
and $464 per student for capitol
outlay.

The "‘true tax rate'' was
74 3cents (79 3times 93 82 percent
statewide) Locally, Trent ISD
imposed a rate of $99 while
property was appraised at 1138
percent of its market value
making the true rate $1.132 per

The report points out that the
calculation of a true tax rate
based on market value rather
than appraised value enables a
valid comparison of tax levels
with other schools.
