Rural church conference held

The church today has many
responsibilities including those of
encouraging responsible citizen-
ship and taking a leading role in
helping to revitalize rural Texas,
a bishop of the American Luth-
eran Church said

The Rev August Wenzel of
Austin, bishop of the multi-state
southern district of the American
Lutheran Church, said the church
must help solve the many prob-
lems of social concern in today's
society

Wenzel, keynoter for the 42nd
annual Town and Country Church
Conference and Texas A & M
University, discussed 'The Role
of Clergy and Churches in Social
Concerns '’

‘The church needs to address
the words of the gospel to its own
members and instiution, while
keeping its own act clean. When
major social concerns arise, the
church also needs to say this is not
right,”" Wenzel said

Wenzel added that the role of
social concern is a relatively new
one for the church, yet it is
appropriate to talk about the

issues of concern to find ways to

help people. The issues of church
and state are to be seperate when
dealing with social concerns, he
noted

“The ministry in a rural setting
is a high calling,” Wenzel told
several hundred lay leaders and
ministers attending the confe-

rence at A & M

Wenzel, who said his parents
were sharecroppers, noted there
are many things a church can do
to help alleviate the problems of
the farm crisis for families of the
community The church can also
plan and conduct educational

In situations such as
extreme cold, rain or high heat
and humidity where a wooden
stocked rifle would tend to warp,
expand, or contract affecting the
point-of-impact, a synthetic stock
remains relatively unaffected
Another advantage that synthetic
stocks enjoy IS a weight savings

and stability

over wood stocks, and synthetic
