Planned renovation and expansion 

of the Garza County Courthouse 
took another step forward Monday, 
February 8 as the Garza County 
Commissioners Court approved the 
schematic plans for the courthouse 
annex during the commissioner's 
regular meeting. 

Engineer Rich Oiler and architect 
Jay Shinn presented commissioners 
with two schematic plans for the 
courthouse annex. One calls for the 
annex to be built on the south side of 
the existing courthouse and the other 
calls for the addition to be on the 

"Before we do anything of this nature, 
we need to have people comment on it 
before we proceed." 

Judge Dalby said the county's option 
of not doing anything was not viable 
as just one lawsuit brought against the 
county for failing tocomply with ADA 
would prove extremely costly. 

The plans the commissioners 
approved would put all the judicial 
offices grouped together on the second 
floor, expand the County Clerk's office 
and make the clerk, treasurer and tax 
assessor offices more accessible to the 

$750,000. He said just putting in an 
elevator would cost approximately 
$300,000 alone. "And you wouldn't 
be getting any extra space," said Shinn. 

After reviewing the drawings the 
commissioners chose to go ahead with 
the addition on the south side of the 
courthouse. The next step in the process 
is the drawing of working plans and a 
period of public comment. 

"Before we do anything we will 
have a public hearing. We will open it 
up and let people of the county look at 
the plans," said Judge Giles Dalby. 

site preparation, the southern choice 
would better suit the county's 
functional needs as it would allow 
better access to all areas of the 
courthouse and require less renovation 
of the existing building. 

"The problem with the north plans 
is you would have some additional 
remodeling to do on the first floor," 
said 011er. He added that offices on the 
south side of the courtroom would be 
cut off from easy access when court 
was in session. 

Shinn's best guestimate on the 
construction costs of the annex was 

north side of the courthouse. 
Work on the courthouse is being 

planned to bring the 70 year old 
building into compliance with the 
recently enacted American with 
Disabilities Act. Most of the renovation 
revolves around making all floors of 
the courthouse accessible to persons 
with physical handicaps. 

An earlier study indicated it was 
more cost effective for the county to 
build an annex instead of limiting work 
to remodeling the courthouse to bring 
it into compliance with the ADA law.

The Bill and Maury Shiver Learning 
Center is a tribute to a couple, that for 
almost three decades, played an 
important role in the education of Post's 
young people. For 28 years first Bill 
and then Maury Shiver served the 
community through their positions in 
the Post Independent S chool District. 

The couple was honored Sunday, 
February 7 as the elementary library 
was dedicated as the "Bill and Maury 
Shiver Learning Center" during a 
public reception. 

"The Board of Trustees thought it 
only fitting that we name the learning 
center after Maury and Bill because of 
its importance to both of them," said 
Trustee Mark Kirkpatrick. "It's only a 
small way of saying thank you to them 
for all of their hard work and dedication 
to the Post Independent School District 
and to the community of Post." 

Bill Shiver came to Post in 1963 as a 
new curriculum director for the district. 
The following year he assumed the 
position as superintendent of the 
district, one he held until his retirement 
from PIS D on December 31, 1992. 

At the time he took over as 
superintendent, the district was facing 
some serious financial problems. 
Within three years, Shiver had the 
district turned around and back on 
firm financial footing. 

"Looking back, I'm not sure Bill 
knew what he was getting into when 
he took the job, only that a job needed 
to be done and Bill got busy, did it and 
did it well," said Kirkpatrick. 

Shiver was also very active within 
the community. Some of his civic 
activities included serving as a board 
member of the Caprock Cultural 
Association, a member a the Masonic

Shiver was also named the Post 
Chamber of Commerce's "Man of the 
Year" for 1966. 

Professionally Shiver belonged to 
several different organizations, many 
of which he played important roles. 
He was a member of the state 
accreditation team and a member of 
the selection committee for the 
University ofTexas where he was asked 
to head the Superintendency Program 
at ihe University of Texas on three 
separate occasions.

invitations down to remain in Post and 
continue the job he had started. 

Maury Shiver shared her husband's 
firm commitment to the education of 
the young people of Post.

She played an important part in 
making the learning center what is is 
today, a pleasant and exciting 
environment for young children to 
discover the wonder of books and 
resource materials that hold so much 
knowledge. A few of her 
accomplishments for the learning 
center include a complete re-working 
of the card catalog, starting a student 
aide program, encouraging the 
Bluebonnet Book Reading Program, 
recognition of classes that have 100 
percent book returns each week and 
cataloging all of the audio visual 
materials available. All of this was 
done while reviewing and ordering 
new books daily. 

Maury did not confine her talents to 

the school. She applied herself to many 
outside organizations including the 
Texas Library Association, Meals on 
Wheels, Post Library Board and an 
elder and Clerk of Session for the 
Presbyterian Church. 

"I think I speak for everyone here 
when I say we've missed you both and

Council limited in controls it can place on movies 

State offers limited 
services at clinic

Legally the City of Post doesn't 

have the right to inhibit the distribution 
of adult movies, this according to city 
attorney Harvey Morton. 

The question controlling adult 
movies was brought before the Post 
City Council at its regular meeting 
Monday, February 1. 

Jack Ham, speaking as a concerned 
citizen before the council, reported 
that a video store in town was renting 
adult movies and wondered if there 
was anything the council could do to 
restrict this practice. 

Due to the closing of the Primary Health Clinic in Post, the Texas Department 
of Health now has available family planning clinics at the same location of the 
health clinic on the Snyder highway south of Post. 

Some of the services offered by the Texas Department of Health at the clinic 
include: Immunizations, child health, maternity care and education, adult 
health, family planning, TB control and counciling, diagnosis and treatment for 
sexually transmitted diseases/HIV. 

