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Changes in laws could
stretch jail capacity

Post has begun preparing for a
projected county jail backlog due to
the state prison release policy and new
criminal felony legislation that would
increase jail time at a county level for
persons convicted of certain crimes.

The new changes will force the Post
facility budgettoexceed projection by
an estimated 25 to 50 percent.

The prisonrelease policy allowsone
Garza County inmate per month to be
relocated to Texas Department of
Correction. Currently the Garza
County jail has three inmates waiting
to berelocated.

Individuals committing crimes like
forgery, felony theft, DWI’s and
unauthorized use of motor vehicles
will now be kept in local facilities.
People convicted of such crimes will
not be sent to state facilities they will
remain in county jails. This will create
county jail backlog.

Garza County Judge Giles Dalby is

exploring the development of a
regional jail due to the expected county
jail backlog. A regional jail, or
community confinement facilities,
would operate atalocal level but would
be funded by the state. The several
participating counties would send
inmates to the regional jail. The state
would then provide the funds to each
county for the cost of housing the
inmates. Each county that participated
in such a facility would be able to buy
asmany bedsasneeded.

Texas prosecutors are asking the
Legislature to spend $680 million to
build 85,000 regional jail beds over
the next two years. The state is
considering paying for the regional
county jails by implementing a
proposed 1 cent per dollar increase in
the sales tax. However, Governor Ann
Richardsisopposed toatax increase.

Another solution to the projected
county jail backlog is community
service. Community service projects

are expected to increase. Judge Dalby
gives no fewer than 100 hours of
community serviceto parolees.

“Community service candoall kinds
of nonprofit, public service and
governmental service,” said Judge
Dalby.

“We have saved thousands a month
with community service,” said Garza
County Sheriff Kenneth Ratke. “No
doubt in my mind it will double or
triple.”

Total backlog of state offenders in
county jail for 1993 is 19,815 inmates.
The projected county jail backlog is
expectedtogrow 021,408 by 1995.

According to Judge Dalby, “Jails
are only allowed by state law to be 90
percentoccupied.”

The Texas Criminal Justice Policy
Council estimates that county jails are
operating at an average capacity of
110 percent with 47,264 beds to
accommodate 52,023 local and state
inmates.

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Handler anddog
going backto school

He may have failed his first try at
gaining certificauon by the U.S. Police
Canine Association, but Ruger, the
Garza County Sheriff Department’s
“narc” dog is far from through.
According to Garza County Shenff
Kenny Ratke, the department’s six year
old Golden Retriever is headed back
to school to sharpen his skills as a
narcotic sniffing dog.

The animal is getting a fresh start
and what Ratke hopes 1S some
continuity in his handling. In the past,
Ruger has had several handlers with
no one individual clearly in charge,
this is changing. Deputy Randy
Johnston has been permanently
assigned as Ruger’s handler. The two
are already working on developing the
bond that will make them effective
tools in the fight against drugs. Ruger
now stays withJohnstonathis home.

As for the training that is already
underway, Johnston says, “He’s not
where he needs to be, but he soon will
be.”

Johnston says Ruger’s biggest
problem is that he has lost a lot of his
scent association. This happened
because of lack of use and improper
training. Johnston said some of Ruger’s
former handlers apparently used the
animal’s training toys (i1tems scented
with drugs) improperly, tainting them

with other scents such as the dog’s
trainer and the animal itself. Ruger
began to pick up on these scents instead
of looking for drugs.

“He wasn’t finding drugs,” said
Johnston. “He was finding his own
handler.”

Ratke thinks Ruger could be a
valuable tool to the department.
According toJohnston, he has the right
pcrsonality for the job.

Anan.doghas tohavealotofdnve
and energy,” said Johnston.

The animal has shown ghmpscs of
what he can do, making two “hits” on
illegal drugs in the past. His biggest
haul was 10 pounds of marijuana about
six months ago. The sheriff’s
department got a four wheel drive
vehicle out of the deal after it was
confiscated in the raid.

He has also found additional drugs
when he was brought in to follow
behind officers on otherraids.

“We've run several search warrants
before where officers found drugs and
we run the dog in behind them and he
found small amounts that the officers
missed,” said Ratke.

