The city, state and Main Street
Board have all invested substantial
time and money in an effort to give
downtown Post the best appearance
that we could. We would like for this
council to do all it can to make sure
that our investment on Main Street is

present site. Post Mayor Jim Jackson
initiated the development of the
agreement to give the community an
emergency outlet for trash should the
new landfillnotbeready by theclosure
deadline for the existing landfill of
August 9, 1993.

Touted as the cure for everything
from fatigue to cancer, vitamins are
big business. Salesadd up to $3 billion
every year, compared to just $150
millionannually 30 yearsago. National
statistics indicate 40 percent of
American adults take at least one
vitamin or mineral supplement daily.

According toLowellJohnson,M.D.,
family physician on staff at Methodist
Hospital, “many jpowers have been
attributed to vitamins, but there is no
proven benefit from high-dose
vitamins promoted to cure or treat
cancer, heart disease, aging or other
conditions.

“Many over-the-counter vitamins
deliver more than the Recommended
Dietary Allowance (RDA), so people
should avoid ‘overdosing,’ “said Dr.
Johnson. “Usually the body retains
only the amount of vitamins it needs,
but large amounts of vitamins A, K
and D can cause side effects.”

Although ‘megadoses’ of vitamins
should be avoided, people who do not
consumeadequate amounts of vitamins
and minerals in their daily diets can
benefit from regular vitamin

Following is a list of vitamins and
some of the benefits they provide:
«Vitamin B1- Essential for the
central nervous system. A lack can
cause depression, fatigue, tension,
hyperactivity, hallucinations and
numbness in the arms and legs.
+Vitamin B2-Inadequate intake can
cause depression, dizziness, scaly face,
rashes, dry eyes and cracks in the
corner of the mouth.
«Vitamin B12- Helps
emotional disorders and anemia.
«Vitamin B- (folic acid)- When
taken in the early months of pregnancy
helps prevent neural tube birth defects.
Vitamin C- Detoxifies body tissues
and is helpful for respiratory ailments,
toxic insect bites, burns, diabetes and
high cholesterol. People with diets
rich in vitamin C generally have a
lower incidence of stomach cancer.
*Calcium- Woman can prevent or
delay bone loss by taking calcium
supplements in their 30s and 40s.
Although vitamin supplements may
be beneficial to certain people, properly
selected diets are still the primary basis
for good, Dr. Johnson said.

The changing face of agriculture

Agriculture has evolved from the
mom and pop operations that scratched
out their living across rurdl America
into one of the largest, most
sophisticated industries in the world.

We owe this evolution to new
technologies thathave enabled farmers
and ranchers to produce the most
abundant harvests in our country’s
history. At the same time, technology
has provided the means to develop
new and efficient methods of
conserving water and soil.

Not that farmers and ranchers ever
took conservation lightly. They are
stewards of the land whose most valued
resources are soil and water. More
efficient methods of irrigating crops
and preventing soil erosion, however,
are allowing them to protect those
resources with better results than were
possible in the past.

These figures will help illustrate
what I mean. In 1976, Texas farmers

“Long before the
development of other academic-based
competitions, the UIL was sponsoring
contests 1n writing, speaking,
mathematics and science,” said Dr.
Bailey Marshall, UIL director.
“Although the UIL is more often
associated with athletic competition,
more students compete in the academic
contests,” added Marshall. “In fact,
the league began as a debating league
in 1910 and then later merged with a
track and field association to form the

both by watering incycles. Thissystem
takes advantage of the soil’s natural
surface-sealing properties. It also
distributes moisture more evenly.

Other innovation are reducing soil
erosion. These include new planting
practices and farm implements used in
no-till and minimum tillage farming
systems.

Many farmers have adopted residue
management techniques to replenish
soiland holditin place. Croprotation—
planting post-harvest cover crops such
as wheatand hay grazer—protects land
from wind and water erosion. What’s
more, these crops replenish organic
matter, enriching soil with nutrients
needed to grow next season’s cash
crops. It’s the equivalent of raising
your own fertilizer.

Crop rotation also interrupts the life
cycles of harmful insects. Weeds can
be controlled with herbicides applied
selectively and at lower rates.

