Current
councilup for
re-election as
ward system
adopted

Filing opened yesterday, June 1
for city council elections scheduled
for August 14 in Post. Candidates
will have until June 30 to file for the
five council seats and that of the
Mayor.

The special August election is
being held following the U.S.
Department of Justice’s acceptance
of a redistricting plan submitted by
Post. The acceptance of the
redistricting plan forced the
cancellation of the scheduled May 1
election. Italso throws open the doors
for a new council since the entire
council and Mayorare up forelection
inAugust.

One thing is for certain though for
the August 14 vote. The council will
include at least three new faces.
Currently four of the council
members live in the newly created
district five which includes the
northwest part of Post. Along with
DanLamband Dr. Larry Mills whose
seats were already up for election in
the postponed May 1 vote are council
members Jim Schooler and Maxine
Conoly. Only councilman Jimmy
Holleman lives in another district,
residing in the neighboring fourth
district.

The council will under go further
change following the August vote.
With the redistricting, three of the
districts, three, four and five, will

have to be voted on again in May of
1994,

“In nine months (after the August
election) these three are open for
election no matter who runs,” said
Post Mayor Jim Jackson last March
when the Justice Department ruling
was handed down.

Council members elected from
districts one and two will serve the full
two year term in office.

Under the new plan that will cause
this shakeup, five council districts or
wards were created within Post.
Candidates must reside in the district
they wanttorepresenton council. Plus,
only voters living within a district may
vote for a candidate from the same
district. Gone is the at-large system
used to elect the current council. The
mayoral election will remain an at-
large vote, meaning voters from all
five districts are allowed vote to for
this position.

If no one from a particular district
files foroffice, the seat will be filled by
an appointment by the Post City
Council. This person though, still must
be from the district in question.

The new district voting procedure is
the culmination of a process which
began following the 1990 census. Data
from this census showed that minorities
made up approximately 40 percent of
Post’s population. It also showed that
these minofities were not evenly
distributed throughout the city, but
were concentrated in the eastern one
half of Post. Since receiving theresults
from this census, the city council
actively promoted the creation of single
member districts. A citizen’s
committee was formed by the council
with theend resultbeing district voting
to elect council members. Under the
plan submitted by the city to the
Department of Justice, districts were
drawn up according to population

Cowboy
Poetry; Then

Editor'snote: Thisis thefirstinatwo
part series on Cowboy Poetry by
Rebecca Hopkins. The series will
conclude next week.

In the 1800’s a cowboy was a person
who helped take care of a large herd of
cattle for a ranch owner. The early
cowboys had few possessions, lived a
rustic, hard life on the range, and faced
the danger of gunfights, snake bit, or
the many incurable illnesses. Even
though there are some cowboys that fit
the early definition, today anyone who
wears boots, acowboy hat, ora “Brush
Popper” shirt is called a cowboy. The
cowboys of today like pretty pickups
instead of loyal horses. In addition,
about the only danger today’s cowboy
facesismerging onton a busy freeway,
drugoralcohol addiction, or one of the
smattering of illnesses there is no cure
for. About the only facets of acowboy'’s
life that have remained are the general
wearing apparel and the early trail
rider’sentertainment, cowboy poetry.

Cowboy poetry was born in the
1800’s. It was delivered in the form of
song. cowboys took great pleasure in
singing. In every outfit (term used to
describe the individual groups, made
up from one to a half dozen or more
people who started out from the ranch
headquartersonaroundup), there were
usually some who played musical
instruments.

The instruments had to be easily
transported by horse and were usually
guitars, fiddles, banjoes, hews harps
or harmonicas (French harps to the
cowboy). After a long day on the trail,
it was up to hose who were players of
instruments to entertain the others.
Anyone whoknew asong, whether his
voice was good or not, had ample
opportunity to display his wares. The
songs usually originated around the
chuck wagon after some significant
event, such as one of the cowboys
being killed in a stampede, or some

PROFIT OR LOSS? CHECK
YOUR RECORDS

So yeou sold your mutual fund
shares, and the proceeds ex-
ceeded what you invested in the
first place. Did you make a profit?
Only your records will tell you for
sure.

Say, for instance, that your divi-
dends and capital-gains  distribu-
tions are reinvested, year after
year; in effect, you are buyin
additional shares at the marke
price. Those dividends and gains
must be added to the original cost
basistodetermine whatyoureally
paid. It would be helpful'to keep a
germanent running tally of your

asis on a sheet of paper for each
fund you own. If you sell all your
shares, the arithmetic is relatively
easy: your basis is the initial in-
vesiment. plus-dividends and
gains. Where itgets tricky is if you
sell just a few shares.” You can F
identify in writing which shares
you want to sell at the time you
order the sale; most often you!'ll
choose high-basis shares to mini-
mize tax. If not specified, it's
assumed that the first shares
bought are the first sold. Most
often, sellers will use average ba-
sis, totaling the investment and
dividing by the number of shares.

