County's
budget
adopted

The Garza Couty Commissioners
heard final comments from citzens
last Friday moming, September 17
prior to passing the 1993-94 county
budget and setting the tax rate.

The commissioners adopted a .285
taxrate to fund the county's $1,197,558
budget. The new tax rate is an increase
from the .21 rate set last year. Even
with the higher rate, the county budget
was nearly $260,000 less than last
year's $1.4 million budget.

Before the budget and tax vote, the
commissioners court heard from two
county residents. Earl Chapman and
Tom Powers both expressed concerns
over the tax increase.

Chapman said government leaders
needed to take the tax burden off of
people who can't afford it and put it on
those whocan.

"Some people aren't as fortunate as
some to have other sources of income,”
said Chapman.

He said he understood the difficulty
the commissioners faced in preparing
the county's budget.

"I know what a horrible job it is to
raise somebody's laxes, people are
going to grumble," said Chapman.

He added, speaking on the way the
state and federal government keeps
passing mandates down to the local
governments, that "something is going
to have to come into adjustment
sometime, we can't keep going on the
way weare going."

Garza County Judge Giles Dalby
agreed.

"What'skilling us more than anything
else are the state and federal mandates
and we haven't even addressed the
courthouse and bringing it into
compliance with ADA guidelines,"
said Judge Dalby.

Funding for the courthouse will be
decided by county voters in the
November election.

Powers asked if the people could
vote on the courthouse, why not on
everything else?

"I think it would be really neat if the
public could vote on everything that
calls formajor spending," said Powers.

Judge Dalby said current laws forbid
this.

HeadingintolastFriday night’s game
between the Post Bold Gold Antelopes
and the Stanton Buffaloes most football
prognosticators wereexpecting aclose
game. Why not? Based on the first two
weeks of the season, these two teams
seemed to be evenly matched. At least
on paper they did.

Once play began though, it became
apparent that the ‘Lopes didn’t care
muchabouthow the game should have
gone as the Bold Gold stampeded the
Buffalo 44-7 on the Antelope’s home
field. The ‘Lopes just systematically
dismantled the highly touted Buffaloes
on both sides of the ball.

Prior to their confrontation with the
‘Lopes, the Stanton offense had
literally run overits firsttwo opponents.
Led by all-state tailback candidate
Ricky Lucas, the Buffaloes offense
was galloping along at better than 452
yards a contest, including 775 yards
on the ground in just two games and
was ranked number one offensively
forarea2A teams.

Post defenders weren’t impressed.
Led by linebackers Lemuel McDonald
and Russ Bird, along with interior
linemen Manuel Zubia and Alvin Reed
and comerback Oscar Acevedo, the
Antelopes more than cut the Buffalo
output in half, holding the Stanton
attack in check with 204 yards. The
Stanton rushing attack took the biggest
hit on the night, as the Buffaloes could
only muster 159 yards on the ground
against Post. A noteworthy

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Junior 'Lopes handle Buffaloes

Behind the three touchdown
performance of fullback Saul Martinez
and a stifling defense, the Post Bold
Gold Junior Varsity returned to the
win column with a 26-0 shutout of the
Stanton JV in Stanton last Thursday,
September 16. The win upped the
junior ‘Lopesrecord to2-1.

The Bold Gold offense controlled
the ball for well over half of the ball
game with Antelope quarterbacks
taking 57 snaps from center.

“Offensively, if a team has 57 snaps
from center, you will control the
football game which we did,” said
junior varsity coach Mitch Rasberry.
“I felt real good about our kids
rebounding back after the Slaton game

The 57 snaps equaled 341 yards
offense forthe Bold Gold.