The clinic was closed in mid-January because of funding cuts to South Plains 
Community Action which over sees the operation of the clinic. Approximately 
1,500 patients of the clinic were left without local access to medical care they 
were receiving at the health clinic. 

The clinic served individuals in Post and Garza County who needed financial 
assistance to pay for medical care or were unable to pay for the care.

The council heard a report on 

progress at obtaining permits for a 
new landfill for the city and county. 

"There is something real good to 
report," said Mayor Jim Jackson. "It 
seems like everything is coming 
together." 

A representative from Parkhill Smith 
and Cooper, the engineering firm 
preparing the landfill permit for the 
city and county left the council with a 
preliminary draft of the document that 
was full of technical data. 

"Do something to curb this," said 
Ham. "See that it doesn't get into the 
hands of children." 

Ham read several reports and studies 
on how pornography was involved 
with crimes and abuse to children. 

Ham did not name the video store in 
question but said he was in the business 
recently and saw a sign behind the 
counter advertising that the store was 
carrying adult movies. 

Ham said he thought the videos were 
not on display but that they were by 
request only. 

"I presume you have to ask for them," 

said Ham. 
Morton said the video store's right 

to rent the movies was protected by the 
United States Constitution under the 
guarantee of freedom of speech. 

Morton later explained that the city's 
only option in controlling the 
distribution of adult literature was 
through the use of ordinances limiting 
the location where they could be made 
accessible to the public. 

This option was not without its 
pitfalls as Morton explained "the 
problem with that is itopens you up for 
lawsuits that could resul t in large fines."

Tax-Filing Knowhow 
How you file your tax return

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Mail fraud alert 
The Postal Inspection Service is 

warning consumers not to fall prey 
to a nationwide mail order scam 
that 	is 	encouraging 	the 
underpayment 	of 	first-class 
postage. 

Promoters of the mail order scam 
arc selling an information package 
at costs ranging from $5 to $100  
that describe how to mail first-class 
letters for 2 cents, rather than the 
current rate of 29 cents. 

The scheme is designed to bilk 
the postal customer out of their 
money using inaccurate and out-of-
date information, says Inspector in 
Charge D.C. Strader. 

The information packages cite 
Title 39, United States Code, 
Section 4253, as a legal basis for 
the 2 cent first-class rate. Inspector 
Strader advises that this section was 
eliminated in August 1970 under 
the Postal Reorganization Act. 

Unfortunately, some leuers 
bearing only a 2 cent stamp have 
been delivered without collection of 
the deficient postage. This has 
given credence to the claims made 
by the promoters of the fraudulent 
scheme. 

This is happening because most 
mail is processed through 
automated equipment, not because 
it is legal to mail at the 2 cent rate. 

Postal Inspectors investigating 
this 	scheme 	have 	filed 
administrative 	and 	criminal 
complaints against the promoters.

If I were to ask you what you 
wanted most in life, chances arc 
you would say that you want to be 
happy more than anything else. 
Then if I asked you what it would 
take to make you happy, you would 
have a definite idea about just what 
it would take. 

Many would list material 
possessions, 	family, 	health, 
education, etc. 	However, 
psychologists who have studied 
people and what makes them happy 
have found that some of the most 
popular ideas about what makes 
people happy arc incorrect. The 
studies conducted have found little 
difference in how happy people say 
they are whether those asked were 
teenagers, males or females, 
middle-aged or elderly. Knowing 
whether someone is rich or poor, 
black or white, healthy or 
handicapped, does not make it 
possible to predict how happy that 
person is likely to be. 

Psychologists have found that 
generally, people are as happy 
today as their parents were 30 years 
ago. Researchers say that external 
circumstances have little effect on 
psychological well-being. 	They 
agree that the following four inner 
traits foster happiness: 

*Self-Esteem -- Those who arc 
happy like themselves. They protect 
themselves from anxiety and 
depression by feeling good about 
themselves. Those who believe 
positive things about themselves. 
Those who believe positive things 
about themselves suffer less from 
ulcers and insomnia and are less 
likely to abuse drugs. They tend to 
be more resistant to pressure to 
conform and are more persistent at 
difficult tasks. 

*Personal Control -- Americans ' 

who have a strong sense that they 
control their own lives and feel 
satisfied with themselves are twice 

as likely to describe themselves as 
very happy as the national average. 
Those who agree with statements 
like, "what happens to me is my 
own doing," or, "the average person 
can 	influence 	government 
decisions," typically do better in 
school, cope better with stress and 
live more happily than those who 
lack that sense of personal control. 
Those given little control over their 
environment such as prisoners or 
even people in nursing homes 
suffer from lower morale, greater 
stress and worse health. 

*Optimism --- Optimistic people 
tend to be healthier as well as 
happier. 	They suffer less from 
illnesses and tend to recover better. 
Positive thinkers get positive 
results, succeeding better in 
business than pessimists. However, 
unrealistic optimism can make 
people 	believe 	they 	arc 
invulnerable and can stop them 
from taking sensible steps to avoid 
danger. 

*Socializing -- Those who are 
more sociable and outgoing tend to 
be happier and more satisfied with 
life than introverts. Extroverts are 
cheerful and high-spirited people 
who like themselves. When they 
meet strangers, they arc confident 
the strangers will like them. 

Psychologists have confirmed 
what our mothers told us all along, 
"happiness comes from inside," and 
"happiness is what you ARE, not 
what you HAVE." Our task to be 
sure that what we are inside helps 
us to be happy. Then we must 
teach our children to be happy by 
working to build in them a positive, 
realistic self-esteem, give them a 
sense of personal control, teach 
them to have an optimistic outlook 
on life and teach them to like 
people and how to get along well 
with others.