Ruger, who has been with the
department for approximately three
years, has had to overcome more than

idleness in his career at the sheriff’s
office. When Ratke took office about a
year and a half ago, the animal was
alsoin poor health.

That’s behind him now. Ratke and
Johnston both are confident that he
can be retrained and gain certification
withthe USPCA. Once certified, Ruger
could be used in interdiction programs,
sniffing for drugs on traffic stops and

in other cases. As a certitied dog,
Ruger’s testimony would be his nose
and he would be backed up by expert
witnesses from the USPCA.

Ratke said a drug dog was like a
search warrant and that Ruger would
not just be turned loose to search for
drugs on a whim, but that he would
only be used with permission by the
suspect or if sufficient probable cause
was present to justify his use.

Texans found to
take more risks

When it comes to the risks they
take, Texans differ from the U.S.
population, according to a report by
the Texas Department of Health
(TDH). . |

They are more likely to drive
after drinking (5 percent of Texans,
compared to 2 percent nationally)
but also are more likely to use their

'seat belts (95 percent, compared 1o

88 percent nationally).

Texans are only slightly less
likely to be smokers (22 percent v.
23 percent), but dramatically more
of them lack health insurance (22
percent, compared to 15 percent
nationally). Many Texans (15
percent) said they could not afford
medical care.

Roger Diamond, of the TDH
Public Health Promotion Division,
said that the annual Behavioral Risk
Factor Surveillance (BRES) report
helps to measure the state’s
progress toward certain health
objectives for the year 2000.

"The survey results identify
needs for which Texas’ public
health programs can be adapted.
Combined with similar studies in
other states, the BRFS contributes
to an over-all health appraisal for
the nation," Diamond said.

Conducted annually, the TDH
survey asks randomly selected
Texans about their lifestyles. The
questionnaire includes such factors
as seat belt usage, physical activity,
weight, cholesterol levels, tobacco
and alcohol use, mammograms,
health care and AIDS prevention.

Of the 1,499 respondents to the
1991 questionnaire, about on fourth
were overweight, and more than
half had sedentary lifestyles, both
of which increase risk of heart
disease. .

However, 60 percent of the 1991
respondents had their cholesterol
checked, and 44 percent of the
female respondents older than 50
had been screened with a
mammogram within the past year.

"Perhaps because of greater
public awareness in Texas,"
Diamond said, "70 percent of
Texans surveyed said they would
work with an AIDS-infected
person, compared with 68 percent
among respondents nationwide."
Also regarding AIDS, 85 percent of
parents of students not yet in high
school said they favored AIDS
education to begin in elementary
schools.

Highway death toll falls

Trafficaccidentskilled fewer people
in Texas during 1992 than in any other

* year since 1974, according to figures

compiled by the Texas Department of
Public Safety. Traffic deaths have
declined during each of the past four
years.

Lastyear, 2,690 fatal traffic accidents
claimed 3,057 lives — a 0.7 percent
reduction from the 3,079 deaths in
1991.

“Although we are pleased that there
has been a decrease in the number of
traffic deaths, we are stll concerned
about the number of lives lost because
of traffic accidents,” DPS Director Col.
James R. Wilson said. “Some of those
deaths could have been avoided if
motorists and their passengers had
adhered to our traffic laws.”

Of the traffic fatalities in 1992, 40

percent (1,222) were killed in alcohol §

or drug related accidents, a decrease
from the 40.6 percentin 1991. Nearly
65 percent of all people killed in the

front seats of passenger cars and light §
trucks were not wearing safety belts, §
and approximately 24 percent of the'}
134 fatally injured motorcyclists were §

notwearing helmets.

The state’s deathrate, 1.9 deaths per
100 million miles traveled, remained
the same as in 1991. The Texas
Department of Transportationreported
that 162.769 billion vehicle miles were
traveled in Texas in 1992, which is a
very slightreduction from 1991.

“The DPS and other Texas law
enforcement agencies will continue to

work hard to maintain a downward
trend in traffic fatalities,” Wilson said.

Pest control program underway

By Shawn Wade

Preparations arenow well underway

for the start of the 1993 High Plaigs
Boll Weevil Control Program,
according to Roger Haldenby, Boll
Weevil Program Coordinator for
Lubbock-based Plains Cotton Growers
(PCG). The PCG program begins its
30th year of operation April 1 with
placement of traplines inside and
outside the PCG control zone.