To support these soil conservation
methods, farm equipment has been

irrigated about 8.7 million acres of
farmland. By 1983 irrigated acreage
had dropped to 8 million acres—an
improved to be sure butnotbig enough.
More efficient irrigation was needed
to conserve waterand reduce runoff.

Texas responded by developing
systems that reduce water loss and use
less energy. Improved sprinkler
systems, for example, apply water
beneath the plant canopy instead of
spraying it overhead. Because plants
are watered as close to the ground as
possible, wind and evaporation losses
are decreased greatly.

These systems operate atlower water
pressures, which lowers fuel
consumption. When they are used in
combination with dikes—small
earthen basins that trap rainfall and
irrigation water—their application
efficiency jumps from 60 percent to 90
percent.

A ground-level pipeline irrigation
system, which wasted water and
energy, has been modified to conserve

Bullock ties income tax to vote

Lt. Governor Bob Bullock said
recently that he and moresthan 21
Senators will ask the Legislature to
consider a constitutional amendment
prohibiting a state income tax without
avote of the people.

“Taxpayers and all the people of
Texas are in partnership with the
Legislature, and together the partners
should help decide any issue of this
importance after full public debate and
with all cards on the table,” said
Bullock.

Senate Joint Resolution 49 will be
co-authored by Senators John
Montford, Ken Armbrister and Bill
Ratliff.

Should the voters ever considersuch
a tax in the future, it “should be
dedicated to education and include a
reduction in local school property
taxes, and that should be in the
constitution, too.

“Further, no increase in the rate of
such a tax should ever be. allowed
without statewide voter approval,”
Bullock said. “Putting the income tax
in the constitutional process will insure
that it is only approved by the will of
the people.

“All Texans should have a full say
on taxes as they have had on other
issues such as horse racing, the lottery,
liquor-by-the-drink and now on
schools—for the first time in Texas
history,” he said.

He noted that the Legislature was
able to balance the budget this session
without raising taxes, thanks in large
part to rgcommendations from the
TexasPerformance Review.

“We have proven through the
performance audits of state agencies
and programs, that there is a better

way to meet the real needs of the state
than simply adding new tax burdens,”
he said.

The performance audits, which
Bullock first proposed in his 1990
campaign for Lieutenant Governor,
were the first bill passed by the Senate
after Bullock took office.

Those audits are credited with
providing at least $800 million in
savings toward balancing the
upcoming two-year state budget
without new or higher taxes.

“The way of the future is to increase
critical assessment of priorities and
performance, and tobalance the results
againstavailable resources,” he said.

“If and when—after such
assessment—the people want such a
major tax reform as a replacement for
other taxes, then let them vote on it,”
he said.

It is estimated that a quarter of the
281 million acres of U.S. cropland is
under some type of residue
management. New farm legislation
will place roughly half the land under
the similar system within two years.

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Property Tax Protest and
Appeal Procedures

The law gives property owners the right to

protest actions concemin? their property tax

appraisals. You may follow these appeal

procedures if you have a concern about:

» the value placed on your property

« any exemptions that may apply to you

«the cancellation of an agricultural appraisal

- the taxable status of your property

« the local governments which should be
taxing your property

« any action taken by the appraisal district
that adversely affected you.

Informal Review

Property owners are urged to contact the
appraisaldistrict and use the informal review
process if they have questions about, or
disagreements with the value placed on
their property. Phone (806) 495-3518.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board
If you can't resolve your problem informally
with the appraisal district staff, you may
have your case heard by the appraisal
review board (ARB).

ARB is anindependent board of citizens that
reviews problems with appraisals or other
concerns listed above. It has the power to
order the appraisal district to make the
necessary changes to solve problems. |If
you file a written request for an ARB hearing
(called a notice of protest) before the
deadline, the ARB will set your case for a
hearing. You'll receive written notice of the
time, date and place of the hearing. The
hearing will be informal. You and the
appraisal district representative will be
asked to present evidence about your case.
The ARB will make its decision based on the
evidence presented. You can get a copy of
a protest form from the appraisal district
office at 123 E. Main, Post, Texas.

Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB
members outside of the hearing. The law
requres ARB members to sign an affidavit
saying that they haven't talked about your
case before the ARB hears it.