Jackie Cruse was among the
students at the New England
Culinary Institute who worked on a
nine foot by six foot cake that was
a center piece at An American
Reunion, a special pre-inaugural
party for President Bill Clinton.

The cake, in the shape of the
United States, was made to serve
2,500. It featured state flowers from
all 50 states, a scale model of the
White House complete with
window panes of clear poured

sugar, red white and blue sugar
bows and ribbons, a 27 pound
chocolate bald eagle with 900 hand
made feathers and 14 figures
representing men and women from
seven different ethnic groups

The cake itself was an orange
flavored sponge with lemon curd
filling and white buttercream icing.
Ingredients included 128 pounds of
eggs, 331 pounds of shortening,
136.5 pounds of sugar, 22 pounds
of milk, 165 pounds of butter, 44

pounds of cake flour, 2.75 pounds
of baking powder, 1 pound six
ounces of salt and 16 pounds of
lemon juice.

Guests at the event were served
from cakes made separately by
NECI so that the decorated cake
could be on display all evening. At
the conclusion of the festivitics,
the school donated the cake to
Martha'’s Table, a soup kitchen
located in Washington D.C.

Common sense, notemotionalism
needed in irradiation debate

In Miami shoppers has to cross picket
line when irradiated strawberries were
offered for sale. In Maine and New
York ' opposition groups have
successfully lobbied for an irradiated
food ban, and in Washington D.C.
opponents slipped a skull and
crossbones drawing into an irradiated
chickendisplay.

Clearly, irradiation — a food
preservation method in use for the past
several decades — has generated a
flood of emotions and opposition. This
opposition is occurring even though
virtually the entire international
scientific community, the World Health
Organizationand 37 nations, including
the United States, have accepted
irradiation as a harmless and beneficial
way to kill illness-causing bacteria
and to keep food from spoiling.

Why are people in the United States
shying away form this preservation
method that might have prevented the
recent food-borne illness outbreak on
the Pacific Coast? “It’s because we’ve
allowed emotionalism to take the place
of science, common sense and logic,”
said Texas Ag Commissioner, Rick
Perry.

Because all of our food comes from
natural sources animals or crops grown
in soil — bacteria, molds and insects
are inherent components of the food

chain. Irradiation won’t completely
sterilize food or eliminate the need for
careful food handling and cooking,
butit will reduce food-borne illness.

For instance, people must realize
that no matter how many additional
measures the U.S. Department of
Agriculture takes to upgrade meat
inspection system — the world’s safest
already — illness-causing bacteria
such as E. coli cannot be visually
identified from a physical inspection.
According to Perry, that's why
irradiation is needed for red meat
processing.

The U.S. Food and Drug
Administration has already approved
of certain conditional uses of
irradiation on poultry, pork, spices,
fruits, vegetables and grains. The
federal government is welcoming
research thatre-examines irradiation’s
use on beef and other red meat
following the Pacific Coast tragedy.
But consumer suspicion roused by
opposition groups is holding many in
the food industry back from taking
advantage of this approved method
that offers numerous benefits.

Despite its name, irradiation does
not make food radioactive or leave a
radioactive residue. Irradiation uses
rays from a radiation source to kill
health-threatening insects, molds and
bacteria. Another benefit, particularly

for fresh fruits and vegetables, is
extended shelf life for products.
Irradiation opponents argue that the
treated food is robbed of nutrition and
may contain harmful by-products.
Some negligible nutritional loss may
occur as with any food preservation
method, such asextended cold storage.
but insignificant nutritional losses do
notkeep Americans fromrefrigerating
fruits and vegetables, and it shouldn’t
deter from irradiation either, argues
Perry. Numerous studies conducted
during the last 30 years have found
irradiation by-products to be similar to
and as safe as natural food components.
Confusion over irradiation’s safety
isunderstandable with the highnumber
groups using scare tactics to keep
irradiated products out of
supermarkets. Obviously having food
tinkered with can raise questions, even
if it is a significant improvement over
common preservation methods. People
did not immediately embrace
pasteurized milk or canned and
microwaved foods. Perry says we
need torecognize thatirradiation offers
great benefits for our food supply
system. “To turn away from this
method now would be a great shame,”
said Perry. “Emotionalism is not
needed in this debate. Science, mixed
withabig dose of common sense, is.”