The traplines serve three important
functions. Firstly, to give acomparison
of the effectiveness of the 1992
program with previous years;

Secondly, to monitor emerging boll
weevil populations and indicate the
potential threat for 1993; Thirdly, the
traplines provide up-to-date data to
help county extension agents and
county extension agents and county
committees develop uniform planting
dates. :

In addition to using traplines to
monitor weevil survival, PCG willalso
be utilizing a newly completed
computer-based “Boll Weevil Survival
and Prediction Model.” The computer
model was developed by Dr. Don
Rummel of the Texas Agricultural

Experiment Station (TAES) in
Lubbock, Dr. Jeff Slosser TAES
Vemon, Extension Entomologist Dr.
Tom Fuchs of San Angelo, and Dr.
Nick Stone with Virginia Polytechnic
Insttute, Blacksburg, Virginia.

Haldenby commented that both the
computer model predictions and early
observations indicate the potential for
high boll weevil survival.

“We had a few cold spells this past
winter,” notes Haldenby. “But
unfortunately, temperatures at the two-
inch depth only reached the freezing
mark on two or three days.

Law prohibits "ambulance chasing”

Texas law calls it barratry. State
Bar rules of professional conduct
call it solicitation. To much of the
general public, it’s known as
"ambulance chasing." Regardless
of the term, leaders of the legal
profession from all across the state
are launching a campaign o
enhance efforts to combat improper
solicitation of clients by attomeys.

Last October, State Bar leaders
called together representatives from
the Texas Trial Lawyers
Association, the Texas
Association, the Texas Criminal
Defense Lawyers Association and
the Texas Association of Defense
Counsel, the Texas District and
County Attorneys Association of
Defense Counsel to discuss the
issue. Since then, the groups have
been coordinating with the State
Bar to address the problem.

"Trial lawyers agree that the legal

, profession’s image suffers serious

harm from the actions of a few
unscrupulous or unethical
attorneys,” said Texas Trial
Lawyers Association President Don
Bowen. "That’s not good for the
profession, the legal system, or the
consumers of legal services. Our
goal is to work with the State Bar
and other groups to get rid of the
few bad apples that threaten to spoil
the whole barrel." Bowen said
TTLA leadership has been
coordinating with State Senator
Don Henderson and State Reps.

"We hear reports of unlawful
behavior from time to time," said
Dallas attorney Harriet Miers,
president of the State Bar. "But we
seldom get witnesses who will
come forward and complain."
Miers said educating the public to
get names and telephone numbers
and to pursue a complaint is part of
the challenge.

"Unfortunately, victims are
usually contacted when they are
most vulnerable--in cases of injury,
they’re solicited right after the
accident has occurred, when in
many cases they’re still shaken,"
she said. "That’s not the best time
for anyone to make an important
decision, of course, and hiring an
attomey who has contacted
someone in this way is not the best
way to find a lawyer. We also hear
allegations of lawyers, or persons
acting'for  lawyers, infiltrating
hospitals and deceiving victims as

to who they represent. We've
heard of attomeys or their
representatives dressing as

members of the clergy, Red Cross
representatives, or EMS workers.
Even families at funeral homes can
be targets for these predators.”

Miers and other representatives
from the Texas legal community
held 10 simultaneous news
conferences around the state on
March 19 to discuss the Bar's plans
for combatting barratry.

Look into a Q-TIP Trust
When a will leaves everything to

a surviving spouse, there is no
federal estate tax due because of
the unlimited marital deduction.
There is no control over the money,
either, so the survivng spouse can
fritter away the money or give it to
anyone else; there are no guaran-
tees for the offspring whom the
first-to-die may have wanted to
protect. And when the surviving
spouse dies, everything over
$600,000 (the current exemption)
1S subject to tax.
A better choice is the Qualified
Terminable Interest Property trust,
the Q-TIP. The income from the
trust goes to the spouse, payable at
least annually, for life without re-
striction, and no one else can get at
the principal. The will can specify

Every few months, one
watchdog group or another
will come up with some
deplorable waste of taxpayers’
money that shocks the nation
into thinking that every
research grant that Congress
approves is a silly, stupid,
meaningless project that serves
no public purpose and - that
only a fool would approve.