Review by the District Court

After it decides your case, the ARB must
send you a copy of its order by certified mail.
If you're not satisfied with the decision, you
have the right to appeal to district court. |f
you choose to go to court, you must start the
process by filing a petition within 45 days of
the date you receive the ARB's order. If the
appraisal district has appraised your
property at $1,000,000 or more, you must
file a notice of appeal with the chief appraiser
within 15 days of the date you receive the
ARB's order.

Good cause is
some reason beyond your control, like amedical
emergency. The ARB decides whether you
have good cause.

Late protests are due the day before the
appraisal review board approves records for the
year. Contact your appraisal district for more
information.

Special Deadlines

For change of use (the appraisal district
informed you that you are losing agricultural
appraisal because you changed the use of your
land), the deadline is before the 30th day after
the notice of the determination was mailed to
you.

For ARB changes (the ARB has informed you of
a change that increases your tax liability and the
change didn't result from a protest you filed), the
deadline is before the 30th day after the notice
of the determination was mailed to you.

If you believe the appraisal district or ARB
should have sent you a notice and did not, you
may file a protest until the day before taxes
become delinquent (usually February 1). The
ARB decides whether it will hear your case
based on evidence about whether a requred
notice was mailed to you.

*The deadline is postponed to the next business day
if it falls on a weekend or holiday.
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Open communication
vital for cancer patients

For the families and friends of cancer
patients, open communication is often
the key to coping with the disease,
says a psychologist at Baylor College
of Medicine in Houston.

“The word ‘cancer’conjures up very
frightening images for most people,”
said Dr. Lois Friedman, assistant
professor of psychology at Baylor.
‘Patients’ feelings of isolation and low
self-esteem may be accentuated if their
supporters have difficulty talking about
the disease.”

According to Friedman, people deal
with cancer the same way they handle
other major life stresses. Some family
members may avoid talking about the
illness or withdraw from the patient,
while others react by maintaining a
cheerful facade.

Friedman says encouraging a
“positive attitude” too soon after
diagnosis can have dangerous
consequences such as terminating the
grieving process prematurely. “People
need to understand that cancer patients
are sufferingaloss,” she said. “Sadness
and grieving are natural, appropriate
responses for both patients and their
lovedones.”

The American Cancer Society
estimates more that one million new
cancer cases will be reported this year.

State goal is

An important first step for the many
families affected by cancer is to allow
for this period of sadness. Since the
time required for dealing with grief
varies for each patient, Friedman says
it is essential for families to keep the
lines of communication open.

Although many supporters want (o
offer advice, give medical tips, or tell
cancer “stories” about other people,

atients typically dismiss such
information unless it is provided by
professionals. For most patients,
physical and emotional closeness is
the bestsupport loved one can offer.

“Illness often brings families
together,” Friedman said. ‘“Patients
have a strong desire to be close to the
peoplethey love.”

Friedman offers the following
suggestions for coping with cancer in
the family:

* Include the patient in all family
activities,

» Inquire about the patient’sillness.

» Use the word “‘cancer” around the
patient.

* Avoid being too overprotective of
the patient.

“The majority of patients make an
adequate adjustment with time,”
Fri said. “Family and friends
should let the patient be the guide.”

Hispanics in colleges

Texas’ Hispanic population
continues to spiral upward but the
percentage of those attending college
continues to dwindle.

It’s a problem that institutions of
higher education, both public and
private, are working hard to solve.

Especially critical is the shortage of
Hispanic teachers in both secondary
schools and colleges, but there also is
a growing need for members of this
minority in science, engineering and
other professional fields.

This is true despite the fact thateach
year Hispanics are graduating from
high school and going on to college.
Latest figures show that 61,287
Hispanics now are attending state
public universities compared with
58,765 a year ago and the number is
expected tocontinue upward.

In fact, minorities (including
Hispanics) accounted for the entire
enrollment growth at all of these
institutions last year. Still, higher
education attendance by minorities
must accelerate drastically if it is to
keep up with the population growth.

Hispanics make up 34 percent of
the enroliment in Texas public schools,
yet this minority provides only 13
percent of the teachers. Part of the
problem is keeping Hispanic teachers

e AnNnex

in Texas once they are trained.

For example, The University of
Texas at El Paso graduates some 500
teachers each year—with about 350 of
them Hispanics. However, the majority
leave Texas because of higher pay
elsewhere. Fifty out-of-state school
districts regularly recruit UT El Paso
graduates.