Recently, the Citizens
Against Government waste
unveiled their ‘“1993 Congres-
sional Pig Book Summary”’
and highlighted a $1.1 million
appropriation that would
fund a study of ‘‘stress on
plants.”’

Immediately, this conjured
up an image of a bunch of
scientists sitting around a
greenhouse, screaming at some
potted plants and then writing
down the effects of these
stressful situations on a potted
petunia. And, that’s just exact-
ly what many people thought.
The American people were in-
censed and outraged that their
hard-earned tax dollars would
be spent for such a silly
project.

But wait, is it possible that
this project is not as silly as the
Citizens Against Government
Waste would have us believe?
Let me take a moment to
straighten out the record on
this matter and let the citizens
of the 13th Congressional Dis-
trict decide for themselves.

In fact, these “watchdogs’’
are howling about Texas
Tech’s new Plant Stress and
Water Conservation Labora-
tory — hardly a place where
scientists are huddled around
an individual plant trying to
determine whether or not the
plant is confused or worried.

Plants are subjected to all

treme temperatures or all these
at the same time. These scien-
tists are at work trying to de-
velop cold-hardiness in plants
so as to allow extended or ad-
ditional growing seasons and
greatly expand the volume of
Texas agriculture products.
We know that it is possible
to develop plants that are more
drought-resistant. Think of the

kinds jof stress, whether it be
from drought, wind, rain, ex-

millions upon millions of dol-
lars that could be saved if we
could reduce the amount of
water needed to produce a
crop. This is just the type of
activity that will be conducted
at Tech’s Plant Stress lab.

We know that farmers
only harvest about 25 percent
of the potential yield of their
crops each year and of the 75
percent that is lost each year,
70 percent of the losses are
related to environmental
stresses.

These activities will not
only benefit our area, but they
will benefit all Americans and,
indeed, all of the world.

As an example, we current-
ly grow nearly $80 million each
year in onions in Texas. All of
these onions have to be grown
in the summer and then sold
and consumed in the fall. One
of the ongoing projects at the
Texas Tech facility is to im-
prove the cold-hardiness of
onions so that farmers could
grow them throughout the
winter and have a product to
market in the spring.

The main point of this
whole issue is that there are a
lot of people and organizations
out there that love to take
shots at everything the govern-
ment does. They either don’t
take the time to look beyond
the title of the program they
are criticizing, or else, they are
deliberately trying to deceive
the public.

In fact, most research that
the government funds has
great merit. Certainly, when
we see money going to study
the ‘‘sexual habits of the bum-
ble bee’’ it makes one pause to
think. But, we must remember
the important role that bees
play in pollinating so many
Crops.

Where there is waste, we
should cut it out. But we
should not rush to kill every
government research program
just because some self-
proclaimed watchdog has
branded the project as pork. It
just might be the project that
someday assures our children
and grandchildren a steady
supply of reasonably priced
food.

Voters to play key
role in School funding

Texas voters will play a key role in
determining the future of the state’s
school finance system when they goto
the polls May 1 to decide whether the
Texas Constitution should require
property-rich school districts to share
part of their tax money with property-
poor school districts.

State lawmakers in February agreed
to ask voters to amend the Texas
Constitution so that it would allow the
state to take or “recapture” some
property tax revenue from wealthy
school districts and send the money to
poorer districts, as the current school
finance system enacted by legislators
in 1991 does. That system, which
created county education districts
(CED:s to redistribute wealthy school
districts’ revenues to poorer districts
within the same CED, was declared
unconstitutional by the Texas Supreme
Court inJanuary 1992.TheCourt ruled
that the CED system is equivalenttoa
statewide property tax—prohibited by
the state constitution—and was created
without voter approval. The Court
also ordered the state to develop a
constitutional system by June 1, 1993.

Placing theamendmenton the ballot
fora May 1 special election became a
reality February 15 when the Texas
Senate, by a 24-7 vote, accepted the
proposal from the Texas House of
Representatives, which had approved
itbya102-43 vote February 11. House
approval of the amendment ended a
long stalemate over the issue, which

lawmakers were unable to resolve
during a special called session in
November. That session ended
December 3 after a third vote on a
similar recapture system failed to
receive the 100 votes it needed to
ensure final passage.