In another 20 years, El Paso expects
nine of every ten students in its public
schools to be Hispanic. The same
lopsided enrollments are predicted in
other border school districts. In cities
like Austin and San Antonio, well over
half of all students will be Hispanic.
As a result, UT El Paso officials say
their goal is to train as many teachers
from that ethnic group as possible to
supply the demand.

In the coming years, there will be a
new focuson getting Hispanic students
into the sciences, too. UT El Paso has
beenawarded a $5 million grant by the
National Science Foundationto lead a
coalition of 15 Texas institutions in
attracting more Hispanics and other
minorities into the science, engineering
and math fields. Called the University
of Texas System Alliance for Minority
Participation, the program will include
all nine UT System general academic
institutions and six regional
community colleges.

Simple precautions decreases
unpleasant encounters with ticks

As Texans increase their outdoor
activities with the coming of spring,
they need to be mindful that some of
nature’s creatures, specifically ticks,
not only can cause discomfort, but
also may cause seriousillness.

Julie Rawlings, of the Texas
Department of Health’s (TDH)
Zoonosis Control Division said, “In
recent years, Lyme disease, transmitted
through tick bites, has become a
growing health threat in the Texas
outdoors. The disease has been
reported among pet owners, campers,
hunters and others who work outdoors
or with animals.” Infection occurs
when ticks or cat fleas transmit a
corkscrew-shaped bacterium called a
spirochete.

Although several species of tick can
carry the disease, the Lone Star variety,
which enjoys biting humans, often is
the suspected vector. Rawlings said
that about one percent of Lone Star
ticks carry the Lyme spirochete.

went on to say that any work on the
courthouse would be a step back for
the communities Main Street effort.

The author of the “anonymous” letter
argued that meeting ADA guidelines
could be achieved by building an
elevator on the inside of the existing
building for a substantial amount less
than the approximately $800,000 price
tag the annex would carry.

Shinn said just adding a elevator was
explored but said this option would be
very costly for what the county would
gain. He also said the cost was not
limited tomoney.

“You would lose approximately 300
square feet of office and storage space
per floor if you just installed an
elevator,” said Shinn.

He added that just making the building
handicap accessible was not the only
problem. According to Shinn, bringing
the restrooms into compliance would

be a major undertaking. Shinn said
doors would have to be changed,"
requiring significant structural changes
tothe building.

Oller said the annex would also serve
another purpose by giving the county
government more room.

“This project has a two-fold goal,”
said Oller. “It would put the county
into compliance and secondly it would
help them (referring to county officials)
doabetter job.”

Some questioned the need for
additional space in light of the county’s
shrinking population. Judge Dalby
answered that while the population
was shrinking, the requirements of the
county government were increasing.
He said some of this was due to state
and federal mandates and some was
attributed to the high activity in the
county which created aneed foralarge
amountof storage space to hold records
that can not be put on microfilm or
stored in other space saving ways.

Financing the project was also
explained to those attending the
hearing. Judge Dalby said the county
was looking at certificates of obligation
to cover the expense of the courthouse.
He said that with a 10 year payout of
the debt, that a little less than a three
cent per $100 tax increase should be
enough to retire the debt.

Judge Dalby said the certificates of

obligation are cheaper to obtain than a
bond issue namely because the county
would not have to go through the
process of becoming certified and
rated.
He said that while the cost of the annex
was substantial, not coming into
compliance with ADA rules could be
even more expensive. Judge Dalby
said that all it would take was one
person to file a civil rights suit against
thecounty and the county lose,a$1,000
perday finecould be levied until Garza
County comes into compliance with
ADA.
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Thedisease, firstidentified in Lyme,
Conn.,in 1976, has become widespread
in the U.S. Of the 1,362 possible
Lyme disease cases reported in Texas
since 1986, at least 361 have met all
case criteria of the U.S. Centers for

Disease Control and Prevention’s
definition of theillness.

Rawlings said, “Of the confirmed
Lyme disease cases in Texas, all buta
small percentage have occurred in the
eastern half of the state.”