If approved, the proposal will allow
redistribution of local school property
taxes and authorize CEDs. The
amendment, however, will limit the
amount of recaptured funds to 2.75
percent of total state and local funding
for public education, or about $400
million per year. The Legislature also
would be authorized to set tax rates
for CEDs and school districts, or
allow the latter to set their own
rates. But the CED rate could not
exceed $1 for every $100 of
property valuation, unless voters
approve a higher rate. Under the
existing system, CEDs currently
levy the equivalent of an 82-cent
tax rate. Local school districts then
establish their own rate, which
cannot be higher than 68 cents per
$100 valuation.

Voters also will be asked to
decide whether local school districts
should be allowed to ignore

unfunded state mandates after
December 31. Proposals that
receive a two-third's vote in both
legislative chambers or those that
are needed to comply with the state
constitution would be exempted
from that measure.

New tax would hurt
state's o1l industry

President Clinton’s so-called
"broad-based” energy tax will hurt
the recovering oil industry in Texas
and other "Energy Belt" states,
place high-wage manufacturing
jobs in peril, doom thousands of
stripper wells, and boost costly oil
imports, Railroad Commissioner
Barry  Williamson told a
Congressional committee  here
today.

In testimony before the House
Ways and Means Committee,
Willia ason said the tax is a poor
idea for three reason. "It’s impact
will not be fair and equitable, but
will single out one region of the
country with a resulting loss of
jobs. Depending on the point of
collection, the tax will not be
"broad-based,” but will be borne
instead by producers - mostly
independents, and smaller
production companies which are
Just now emerging from severe
depression. Thirdly, it runs counter
to the national security and
environmental goals touted by its
supporters,” Williamson said.

Texans would be a loser on both
the production and consumption
ends, Williamson told the
committee. Since Texas is the
largest energy consuming state (9.8
quadrillion Btus a year), Texas
would bear 12.5 percent of the tax
burden while having only 6.8
percent of the nation’s population,
he said.

"This tax would have a
tremendous negative economic
impact on those energy-intensive,
job-rich industries that thrive in
Texas: manufacturing ($29.7 billion
in total 1990 wages), petrochemical
(816.2 billion), mining ($8.4
billion), construction ($8.6 billion,
and agriculture ($1.3 billion),"
Williamson said. "We should be
bending over backward to save the
good jobs we have in this country,
not eliminating them or placing
them in jeopardy."

The Railroad Commissioner told

committee members that where the
tax is collected makes a critical
difference, noting that if the point
of collection is anywhere but at the

point of sale, most of the tax will be
borne by producers, not consumers.
If crude oil is taxed where it comes
into the refinery, and not on the
final product, it would favor
imports and possibly close more
domestic refineries, Williamson
said.

"We've already lost 27 refineries
in Texas in the past decade," he
said. "In Texas, as elsewhere in the
country, those closures cost jobs
and make us more, not less,
dependent on foreign sources of
energy." 2

Regardless of the point of
collection, Williamson said he fears
the proposed tax will shut in a
significant amount of domestic oil
and gas production.

"The additional pressure of a tax,
seen in the context of a fiercely
competitive international market for
oil and gas, will inevitably lead to
shutting in many marginal wells,"
Williamson told the congressman.
That would have an enormous
impact on Texas, since 77 percent

of the state’s oil wells (134,276 -

wells) and 41 percent of its natural
gas wells (20,646 wells) are
stripper wells producing less than
10 barrels per day of oil and 60
thousand cubic feet per day of
natural gas.

Finally, the proposed energy tax

doesn’'t make good environmental -

sense according to Williamson.
Although natural gas is supposed to
be the "fuel choice for the 90's," the
energy tax would raise the price of
a standard unit of gas 15 percent.
Propane and methonol, two other
clean-burning fuels would be taxed
at the higher rate for crude oil.
These fuels need to be encouraged,
not discouraged, he said.
Williamson said he supports
alternative plans which call for
deeper reductions in spending in
lieu of tax increases. "I believe
strongly that the search for federal
deficit reduction must begin with
federal govemment  spending
reductions.”  Williamson . said.
"Balance the budget here in
Washington, and not on the back of
hardworking men and women."