Lyme disease’s symptoms often
mimic those of other diseases, except
for acharacteristic reddish rash which
sometimes surrounds a tick bite. If
untreated with antibiotics, Lyme
disease can advance from flu-like
symptoms and rash to painful—even
permanent—damage to joints and
nervous system/

“To help answer most people’s
questions about the disease, its
symptoms, testing and others concems,
I invite the public to call the TDH
Lyme Disease Information Helpline
(512/458-7228) in Austin. We have
condensed the most frequently sought
information into recorded messages,”
Rawlings said.

While Lyme disease is treatable,
knowledge of the disease and a few
easy precautions can greatly reduce
the likelihood of exposure toiit.

When outdoors, especially, in
wooded area or tall grass:

*Wear long sleeves and long pants,
with pantlegs tucked into socks or
boots. Tuck shirt tails into pants and
use tape to seal the area where pants
overlap socks or boot tops.

*Wear light-colored clothing tomake
ticks more visible.

*Use insect repellent containing
“DEET” or “permethrin” on clothing
and footwear (noton skin).

*Avoid high grass and foliage when

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possible, since ticks waiton vegetation
to “hitch-hike” on passing animals.

«Keep pets out of infested areas, and
inspect them often for ticks. Dogs and
cats, too, are suscéptible to Lyme
disease.

«After being outdoors, wash all
clothing worn and inspect yourself
and your children’s bodies for ticks.
Remove any attached ticks with
tweezers, grasping as close to the head
as possible, tugging until the tick is
freed. Avoid crushing the tick’s body.
The less time a tick remains attached,
the less likely it is of transmitting
Lyme disease.

Live ticks removed from humans
can be tested at a TDH laboratory to
determine whether they carry disease.

Living on the Edge

Lawn
improvement
through "Don't
BagIt"

The Texas Don’t Bag It program has
proven to be an effective tool in
improving home lawns and reducing
waste in Texas landfills for the past
several years. Last year in Garza
County, Dee Justice and Justice-Mason
Funeral Home utilized this program
with good results.

The program proved beneficial and
drastically reduced the amount of home
lawn waste and grass clippings that
would have other wise ended upin the
landfill. We all know the stress and
space limitations that our landfill has
been under.

The Don’t Bag It program consists of
three parts; mowing, watering and
fertilizing. To be effective, all three
parts of the program must be utilized.
After a short review, you will find that
the program is very simple.

Mowing: For bestresults, mow every
five to six days. As a rule 'of thumb,
don’t remove more than one-third of
the leaf blade at one time. Clippings
are notraked and bagged, they are left
onthe lawn. Itis important to note that
grass clippings DO NOT cause thatch
build up but, they do return valuable
nutrients to the soil in the form of
nitrogen. Don’t Bag It can reduce
mowing time by as much as 38 percent.

Watering: During the driest period of
the summer, your lawn will need about
one inch of water every five to six
days. Most hose sprinklers will apply
one-fourth to one-third of an inch per
hour. Using this rule of thumb would
mean that a sprinkler would need to
run approximately four hours in one
spot. If water stands or runs off the
lawn before the watering period is
over, turn off the sprinkler. Allow the
waler to soak in about an hour before
contnuing to water, If youare uncertain
of how much water your sprinkler
applies, take an empty container, mark
the inside to show one inch and time
the accumulation until one inch of

water collectsin the container.

The best time to water is early
morning. This way less water is lost to
evaporation. The worst time to water a
lawnisin the evening. This allows the
grass to stay wet all night and
encourages disease development.
Lawns watered to frequently or at a
rate that is too low, tend to develop
shallow root systems which can make

them more susceptible to grubdamage
and drought stress.

Fertilization: For slow even growth,
use a fertilizer that has at least one-
fourth (preferable one-half)of its
nitrogen in the slow release form.
Apply no more than one pound of
actual nitrogen per 1,000 square feet
of application. Sulphur coated urea
and ureaformaldehyde are two
examples of a slow release fertilizer.
Highly soluble or quick release
fertilizers tend to produce excessive,
lush top growth for ashort time and are
not as long-lived as the slow release
fertilizers.

Application rates, fertilizer ratio
suggestions and timing charts are
available in a handy pocket guide of
the Don’t Bag It pamphlet. The
brochure is available in the Garza
County Extension Office in the
courthouse.

Plan to do your part in reducing lawn
wastes this summer as well'as giving
yourself a break from the back-
breaking raking. Implement your own
Don't Bag It program and improve
your lawn.
